the Home for the Aged, under the charge of the
Little Sisters of the Poor, was given at the Home
on Saturday last, St. Joseph's day. Among the
Many benefactors of this worthy charity who were
present at the dinner were W. W. Corcoran, esq.,
HIms Jennie Riggs, Miss Alice Riggs, Madame de
Chambrun, Madame Redfern, Hon.and Mrs. Levi P.
Morlou.andMadameOutrey.Thedinncr.whichwas
served at twelve noon, was contributed entirely by
the many friends of the Institution, those
present serving with tender care the wants of
their aged guests. It was a touch Jugly beautiful

ght to witness the deligh t of these helpless wards
of the sisters in the feast prepared for them, St.
Joseph's day and their annual dinner forming one
of the few things they always look forward to with
interest daring the course of the year. After the
generous meal had been concluded a
venerable inmate of the Home, who
is totally blind, arose in his place
and in a short speech relumed the grateful ac-

knowledgments of himself and fellows for the
Kindly generosity which had brought so much
pleasure to those for whom the twilight of life was
fcst settling down. This was followed ny songs
and music, one venerable octogenariau entertain-fn-g

the company with a violin solo. The visitors
departed late in the afternoon, carrying away with
them the comfortable feeling of having contrib-
uted a day of perfect enjoyment to many
an aged heart that ere the dawn of
another St Joseph's day will have found beyond
the boundary-lin- e of earth's sorrows " that per-
fect peace that passeth all understanding." There
isprobably no more deserving charity in our
midst than this home for the aged, aud the nobie
devotion and of the Little Sisters of
the Poor entitles them to the commendation and
respect of the world, without respect to sector
creed. The Home contains at pressnt 123 inmates,
many of whom have reached the period
of second childhood and utter helplessness. To
care for these there arc eleven Sisters, who per-
form all the work of the Home (no servants being
tept), themselves doing the cooking, washing, &c,
as well as nursing the sick and preparing the dead
lor the last sad rites of sepulchre.

ABOUT PSYCHOLOGY.

WHAT PROFESSOR CARPENTER SAYS.

How Be Came To Be a MtimerUt Interesting Ex-

periments Before tie New Tort Academy

Of Science Surgical Operations
Performed "Without Pain.

The interest everywhere apparent in
this city relative to the psychological manifesta-

tions of Professor Carpenter caused a representa-
tive of The Republican to seek out the great mes-

merist for the purpose of obtaining some facts for
public information.

The Professor greeted his visitor in a kindly
manner, at the same time producing a couple of
fragrant Havanas, suggesting that a wnoke would
probably brighten up his ideas, and in a few
minutes the twain were deeply immersed! in the
subject ofmesmerism.

" How long have you been engaged in this tusi-nes- s,

Professor?" was the first interrogatory.
"Upward of twenty years. I had read every

book attainable on the subject of psychology, and
when I thought I had mastered it I concluded to
try some experiments. The first person that I ever
controlled was a young friend in Boston, and when
I produced the semblance of sleep I must confess
I was alarmed for fear of the consequences."

"For what reasonf
"That is a bard question to answer, but I pre-

sume it was a feeling that I might produce mental
effects which would do him an injury. This power
In the bands of ignorant persons is a dangerous
one, as I was fully instructed by a Professor Brown,
under whom I studied. When I felt my friend
falling in a death-lik- e stupor over on my arm I
quickly brought him to by snapping my fingers,

and as he responded promptly to my efforts to
break his slumber I felt no fear for any further re-

sults, and have not to this day."
"I suppose you have produced a great many

wonderful scenes in the practice of your profes-
sion?"

"One of the most remarkable occurred several
years ago. I had left my wife in Boston and was
several hundred miles away, when I received a
letter stating that she was very sick. I had to give
a performance in the evening, and after I had put
a good subject under control, I conceived the idea
of trying a clairvoyant test to find out how my wife
was. The subject was an utter stranger to me, but
I requested her to help me find my wife and ascer-
tain her condition. To my snrprise, she described
the situation of my house and the rooms in it, and
informed me that my wife was not at home. She
continued her search, and soon said she was visit-
ing a friend and was just in the act of taking her
leave. She even described how my wife was
dressed, and what articles she had in her hand.
Within a week I returned home, and, upon ques-

tioning my wife as to her condition and where-
abouts at a certain hour and day, had the story of
my subject confirmed in cery particular. I have
frequently tried this experiment tince and have
been uniformly successful."

"It is 6tated that it is possible for subjects to sub-

mit to surgical operations while under the influ-
ence of the operator. What do you know of this?'

" I made some experiments before the Xow York
Academy of Science this winter, which were wit-

nessed by four hundred physicians, and were very
satisfactory. Drs. Hammond and Beard conducted
the experiments after I had influenced the sub-
jects, one of whom had three teeth extracted and
the other his left hand burned with hot irons. In
neither case was there any manifestation of physi-

cal suffering. The experiments gave Euch satis-

faction that a class was formed at once for instruc-
tion, and fifteen medical men began to study in
order to use the influence in the treatment of ner-
vous diseases."

"The treatment of subjects is not dangerous,
then?"

"On the contrary, in nervous diseases it is highly
beneficial. The impressions are no more harmful
than those of pleasant dreams, and when persons
of a nervous temperament are treated, the sleep
possesses all the qualities of a nerve tonic."

"What class of people make the best subjects ?
" As a rule, people make the

best, as they generally possess sensitive tempera-
ments. There are exceptions, however, for some
of the best subjects I have ever controlled were
very dark. Spaniards invariably make good sub-

jects. In emotional scenes colored people are
easily influenced, with very gratifying results,
and I like to test them for this reason."

"It is frequently urged that only persons of
weak minds can be controlled. How is It?"

"That is all bosh. I have experimented on
some of the brightest people in the country, and
when they became influenced made the most sat-

isfactory subjects. I don't think any one will
question Charley Xye's intellect. In all my ex-
perience I do not think I have found a brighter or
more intelligent man."

"This brings up another question. Which are
the most easily influenced, women or men?"

" Oh, women, undoubtedly. They are more sen-

sitive than the other sex, and when impressed are
the best subjects possible. Still they cannot be
compelled to go through the performances that a
man could, as it would be distasteful to the audi-
ence. Right here I want to say that an erroneous
idea prevails that an operator could take improper
liberties with a woman subject if he was disposed
to do so. With a good woman this would be im-

possible, as a fixed impression cannot be controlled.
If a person goes upon the stage with an idea that
a certain thing shall not be done, for instance the
removal of a coat or dress, all the powers of the
operator b rought to bear would be of no avail. I
alluded to this matter merely to offset the slander-
ous imputations of evil-dispos- minds."

"Do the subjects retain any knowledge of their
actions while in the magnetic state?"'

" Only when I tell them they will remember
them. Otherwise they are similar to dreams. My
desire is to make all the impressions of a pleasant
nature, and I never resort to any harsh or im-

proper treatment

ELLISON'S VINDICATION.

A Favorable Beport from the House
Committee on Claim.

The report of the House Committee on
Claims, made on the last day of the recent
session, allowing George C. Ellison's claim
for expenses incurred in his defense in
a prosecution growing out of the discharge
of his duties as Chief Engineer of the House,
has just been printed, and forms an inter-
esting document It will be regarded as
especially valuable by Ellison and his friends
for in allowing his claim the committee incident-
ally vindicate him from all blame in connection
with the death of Small. Ellison, it will be re-

membered, was twice tried for the mnrder of
David Small in the spring of 1877, and, there being
no conviction in either case, a nolle prosequi
was entered. Small was formerly elec-

trician at the Capitol and subordinate
to Ellison. Having been discharged for in-
temperance and violent conduct, he made
threats against Ellison. One day he went to Elli-

son's office and made such demonstrations that
Ellison In self-defen- struck him on the head
with a billet of wood. Small did not appear at
first to suffer much with the wound, but fifteen
days later died. A very interesting question was
raised as to what caused death. Ellison was tried,
wilh;the result stated. The Committee on Claims
declined to allow him wages since he ceased to act
as engineer, but allowed 9 forexpenses
actually incurred in his defense, and in their con-
clusions justified Ellison's act in knocking Small
down, and stated that " it is theduty of the House
of Representatives to protect and preserve the
safety and efficiency of its officers and employees
so long as they are acting in line of their duties."'

sired is to have an immense tract of land on the

OUTSIDE OF THE BOUNDARY LINE,
and extending from the Navy-Yar- d to Georgetown,
condemned and improved, so that the city may be
surrounded by a belt of exquisite landscapes and
wrest scenery, mis iana lsveryromug ana pic-
turesque, full of scenic effects, and capable of the
finest landscape gardening. This accomplished
and the flats filled up, Washington will be as
healthy and more beautiful than any city on the
continent. Another matter of smaller moment is
the neglect of the keeper of the public grounds to
have the names of the different trees affixed to
them, so that strangers may at once

KNOW WHAT THE TREES ARE

that excite their admiration. There are so many
foreign trees, so many that are strange as well as
beautiful, that every Western man is provoked
that he has no means of gratifying his curiosity.
The Government certainlv expends money enoush
on these grounds to afford a little for this purpose,
ana it you win ten us wuose auty it is to see to
this, vour correspondent will make it his business
to endeavor to have the trees named. It is now
two months since the writer came to nashincton.
and in that time has examined every foot of
ground in the city ; knows all the public squares
Bv sisht but does not know whom the equestrian
statues represent that adorn them. The modest
sculptors have not thought best to carve tho name
of the heroes on the pedestal, and thepasser-b- y

is left in ignorance whether the statue represents
General Grant, or General McClellan, or somebody
else. It is a gross assumption of the sculptor to
suppose that the public is familiar enough with
his style, or the outline of the figure, to know
either his name or the person represented by the
statue. The name, the date, and the name of the
sculptor should be conspicuously carved on the
pedestal of every statue, and it Is affectation not
to do it.

IN AD1TIRING MANY OF THE PUBLIC BUILDINGS
in Washington the writer ba3 not been able, in a
single instance, to find a date showing when the
building was erected, who was the architect, or
under what dynasty it was built This is all
wrong. Every stranger regrets that he can get no
Information on this subject, and nothing adds
more interest to a building than to know some-
thing of Its history. If the congressional com-
mittee on the public grounds would make an
order for these Inscriptions it would gratify many
a stranger. IOWA.
