The South is dividing on this
ereat question, and the crimes of the
Bourbons are too gross and palpable
longer to be hidden. The truths, which
for vearshave struggled for 2 hearing, are
now coming to the front. Let the Senate
debate go on.

The Financial Question.

In our news columns yesterday was a
statement of what purported to be the
views of Treasury oflicials, and it was
added that the action of the Secretary
would probably be in accordance with
those views, The course indicated was
the acceptance of what appears to have
heen a proposition made by the New
York financiers with whom retary
Windom recently consulted to extend the
five and six per cent. bonds at a rate of
interest not exceeding three-twenty-
five.

The plain state of the case is this: There
are $463,59%0,850 of five per cents. that
are redeemable May 1. There are also
§195,690,400 of the six per cents, redeem-
able June 30. To meet these amounts
the Secretary has the following resources:
First, the unsold bonds authorized by
the refunding acts, amounting to $104,-
000,000, which he may issue cither as four
or four and one-hali per cents; second,
the cash assets in the Treasury, which,
according to the last debt statement, are
about $230,000,000, and, lastly, the surplus
revenues, which accnmulate at the rate of
say $12,000,000 monthly.

The act of 1864, which is relied upon
by those who advocate the borrowing of
money by the Secretary at the lowest
rate of interest and the issuance of loan-
certificates therefor, was plainly repealed,
or clse was considered obsolete, because
it is not included in the last edition of
the Revised Statutes; so, in the absence
of legislation, the simple duty of the
Secretary would appear to be to pay so
far as he is able,

The wost natural thing to do first
would be to redeem the bonds bearing
the highest rate of interest, viz., the sixes.

With the present premium upon both

the four and four and a half per cents. the
complete redemption of all the outstand-
ing sixes could be effected by the sale of
the residue of the bonds authorized by
the refunding act—no matter which de-
nomination is selected—ihe employment
of the surplus revenues, and the use of a
small portion of the cash reserves. The
entrenching upon the reserve isasub-
ject which must be approached with a
great deal of caution. It islike a business
man drawing upon his invested capital,
and any reduction in that of course weak-
ens his financial stability. During Mr.
Sherman’s management, that able finan-
cier never weakened the reserve fand,
even temporarily, without seeing his way
clear to immediately return the amount
taken, and his aim was to maintain it up
to the limit fixed at all times. With this
view, the theory of those who advocate
that the entire indebtedness should be
paid at all hazards by the emPBloyment of
every resource at the disposal of the Sec-
retary would seem untenable and unwise.

The entire amount of the sixes having
been redeemed, there is one of two courses
to be pursued as to the redeemable five
percents; either to reissue them or to
continue them until some special con-
gressional action is taken in regard to
them.

If the rate of interest could be changed
at the pleasure of the Secretary, or if
these bonds could be converted into any
other class of securities bearing a differ-
ent rate, there would seem to be no ne-
cessity for the passage of a refunding
bill, but the whole matter wonld rest
wholly in the discretion of the Secretary;
which is hardly a fact. Had an extra
session of Congress been convened the
whole amount might have been refunded
at three or three and one-half per cent.—
and if it had been made a nopular loan it
would all be taken before the first of
July—instead of the Government being
compelled, after redeeming the sixes, to
pay five per cent. until some refunding
act shall be passed at the regular session
next winter.

Dugald Dalgetty Reid.

Mr. Whitelaw Reid did his best for four
years to make the Northern people be-
lieve the Southern outrages were inven-
tions of Republican politicians. In 1872
Secretary Boutwell was canvassing in
North Carolina, and a Bourbon-sympa-
thizing special correspondent of the Tri-
bune (we believe it was E. V. Smalley)
wrote to that paper in opposition to the
positions taken by Mr. Boutwell. Mr.
Reid indorsed his correspondent in an
editorial of July 23, 1872, concluding as
follows :
