THE
UNITARIAN TALK.

The Conference at All Sonb' Chnrch The
Forward Ioolc ofCnliarlanlim.

A Unitarian Conference was held at All
Souls' Church yesterday momlng, and was opened
ivlth devotional exercises, led by Rev. 3Ir. Wilson,
of Salem, Mass. Hon. G. B. Loring presided. The
morning was taken up with au interesting discus-
sion of an essay by Rev. Mr. Hornbrooke, on
"Christianity Larger than its Integrations." The
evening session of the Unitarian Conference at All
Souls' Churcli was attended by a large congrega-
tion, although not so great iu numbers as on the
previous night There were many Unitarian min-
isters present, despite the fact that a number of
them had left ibr home on the afternoon train.

The crenlngwas.giren up to addresses on "Uui-tariauU- m

and Its Forward Look." Dr. Shippen
opened the meeting, briefly sneaking of the pro-
gress of the church in Washington; that.thc Uni-

tarians had gathered the idea of conference from
Methodists. As a-- class, Unitarians had been too
fond ofpeace, and shank from controversy. They
now were anxious to propagandize" to show the
rest of the world how glorious was the peace of
Unitarianism, and to invite others to partake of it.
He read a letter from William Ellcry Channlng,
written in 1S29, showing the stay-at-hom- e spirit of
Unltariauism fifty years ago. They had made
progress however, in those fifty years, and the
meeting ht was what might be truly styled a
missionary meeting.

After the singing of a hymn by the congrega-
tion Rev. Mr. Ames took the pulpit. Last night,
said he, we installed the preacher; we
install the people. It takes a whole church to
preach the gojpel. There is a difference between
a church whose members arc all intent upon do-

ing God's work and a church whose people desire
to make only a luxury out of religion. There is
no use in building up a church for any purpose
that can be accomplished without it. Its work Is
to transfer human beings from the kingdom of
Satan to the kingdom of Christ. The church that
does not take into its hopper a gristful of sinners
and turn them out saints is not doing its proper
work. It is the church's duty to look after the de-

graded and neglected classes, elevate them as far
as possible, nnd prevent an increase of that class.

Kcv. Mr. Buckingham said that, while he en-

couraged the missionary idea, he did not wish the
idea to tro forth that they wanted to make all of
Washington Unitarians. The missionary spirit
was in the imitation of Christ, who went about
doing good. To purify the politics of the leading
classes in this neighborhood, to elevate the politi-
cal morality of the country, to rectify all tho evils
which infest and corrupt society that is mission-
ary work which benefits the Unitarian
Church. Rev. Mr. Young, of California,
said he believed in bigoted Uuitariansim. He did
not believe they had had euough bigotry in that
church. lie believed in missionary work, in edu-

cating their children in the religious faith of their
fathers, in holding on with zeal and fervor to the
principles, the traditions, thespirit of the Unitarian
Church. He believed in bigoted Unitarianism
because he thought from the seed of Its principles
would arise fairer plants of religion and morality
than from the seeds of the otherfaitlis.

Rev. Mr. Reynolds believed that the church was
noton tho high road to prosperity, and was not
really strong and powerful, when it was not doing
something to elevate and purify the outsiders. He
believed that no religious body existed by acci-

dent. They existed because of a necessity for
their existence in the human heart, and hence he
was glad at the prosperity and increase of all re-

ligious bodies. But he did believe there was room
lor Unitarianism. It was their duty when they
found souls hungering for the truth, as exhibited
iu Unitarian ideas, to minister to them. Here-viewe- d

the various branches of missionary work
in Washington. To assist in the spread of Uni-

tarian principles in the South was peculiarly in
the line of work of this church.

Rev. Dr. Stebbins said there was" nothing so
powerful in society as a good life. That was the
means by which the good w ork would be hastened.
Tbc power of a pure religious daily life will build
up and make thissocicty strong better than sweetly
singing choir, famous as yours is; better than elo-

quent preacher, justly celebrated as yours is. The
logic of a consistent Christian life is the most con-

vincing to the souls of men.
Rev. Mr. Wilson, Rev. Mr. Humphreys, and Rev.

Mr. Powers were the next speakers, the latter
ckosiug the couference meeting, which was dis-

missed with the benediction by the pastor. Be-

sides the speakers there were present of ministers
Rev. Messrs. J. W. Winklcy, Mctealf, Wjterhouse,
Hornbrooke, and others.

PAINTINGS BELOW PAR.

Poor Prices Obtniucd at Oar Xaocul Art
Sale.

Though there were a large number in
attendance at the sales of the paintings of the
resident artists, at the corner of Fifteenth and H
street?, last evening, the prices realized were very
small, and must have been discouraging to those
artists who had works iu the collection. In no in-

stance did the paintings bring one-ha- lf of their
actual value, and in some cases one-fourt- h of the
value was not received. Slark Latimer, who con-

ducted the sale, said he had never seen in all of
his experience such good work bring such
little money. It was painful to see paint-
ings, which took weeks to complete, start
off with a bid of two or three dollars. Many
of the works were bid in, though in most in-

stances sales were made. Only one-ha- lf of the
collection wes offered, the remainder being held
for this evening, when they will be disposed of.

The Lost Sewer Coupons.
Mr. Daniel Donovan, who has charge

of the records of the late board of audit in the
office of the District Commissioners, has, at the re-

quest of the Commissioners, been examining the
records of the board, and made a report that he
finds no record of any of the statements contained
in the letter from the Treasurer of the United
States, showing that in his office in the records of
the sinking fund were both original and final

of the board of audit for the coupons
amounting to S13.5S0, alleged to have been lost.
That these coupons were delivered by the sinkiug
fund commissioners to the board of audit, and that
the responsibility fortheirloss is entirelydue to that
board, is admitted and cannot be controverted by
the District Commissioners. Not only the records
in the office of the Commissioners, but the files and
all the papers of tho late board of audit, should be
carefully examined, which Mr. Donovan does not
seem to have done or to intend to do. The absence
of any record in the office of the District Com-

missioners of the disposition of the coupons indi-
cates a very loose method of doing business by the
late board of audit, which, as far as possible,
should be corrected. Fortunately, as the Com-
missioners say, these coupons are now of no yalue,
having not been converted into bonds, and the
time having passed for this to be done.

Jler Mother on the Stand Iterating Giro's
ritntcment.

Miss Lillie
Meloy visited them by invitation of Mrs. Christi-
ancy. She arrived on the 21th and remained until
the 2Gth of December. During all of Christmas Day
Mrs. Christiancy was quite unwell, and the greater
part of the day lay on the sofa in the front room
of the parlor. Her daughter was not in a condi-
tion of health to go out that day, and she repeatedly
administered medicine to her to relieve her suf-
fering. She was positive that her daughter could
not have gone out doors at any time during the
day without her knowing of it. No carriage drove
to the door and took her away. Mrs. Christiancy
did not dress for the street at any time on that
day.

r ulllflcrt and ".SuljitiUiIon3t"Tlio Doc-

trine Tauslit In tlic Sontli.
To the Editor of The Republican :

There was in every State of the South,
before and during the civil war, a large body of
thoughtful and patriotic men who had never ac-

cepted the extreme doctrine on Stats sovereignty
propounded by John C. Calhoun, and in an
humbler sphere by Judge Tucker, of Virginia.
The advocates of State sovereignty, however, ob-

tained control of the South, and their doctrine was
enforced in society by all the penalties of ostra-
cism and social excommunication. To the men
who opposed "nullification and i's doctrines the
followers of Cilhoun and Tucker applied the op-

probrious epithet of "submissionists," a term im-- S

lying to the mind of the rabid Calhounist every
egree oi political heresy and cowardice and of

treason to the State in which one was born and
rearedt It is somewhat singular that the extensive
use of this obnoxious designation in tne South has
so fully escaped the. attention of Northern writers
and speakers.

THE YOCKC MCN WnO BECAME INOCULATED
with the extreme doctrines of Calhoun wore blue
cockades in their hats and flouted and jeered at
the advocates of the supremacy of the Union.
They marched triumphantly through the streets of
Charleston and Columbia and put down all oppo-
sition with the same fiery zeal whicn.in 1861
marked their demonstrations in carrying out, by
the last resort of secession, the baneful teachings
of the great logician and anti-Unioni- Social
ostracism played in the days of Calhoun and of se-
cession, as it still plays throughout the South, a
verv important part in politics; and it will never
be eliminated as a political force until the young
men of the South are taught iu their school-book- s
nnd at their firesides the doctrine of permanency
and indissolubility of the Union of the States.

THOMAS JEFFERSOX SHOWED,
when be reached supreme power in the Republic,
that his adherence to. or advocacy of, the ultra
doctrine laid down in the Kentucky resolutions of
179S had been feigned for the mere purposes
of party expediency, and could not control
his action as Chief Executive; indeed, there is
strong ground for believing that he soon repented
of the use he had made of that famous prominent-nient- o.

In his own State of Virginia a powerful
opposition to the anti-nation- al theories was devel-
oped, and he showed, in his purchase of Louisi-
ana from France, how little he regarded the rigid I

notions as to the power of the Central Government
which he had himself formulated and diffused. IHad Calhoun become President, it is not unlikely
that he would have imitated the example-o- f Jef-
ferson in summarily abandoning the impracticable
theories of the sovereignty of each State when-
ever a conflict of jurisdiction should arise.

THE FACILITY WITir WHICH JEFFEKSON"
rejectcd in practice the doctrines which he had
upheld as a political theorist reflected less credit
on the sincerity than on the executive sagacity of
the first National Republican leader. The doc-
trines, however, survived, and were indelibly im-
pressed on the Southern mind and heart bv the
great and mischievous genius of Calhoun. Robert
E. Lee, James Longstrect, Alexander H. Stephens,
and thousands of other soldiers aud civilians ofunquestioned probity and unsullied lives caatiu
their fortunes with the movement of secession be-
cause of their being trained In the pernicious
teachings of State sovereignty. The late illustrious
Indiana statesman, Oliver P. Morton, had an In-
stinctive appreciation of the lasting importance of
eradicating from the Southern mind this great
political heresy, and his successors will approve
themselves true patriots by holding aloft, as he didon all occasions, whether Iu the Senate or on the
forum, the banner ot uncompromising National-
ism.

The Impression of an Iowa Man Archi-
tect ami Beeenerator.

To the Editor of The Republican :
The city of "Washington has many mon-

uments and statues, but there is nothing that
strikes the stranger more forcibly with the old
saying that " republics are ungrateful " than the
want of two statues of the public men who have
done more than any one else to make Washington
whnt It Is. Who Is the Frenchman who laid out
Washington, who conceived the plan which will
make it the most beautiful city of the world ? Let
the people erect to his memory a statue
of gold. He died broken-hearte- d because
he was removed from his position for
having made a Dlan for the city which was
thought impracticable, though finally adopted.

' old brewery" was taken by the District on a sev-
eral years' lease at $3,000 a year, with an option of
purchase at some $10,000 or SjO.OOO, and that this
extravagant rent has been paid ever since? Will
Mr. Dent rise and explain? We hope he w ill do so
without shifting the blame on other pcopie, and
that he will make his explanation clear, and that
he will not require his subordinates to make a re-
port exonerating him.
