Vest and Virginia. .

A new era in politics is about to dawn
if the honorable Senator from Missouri,
who lately addressed his brother Bour-
bons, may be considered as the mouth-
piece of his party.

Setting aside the venerable doctrine of
State Rights, to which the extreme wing
of the Democracy have up to the present
time clung so tenaciously, he proposes to
assist in continuing the senatorial dead-
lock almost indefinitely rather than per-
mit the people of Virginia to decide for
themselves, after their own fashion, a
matter of purely State concern.

In other words, he proposes that the
State of Virginia shall be governed, not
by her own citizens, but by thirty-seven
Bourbon Senators, all foreign to her soil
save one.

He proposes that Georgia, Mississippi,
Alabama, Florida, Kentucky, and other
States, not forgetting his own, having
Bourbon Senators, shall dictate to the
people of Virginia how they shall vote!
He says,in substance, that it is not a
question of suceession to the offices of the
Senate, but a matter involving the perpe-
tuity of Bourbon rule ; and hence Virginia
must, regardless of her own interests and
wishes, submit, not to the will of her
chosen representatives—not to the will
of a majority of her own people—but to
the dictum of aliens to her territory, of
persons possessing no interest in her wel-
fare beyond a possible advancement
through her subjugation of their own sel-
fich ‘and sordid aspirations.

This proposition, as laid down by the
honorable Senator, is not sound Demo-
cratic doctrine as viewed from a Bourbon
standpoint, but is in strict keeping with
his course in going against his own State
in 1861. Had he been true to his State
Rights professions he would have re-
mained with the Union, as Missouri didl.
instead of joining his fortunes with the
Southern confederacy.

The Firsl Salute to the Stars and Siripes.

Mr. W. 8. Clarke, of this city, saysina
commuuication: “ In your interesting artieles on
the Stars and Stripes which appeared Iu your issues
of the I5th and 15th you appear (o have over-
looked one important circumstance—the first sa-
lute 10 our national flag. The * Continental Union
Flag,” displayed January 2, 1776, continned to be
used until June 14, 1777, when the Congress * Re-
solved, That the flag of tne Thirteen Uulted States
be thirteen stripes, alternate red and white; that
the union be thirteen stars, white in a biue field,
representing & new constellation.” Paul Jones, in
command ol the Ranger, demanded and received
from the French admiral in Quiberon Bay, coast
of Brittany, the first salute to the Stars and Stripes,
as adopted June 14, 1777, gun for gun. It had been
before that event the usage of Enrope to salute the
flag of a republic with four guns less than were
fired to salute the flag of a crowned potentate. In
the ** Annals of Congress,” second session, 1813-'17,
and “ Amials of Congress,” first volume, 1517-"18,
may be found the discussion at large of this inter-
mn‘ l'ﬂbm"
