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INSANE AT A FIRE.

BHrnlBsr of tut AsylHm Scenes of' Bra-
veryProperty Destroyed.

Axs&, III., April 19. A fire broke out
In the bath-roo- m on the fourth floor of the north
wing oftheHlinois Southern Bospltal for the In-
sane, at this place, at half-pa- st eleven o'clock last
night. After getting the patients out an effortwas
made to check the flames'; but, as the building had
a mansard roof, It was not until the centre build-
ing fas reached that the fire was mastered. The
patients were discovered in a room on the second
story of the north wing, entirelysurrounded by the
flames. The throng upon the ground witnessed
their frantic efforts to burst through the grated
windows with breathless excitement Finally a
ladder was procured aud placed near a window,
arid, although the flames curled around the ladder,
three times meu'started up, but were forced by the
heat to return. One gallant fellow (Grace) ran up
the ladder, thrust an axe into a window, and com-

manded a colored patient named Kelson to cut his
way out He simply drew tho axe away, and
again it was given him, and the crowd below, as
with one voice, yelled to him to cut the grating
loose. This time he did It, and escaped. Grace
again showed his courage by ascending the ladder
and going into the room, now ablaze all over and
the walls tumbling iu in every direction, and,
after a hand-to-han- d struggle with a patient
named 3IcClelland, who was nearly dead from the
heat, but desperately determined to stay in his
room, Grace forced him headlong through the
window, and parties outside canght him. Grace
Inhaled the heat and suffered internally after-
ward, but is not in danger. A patient from Mon-
roe County, named N. Ferkle, was burned to death.
These patients were all taken from the halls, but
in some way wandered back. Three fire com-
panies from Cairo arrived at half-pa-st six o'clock,
and are working upon the ruins. The superin-
tendent, Dr. Wirdner, is in Chicago on business.
The loss is estimated at S150.000. Ferkle is the only
patient missing.

An Important Sucnr Decision.
New Yohk, April 19. In the suit of S.

& W. Welsh, sugar importers, against Collector
Mcrritt, for the recovery of alleged excessive duties
imposed on a cargo of sugar imported from Cuba
in 1879, which has been on trial for the last week
before Judge Wallace and a jury in the United
States Circuit Court, the counsel for the plaintiffs
this morning briefly summed up the case, and
asked the court to direct the jury to render a ver-
dict in their favor, as the Government had utterly
failed to show the legality for the customs duties
imposed on said sugars. Assistant District Attor-
ney Herrick ha ing withdrawn from the case, Dis-
trict Attorney Woodford summed up for the de-
fense, when Judge Wallace directed the jury to
render a verdict for the plaintiffs for S5.776. The
Judge said the Government officials had a right to
lookgbeyond the apparent color of the sugars if the
true character of the sugar had been disguised. In
his opinion, sugar does not become au article of
commerce until it has left the centrifugal. The
verdict was rendered on the ground that the
sugars in question were colored in the vacuum-pa- n

before being put in the centrifugal, aud before
they became sugars of commerce.

An Viiprccedenlcd Flood.
Eockford, III., April 19. The flood in

Rock River here is something unprecedented. It
has already throwli fifteen hundred men out of
employment, and is still on the Increase. The
manufacturers by water-pow- er will lose thousands
ofdollars, as they were running to full capacity
and this is their busiest season, they having large
orders ahead. The lowlands on each side of
the river, north aud south of the river,
are several feet under water, and tho
occupants of houses were obliged to
leave in boats. In the city Knowlton's machine
and wood shops are submerged three feet. The
Central Furniture Company's basenfent. is filling
up, and their large piles of lumber are in danger
of floating off. John T. cranny's shops arc sur-
rounded. K. ATnompson's shops are several feet
deep in water. The. bam of Graham's distillery is
flooded, and the cattle Tiave been driven off.
Chick and Rodd's flouring mills are also flooded,
and one'of the buildings is in danger. Cellars are
flooded, and many other firms and private indi-
viduals have sustained irreparable losses. There
is some hope y that the water may fall.

Can slit Bobbins the Malls.
Cleveland, Ohio, April 19. For sev-

eral months, and frequently during the past two
mouths, the railway mail service between New
York and Chicago has been greatly annoyed by
thefts of registered letters and packages. The
chief inspector detailed several special agents to
work up the case, and their labors culminated
this evening in the arrest of E. R. Blakestee, postal
clerk on the Cleveland and Chicago division. He
was taken to the post-offi- aud searched by Cap-
tain C. E. Henry and other-posta- l authorities. In
his satchel over one hundred letters were found,
and in his pockets other letters, which he con-
fessed he had stolen. He also acknowledged hav-
ing rifled two registered pouches, one from Utica
and the other from Rochester to Chicago. Blakcs-tee'- s

family lives at St. John's, Mich. He was a
captain in the regular army, serving three years
in the war.

What a Rac-Plck- er Found.
Chicago, April 19. The fact that the

Pennsylvania Company had executed a mortgage
for $20,000,000 became public y through the
loss and subsequent recovery of the instrument it-

self. L. L. Gilbert, a prominent lawyer of Pitts-
burg, came to Chicago on business connected with
this mortgage, but while in the wash-roo- m of the
Grand Pacific Hotel accidentally dropped the docu-
ment out of his pocket. It was swept up with the
waste paper and thrown into an alley north of the
hotcL Here it was picked up by an Italian rag-

picker, in whose possession it was found y.

The mortgage was made out April 1 to Wistar
Morris, Edmund Smith, aud Samuel L. Felton, all of
Philadelphia, as trustees for the mortgagees. The
mortgage is to secure twenty thousand interest-bearin- g

bonds for $1,000 each.

Killed Her Five Children.
St. Louis, April 19. Additional particul-

ars regarding the killing of her five children by
Mrs. Nutt, near Camden, Ark., which was reported
briefly last night, are that the frenzied woman
called her oldest child, a boy twelve years old,
from a field, where he was ploughing, knocked
him in the head, and threw him into the well,
where she had previously thrown her four other
children. Finding that one of the children was
not drowned, but was clinging to the side of the
well, she descended into it and tore away the
child's grasp aud thrust it down into the water,
thus completing her diabolical work.

That He Wanted to Join the Coaflederata

at the Beginning or the War The

Senator Logan's speech was the feature
of the Senate proceedings yesterday. He raid he
was not accustomed to refute slanders, but ns the
charge thathe had been in sympathy with the re-

bellion had been again started he desired to give a
history of his conduct at the breaking out of the
war. Theseslanderaseemed to run through the
Democratic papers every time that any Demo-
crat, reckless of his statements, made allusion to
him In this connection. JulSCO be had been elected
toCongressasaDouglas Democrat, as distinguished
from the Bourbon Democrats of that day. During
the early part of 1SG1, when secession had been
rampant in the halls of Congress, he bad shown by
his speeches whether or not he was In sympathy
with the rebellion. On the 7th of January, 1861,
Mr. Adrian, of New Jersey, had,proposed & resolu-
tion supporting the measures latency the Presi-
dent in support of the laws and to preserve the
Union. He (Mr. Logan) had votedforthatresolu'tion.
On that vote he made the following remark : "As
the resolution receives my unqualified approba-
tion, I vote yea." That had happened .

WHILE HE WAS A DEJIOCEAT,
before Lincoln's inauguration before the gun
which had been fired announcing the determina-
tion of rebellion against the Government He bad
then stood in no equivocal position en the question
of rebellion, or as to its suppression by force, if
necessary. On the 5th of February, 1S61, he had
made a speech in the House of Representatives in
favor of the compromise measures reported to the
House, and known ns the "Crittendcu Compro-
mise." He defied any man to show a word in that
speech which showed auy sympathy with seces-
sion or rebellion. He had said at that time: "I
have always, aud do yet,

DENY THE SIGHT OF SECESSION."

lie had always been a Union man, nnd he who said
to the contrary falsified the record. The Senator
from Georgia Mr. HiHT had recently made some
allusion to the charges against him, and had re-

marked that his speeches had been quoted in the
South. If the speech to which he (Mr. Logan)
had just alluded had been quoted in the South and
its doctrines followed there would not have been
any rebellion or secession. He read a letter, dated
April It, 1SS1, from Senators Lamarand Pugh, who
had served with him in Congress at the outbreak
of the war, bearing testimony to hs loyalty to the
Union at that period, and stating that they had
never heard him utter one word of sympathy with
the rebellion ; but that, ou the contrary, he had
been vehemently opposed to it In July, 1SG1,

with a
jrcsKET ix nis hand,

he had gone into the war at Bull Run, and shortly
after had returned home and raised a regiment,
resigning his seat in Congress. He had been in as
many battles during the war as any man. At Fort
Donelson he had been made a brigadier-genera- l,

and shortly afterward a major-genera-l. Why he
had been promoted to those commands he would
leave it for those who had promoted him to say.
He bore on his person more than one honorable
scar. Those were some of the certificates of his
loyalty given him by the enemies of his country.
At the close of the war he had resigned his com-
mission, preferring not to receive pay from the
Government when he had no further duty to per-
form. At the breaking out of the rebellion he had
been at Marion, Williamson County, Illinois.

THE PEOPLE OF THAT COUNTY

had been Democrats mostof them from the South.
On the 15th of April, 1SG1, a few Democrats had
got together in Marion and passed resolutions in
favor of secession and rebellion. Iu May following
some men from Williamson County had beeu or-

ganized into a company by "Thorndike Brooks, a
Marylandcr, and had Joined the Southern army.
jOf that resolution, or of the men leaving for the
South, he had had no knowledge, and the charge
thathe had instigated that conduct was absolutely
false. He read a large number of letters from
prominent citizens of Illinois, all of them, he
stated, being Democrats, testifying to the fact that
he had always been

LOYAL TO Tnn UNION,
and contradicting all the charges which had been
made against him of sympathy with the rebellion.
He also read a letter from Thorndike Brooks to
prove that he (Mr. Logan) had known nothing of
the departure of tho men of Williamson County to
join the rebellion. In conclusion he said : "I put
this testimony on record for this reason that my
children after me may not have these slanders
thrown in their faces without the power of repel-
ling or repudiating them. The reason is still
further: I put them ou record that they may en-

dure in this Chamber; so that they may be a
notice to Senators of all parties and creeds that
hereafter in this Senate no insinuation of that
kind will be submitted to by me. I do it tor this
purpose as a notice that insinuations shall not be
made hereafter on this floor, in my presence, by
any man. I will not submit to it any longer."

Mr. Brown said that he knew that his colleague,
who was absent, had had no purpose in auy re-

mark of his to do Injustice to the gentleman from
Illinois. He (Mr. Brown) had heard the Senator's
statement with great pleasure. He took pleasure
in saying that he thought that the Senator's vin-
dication was full, complete, and conclusive.

Mr. Beck said that at the close of the war ho had
been kept out of the House of Representatives for
some time through tho efforts of the gentleman
from Illinois Mr. Logan, and he had collected

A Had Storm.

The Navy Department received yester-
day afternoon intelligence of the arrival of tho
practice-shi- p Constitution at Piney Point Cap-

tain Stanton, her commanding officer, reports as
follows :

7, and arrived at Piney Point April 18. On April 14

This has stood as a tempo-
rary expedient, but tho wire-rop- e Is too old and too
small to be depended upon. Durinjr the gale the ship
worked much in her tonsldrs and
forcing the oakum out of her waterway seams of the
main deck, causing mem to leaK.

CHARLES HEATH THE MAN

Wiio Iot His Property In the South by
Systematic jOatrases. -

Mr. Charles Ileath, now residing irt
Maiden, Mass., is tho person referred to by Senator
Dawetln the recent Senate debate as having had
his property in the South destroyed by incendiary
fire. Heath's plantation Is about one thousand
acres in extent, and was in Caldwell Parish.Louis-ian- a,

on the Ouachita River, ten miles below Co-

lumbia. Mr. Heath states that he and his brother,
who is an Ohio merchant, bought the place four-
teen years ago, and had established upon it a gin-hous- e,

grist-mil- l, and repair shop, fitted up with
improved machinery. For several years they ran
the place under a white overseer, and were not se-

riously interfered with by their neighbors. The
first difficulty that occurred there, Mr. Heath states,
was along in 1S77 and 1878, and was on account of
a decision that they would not employ white men as
overseers. From that time, as the statement inti-
mates, Heath's troubles began. His neighbors and
Others accused him of a willingness to divide his
land.with the negroes, and avowed their determi-
nation to "prevent it. Various troubles, in which
negroes on his place were maltreated in many
ways.'aro recounted in thesfatemcut; but Heath
says he got along" very well until last Christmas.
Upon the night of Christmas his whole place was
burned up. He says : " The place, with the im-
provements, was worth 20Ov jijcy burned up
my tools, wagons, grist-mil- l, blacksmith-sho- p

everything clean. I got out about four hundred or
five hundred dollars' worth of goods in 'the
twenty minutes we had to work in, and we came
within an ace of being burned alive. Tho only
thing that saved us was that tho wind blew the
flames away from the building in which wo were
sleeping." Heath's statement alleges that a series
ofoutrages were perpetrated upon the negroes in
the parish where he was located. He says he was
assured by his friends, some of whom are strong
Democrats, that lie had got into the worst part of
the State. Mr. Heath says he shall go back to New
Orleans, where he has real estate, this fall. The
negroes who are on his plantation pay him for his
land and the mules employed by them. . His
brother went to New Orleans in IStS, has been a
long time a merchant there, and was appointed
mayor of the city by General Sheridan. Mr. Heath
says the firing of his place was not alluded to in
the papers, and he made no secret in New Orleans
of his disposition to investigate the outrage.

SOCIAL OSTRACISM

IN THE'SOUTH AND IN THE SENATE."

Senator Cameron Sajs the Mississippi Flan Is Be
in$ Tried on the Senate An Example of

Ostracism in the Case of the Treat-
ment of Senator Jlahone.

Mr. Cameron, tjf Pennsylvania, told tho
Senators some plain truths yesterday with refer-
ence to the deadlock. In addressing the Senate
just before its adjournment, he said that on tha
1th of March last the Senate was convened in ex-
traordinary session by the President of tho United
States. Since that date a controversy has arisen
as to the organization of this body. A minority
lias arrogated to itself the right to control the ac-

tion ofa lawfully-constitute- d najority a majority
recognized by the Constitution. What right has
that minority, I demand, to dictate to the ma-
jority what their course of action shall be in this
body? Are not the majority alone responsible to
the people of this Nation for whatever course they
deem It advisable to pursue here? They are fully
competent to take charge of their own affairs
without the guardianship ofthe Democratic party.
I will tell you, gentlemen, in plain language what
you are doing, for it requires no rhetorical met-
aphor or the weaving of fine poetical sentences to
enable the Intelligent and patriotic people of this
country to understand you. It Is simply a repeti-
tion In a different form of

of intimidation, the "Mississippi plan"
which has proved so successful in most ofthe
States south of Mason and Dixon's line. You
want to inaugurate the same policy in the Senate
of the United States. I do not believe that the
people of the country will consent to it. It is sim
ply another effort to revolutionize all parliament-
ary precedents to accomplish through political
manoeuvres that which you failed to do by pre-
cipitating this Nation into a bloody war which
cost it thousands of miuions of dollars, aud many
thousand lives of brave, noble men. Look at tha
crippled soldier as he hobbles along on his
crutches; behold the empty sleeveof the heroic
man who raised his arm in defense ofthe grandest
Nation the world ever saw; seethe poor widows
and orphans and the desolate homes caused by
the same revolutionary proceedings that you are
endeavoring to If the gentlemen
on the other side want the South to be prosperous
they must cease this mode of warfare. The South
will never rise to a higher plane than that which
it occupies uow as long as

THIS COSDITIOX OF TIIIXGS

is permitted to go on. As long as Intimidation and
social ostracism are allowed to prevail there it can-
not expect to be respected. The Senator from Ala-

bama Mr. Morgan, whom I admire so much, not
only on account of his great ability and learning,
but on account of his fraukness, amiability, and
kindness, said in his speech on Thursday last that

The freedom ofthe Government means the freedom
ofthegoverued; when the governed are free the peo-
ple must govern themselves, and to do this they must
be relatively and proportionately equal In the rights,
powers, and privileges which the Government is or-

dained to establish and protect.
I join hands with the honorable Senator in that

doctrine; but let me inform my worthy friend
that no such condition of things exists at tho
South. The governed are not free; neithcrare they
"relatively and proportionately equal iu their
rights, powers, and privileges." If that was tho
true state of affairs I should not, for my part, utter
one word of complaint; but it is not. Intimidation
and social Ostracism

DO EXIST IX THE SOCTH,

and as long as that is the case it cannot be pros-
perous. These curses must be eradicated, and in
their stead intelligence and labor, aud the out-

growth of labor, which is prosperity, must be en-

couraged, and not discouraged. The Senator from
Florida Mr. Call, on the 7th instant, is reported
in the Record as having spoken as follows:

Gentlemen, you talk about ostracism. There has
not been ostracism except la cases where, a man
countenanced and upheld such wicked crimes, and.
then not because of his political opinions or his party
relations, but because he was partieeps erimlnit to
these offenses against good order and public decency,
against religion and good morals.

Lhave heard thatsame declaration made mors
than once ou this floor. With all the assentions
that no social ostracism exists at the South, I de-

clare here most emphatically that it does exist;
that pure-hearte- d, honest, faithful, Intelligent,
and learned men are y anxious

TO LEAVE THE SOUTH

and to go North because they arc ostracized. As
evidence of what I say, I will read a short extract
from a letter which I received a few days ago from
a gentleman now residing in Richmond, who was
a class-mat- e of mine at college, and for whose
reputation for veracity and probity I can person-
ally vouch. As he has not given me the libertyof
making public the coptenfs of his Ictt.r, Isuall
withhold his name:

Richmond, Va.. April 3, ISSL

If I cannot bother an old Princetouian and class-
mate, I do not know who I can. My partner (whom
I brought up in my ofHce) and lhave determined ia
the summer to go to New York city to practice law.

I'm sick of Virginia. I've felt for some time that I
was wasting my time here, though I've made a sup-
port and brought up my family purely by my brala
alone since the war. I'll leave Richmond with regret,
for it Is a delightful place ofres-Iden.ee- , and I'vo many
warm friends here; but, at my time oflife, I can't af-
ford to stay here. The Virginians are a pleasant but
peculiar people. They look on me (a Marylander) as
a carpet-bagge- r, an Intruder, and think I've no right
to make money here, and, if they can prevent It,
they'll not let me.

PROOFS OF OSTRACISM.

As I have before remarked, you deny that social
ostracism exists at the South. I have given you
one instance, and that instance was of a Southern
man by birth. I have no doubt that many similar
cases exist. You need not go to Virginia or to any
other Southern State to seek proof of that fact.
We have it right here in our midst ; it is in this
Senate. 1 not the Senator m Virginia Mr. Ma-ho- ne

ostracized by the Democratic side' of tills
body? Dare you deny his courage? Dare you
refer to his pa3t record? Dare you speak of him
as a man not fit to associate with honorable Sena-
tors? Is he not your peer as he i3 ours? I ask
you that question and give you time to reflect.
Has it not been announced by one of their spokes-
men that they will not even pair with him? Has
he not

day after day by that side? They have unblush-ingl- y

boasted that not a Democrat shall pair with,
him. They do not recognize him a; a friend and
brother Senator, and why? Because he has had
the manhood to tell them that he dissented from
their political opiuions; because he has dared to
tell them that he will act accordiug to his own
convictions and conscience, and not be dictated to
by any one ; because he had the hardihood to
stand up and assert his rights as a freeman on ths
floor of the American Senate. For this offensa
you refuse to extend to him the courtesy that one
gentleman exteuds to another. 'What is this but
ostracism? Gentlemen, these are stubborn facts
that cannot be contradicted. The conclusion is
evident that if it exists here, in the highest tri-

bunal in the land, it certainly docs exist at tha
South. Now, my Democratic friends, I beg you to

STOP IN YOUK MAD CAREER
and pause for an instant pause before it is
too late to retrace your steps. I beseech you to de-
sist your filibustering tactics and act like bravo
men, and allow the majority to do that which in its
judgment shall be deemed be3t for the interests of
the whole country, and for which it alone 13 re-

sponsible. I beg you to act in harmony and peace
with us, and assist us to make this country not a
little paltry body ofsubotdinate State but to maka
it a Nation that will command the respect aud ad-

miration of the civilized world. We want to make
this a great Nation. We want to make the South as
presperous-a- a the North; but before we can accom-
plish that great end we must bury forever that
which will destroy thebest country that ever ex-

isted Ostracism, jealousy, fnd sectionalism.

Financial Matters.
It has been intimated in some quarters

that the one hundred and first call for bonds would
probably be revoked by Secretary WIndcm. This
call wai issued by Sherman, and em-

bodied SJo.OOO.OOO in five per cent, registered and
coupon bonds. There is no foundation for tho
supposition that the call will be revoked, and as a
matter of fact It can be stated that the Department
Is dcsirou3 of redeeming the bouds embraced in
the call, in order to reduce the revenues on hand
for the purpose. The bonds which were included
in the call continue to come in for redemption
quite slowly. A large number of six per cent
bonds were received at the Department to-d- to
be continued at three and one-ha- lf per cent (at
the option ofthe Government), in accordanco with,
the recent circular of Secretary Windom. Tho
daily receipts wii. probably be made public, csm3
mencingsome time this week.
