Barnum, P. T.

One of the unique characters on the
stage of public life is the Prince of Show-
men, as he is called, or, as christened by
his Connecticut progenitors, Phineas T.
Barnum. Perhaps no name is more fa-
miliar to the people of this country than
that of Barpum, P. T, and it is even
donbtful whether any one under the sun
has a wider reputation. There is another
Barnum, W. H., who has obtained some
factitious fame as partner in a side-show
which was exhibited throughout the
country last fall ; but it was a fraud, and
was not the great moral entertainment
of the only original Barnum, P.T. The
coincidence of names carries no weight
with it. A German paper that came to
our notice a few days since alluded toa
certain magician ag being the Barnum of
Austria, showing that the people of

that country not only knew the
name, buat that it was synonymous
in their minds with an idea.

People understood by this allusion that
the magician was a humbug, and yet not
altogether a humbug. He was the Bar-

num of Austria, one of a unique and un-
parallolod elass whe have uu betier defi-

mition than the name itself gives. For,
whatever may be said of Barnum’s career
in the past; he cannot now be called an
impostor in any sense. He may stretch
the truth a little in his posters and ad-
vertisements, becaunse they are too large
to cover without stretching; but those
who attended his show will say that he
performed his promises very nearly, if
not quite, to the letter. But he began his
career as a humbug, and we are not sure
but the word “humbug” was invented to
meet his particular case. Our oldest
amusement-seekers will remember his
woolly horse, his Seth Joyce, hi8 What-
Is-It, and a number of other “attractions,”
which were, in plain English, imposi-
tions or “humbngs” upon a credulous
public. He tells in his book of a hun-
dred ingenious but barefaced swindles
practiced upon the people, and does not
seek to disguise his designs or scruple to
disclose his methods of cheating the pub-
Iic. Baut latterly Barnum has come to a
Yetter phase of the showman's career;
simply, too, we expect, because there is
miore money in it. His experience
has taught him that the circus is the
thing to draw out the great public. The
wild beasts and the dens of living ani-
mals, the sports of the sawdust arena,
and the perennial jokes of the clown;
the great canvas tent, the brilliant lights,
the marvels of the side-shows, the pea-
put and candy vendors, the mixed
crowd, the brazen bands of musie, and a
hundred other things, makeupa “show”
too fascinating to resist. Thisisthe kind
of entertainment that draws the crowd,
and, besides, the old gentleman may be
bumbugging himself in his old age with
the solace that it is a great “ moral”™
show, and that he is doing something to
repair the damages his conscience sus-
tained in the earlier period of his show-
mAan’s career.

Tae term “ Star” service has become
quite familiar to the pnblic of late. There
are a great many inquiries to know iis
meaning, and for the benefit of such as
may not be informed we give its deriva-
tion and nature. “Star" service took its
name from the practice in the Post-Office

To Vh-:lnh qubtlmns.

Since 1861 the great Union party of the
Nation has had but one poliey, viz.: The |
enforcement of the laws. No great measure
has been enacted that had not its origin
in this one purpose. Everyimportant act
of Congress from 1861 to 1865 was to
strengthen the national arm, engaged ina
conflict with the Southern rebellion,
Every leading act from 1865 to 1875 was
to maintain the freedom which war
enacted and to enforce the amendments
to the Constitution.

The ery agzainst negro suffrage is no
more vehement than was the outcry
against Stephen A. Donglas and fair play
in the Territories just before the war.
The much-complained-of carpet-bag gov-
ernments, which would never have ex-
isted if the conquered South could have
been wise and hamane after the war,
were no more. bitterly denounced than
was the Recadjuster party of Virginia,
led by a native white majority in
1879. If we speak of the right of the
negro to vote we are told he is ignorant.
If we say that in Virginia mq;ardy of
the white natives followed Mahone in the
contest resulting in his election to the
Senate we are told that this majority is
“ a low, no-account set.” The intelligent
and “high-toned " must rule, be they few
or many, and only Democrats are “high-
toned.” The Bourbon is just as honest
in maintaining this as was his ante-type
in contending for the divine right of
kings. He has no title of nobility. He
may be very ignorant and very “no-ae-
count,” but if he votes with the masters
of society no reference is made to
his low degree. This guestion of de-
gree, rank, caste, divine right, “tone,”

or whatever other name is given,
is, strangely enough, never to be
decided by any but Democrats of

the regular organization. The man-
agers of the regular Democracy make the
test, and that is adherence to their cause.
The more followers they can get, the less
they have to stretch the law of necessity
in order to make their minority scem a
majority. When they cannot obliterate
the majority they resist it. If they were
reduced to a hundred in any one of the
Southern States, they wounld be honestly
oblivious of any rights in the rest of the
people. People are not people if they are
not Democrats. Mahone and his follow-
ers are not to be counted among the peo-
ple any more than are their black allies.
If the whole black race could be swept
from the South, and with them every
white man of Republican antecedents,
there would be ng change in your Bour-
bon. His party, whether large or small,
would insist on ruling, and any majority
against it would be poohed at as a “low,
no-aceount set.”

Itis against the pretensions of this
band of fanatics that the National Repub-
lican party has waged political warfare.
The negroes having aided us, the Bour-
bons have drawn along with them all
whose race prejudice could not brook
what seemed negro control. But now
the rational men of the South are leaving
the Bourbon fanatics, and the negroes
are flocking to the standard of the former.
If the negro vote helps the sane men to
defeat the fanatics and places one South-
ern State after another in the hands of
native whites, supported no matter by
how many of the black votes, that will
not be “nigger domination.” That will
be the rule of the majority, intelligently
led, and those who resistit will be objects
of ridicule and pity.

To produce this result it is proposed
that the preservation of law and order

ghall be the paramount issue until dis-
obedionee to law shall bean offense to be

concealed rather than a policy to be pur-
sued.

The administration of James A. Gar-
field is charged with this great work.
He is known to favor a liberal policy.
The Republican blacks of Virginia are
united. There are a few white Republi-
cans yet who need to be told by the
President that his friends in Virginia will
best serve the national cause by heartily
indorsing the Readjuster candidates as
against those of the Bourbon Democrats.
Ome or the other must prevail. A few white
Republicans cannot expect to prescribe
terms to the Readjusters, who have all
the negroes at their back.
