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California a Discrowned Sovereign-—
The Bolt in 1879,

Said General Garfield a few vears ago
in a public address: * it is painfully evi-
dent from the experience of the last few
years that the efforts of the States to reg-
wlate their railroads have amounted to but
little more than feeble annoyance. * ¥
In these contests the eorporations have
besome conscious of their strength and
have entered upon the work of eontrol-
ling the States. Already they have cap-
tured several of the oldest and strongest
of them ; and these discrowned sorervigns
now follow in chains the trinmphal
chariot of theirconquerors.  And this does
not imply that merely the officers and
representatives of States have been sub-
jected to the railways, but that the corpo-
rations have grasped the sources aied foun-
leins of power, aid CONTROL THE CHOICE OF
BOTH OFFICERS AND REPRESENTATIVES.”

General Garfield was right. Indeed, he
did not exazeerate when in the same
address he said that the “ vast consolida-
tions which have placed the eontrol of
the whole system in the hands of a few
have developed the Charlemagnes and the
Csars of our internal commmuerce.” Again,
he said: “The modern icirons, more power-
ful than their military prototypes, own
our greatest highways, and levy tribute
at will upon all onr vast industries.”

Of all the captive, discrowned sovereigns
which follow in chiains their railroad con-
querors California is the most abaged and
pitiful. The “modern barons” who have
brought her to their feet are Californians
whose worldly possessions in 1561 did not
exceed $120,000. The United States gave |
them lands, loaned them bondson second |
mortgage, and eunabled them to borrow
on first mortgage, so that, without re- |
sources of their own, they were enabled |
to build the Central and Sonthern Pacific ]
Railroad and branches and to absorh |
all other lines of land and water com- |
munication in the State. They were
five in number, and had all the stock of
their great railrond sytems. The few
ghares which had been subseribed by
others before any of the road was Dbuilt
were bonght in at whatever price was de-
manded, in order to avoid judieial in-
quiry into the constroction contraects,
which had been given out to a company
composed of the five whales of the com-
pany, with the minnows left ont. They
paid in one case as high as $17,000 for
seventeen shares, the par value being but
$100 a share. The “Credit Mobilier of
America,” under the name of which the
Union Pacific directors absorbed all the
gifls and loans of that company, a fraction
of which suflicedto bnild their road, wasa
rather modest concern compared with the
*Contract and Finance Company” of
California, composed of the Central Pa-
cific managers, who gave themselves $27,-
000,000 of United States honds, $27,000,000
of first mortzaze railroad honds, and §54,-
000,000 of paid up (!) stock for building
the trunk line from Sacramento to Salt
Lake, which cost them less than $30,-
000,000,

The Central Pacific land grant is esti-
mated by the company at $30,000,000.
The land grant to the Southern Pacific,
owned by the same parties, is estimated
by them at $41000,000, The State of
California has made these railroad com-
pan‘feﬁ gifts amounting to $17,000,000, as
stated by their own officers, being $15,-
000,000 vaiue of lands on San Francisco
Bay forterminal purposes.and two million
in interest on guavanteed bonds. The
great surplus over and above what was
required to build the Centiral Pacific went
to the building of the Southern Pacifie,
and to the purchase of other roads in the
State, all the steamboats and ferrvies of
the State, horse-car routes in San Fran-
eiseo, costly palaces and country estab-
lishments, race horses of national reputa-
tion, and such of the newspapers of both
parties, or of neither, as were for sale,

So well have these “ modern barons™
used their power, and so extortionate
have they been in levying tribute
for travel and freight, that they have
made their gross earnings more than
double the operating expenses,  For the
past six years the gross earnings have
been over $16,000,000 annually, and after |
paying the interest on bonds—large gnan-
tities of which they hold themselves—
the four oweners of this gigantic monopoly
(one having carly sold {o the others his
interest) dicided Fetweon thcnselves $4,320,-
0060 a year.

In 1877 these thrifty gentlemen stated
their assets to be $302,000,000 (the entire
assessed valuation of the property of the

tate was less than twice that amount), |
and their liabilities at $116,000,000, This
made them worth $156,000,000, over and
above all debts, by their own admission.
Ofthis, as we have seen, §71,000,000 con-
sisted of gifts (not loans) of land to aid
in building their roads. Instead of seil-
ing their lands, as eontemplated by law,
they hold them for high prices, and have
borrowed eight millions on them at six
per eent., and added that interest account
to the expenses to be paid by the travel-
ing public. It should be remarked that
the only money ever paid in for stock was
$11.500, being the ten per cent. required
by law to be paid on $1,000 per mile of
roaud, the length of the road, as originally
projected, being 115 miles, viz: From
Sacramiento to the State line. Ond han-
dred and eighty-six miilion dollars over
zn | above all lizbilities in 1873 is a very

There being no more worlds to conquer,
these raiiroad emperors might voluntarily |
tave reduced the burdens they had put |
upon the public. They had exacted from
geven hundred thonsand people for rail-
road service half as munch tribnte as is
vielded by all New England, half as much
as the peaple of all the Southera States
have 1o pay, and very pearly as much as
the Pennsyivania system receives, tru-
versing, as it does, the populons Middle
Butes. The state was productive, but tiie i

railroads were absorbing all the fruits of
industry. Farmers could only market
their products for a trifle more than
enough to pay their freight bills. Fertile
fields went bare in Tulare Valley because
men could not afford to pay $24a ton for
freight on seed wheat, to be carried two
hundred miles! Flaxseed was charged
three times the freight charged for wheat,
because it was more valuable. Farmers
were langhed at or abused if they com-
plained, because there was no remedy by
way of competition.

Unable longer to endure these wrongs,
the people of California, in May, 1879,
adopted & new constitution, by which

they hoped to be able to obtain relief..

That instrument contained much that
was crude, undesirable, and experimen-
tal, but what redeemed all these faults in
the general estimation was a provision
that placed the whole power of the State
in regard to railroad control in the hands
of three commissioners, to be chosen by
the people by districts. The constitution
was adopted by a majority of eleven
thonsand against the most vigorous
moneyed fight ever made in the State.
The people, thus divided upon this ques-
tion, found political party lines for the
time obliterated. The Central Pacific
Railroad Company bought, bullied, and
coaxed, threatened opposition and prom-

! ised snpport, until all newspapers and

politicians, without regard to party, who
could in any manner be controlled, were
enlisted on the side of the railway com-
pany. Indeed, the choice of delegates to
the constitutional convention had been
struggled over in the same manner.

The constitution having been adopted,
the Sacramento Record-Union, a daily
paper owned and printed by the railroad
company et the capital of the State, inso-
lently proclaimed that the constitution
would be nullified by the men who were
soon to be elected to carry it into effect.
The policy thus openly avowed by the
railroad masters was logically followed
by determined efforts on their part to
control the conventions of the several
political parties. The Republican con-
vention was held first, and was captured
by them. Of course, the candidates for
Governor and railroad commissioners
were thick-and-thin railroad -adherents.
The nominee for Governor wasat the
head ofa coast-navigation company which
had once been in competition with the
railroad people, but had long before his
nomination pooled rates with them. A
State  Central Commitlee was made
in the railroad interest, and the
alternative was presented to Repub-
licans either of opposing the party in a

| State contest, in which the support of the

State constitution was the real issue, or
to join the railroad company in aiding to
elect their ticket, which meant three
years more of railroad extortion and dis-
tress for the people of the State. There
were but few Republicans who were not
disgusted with the sitnation and ashamed
of the action of their convention. The
brazen mercenaries of the railroad mag-
nates, who worked for pay, were of course
most enthusiustic, and a majority of the
party men concealed their chagrin and
supported the ticket, Estimating the
railroad Democrats who voted for the
railroad Republican nominee for Gov-
ernor at eight thousand (a small esti-
mate), and the returns show that
twenty-one thousand Stalwart Re-
publicans voted ageinst him. These
voted for an independent candidate,
H. J. Glenn, who was originally
nominated by “the new constitution
party,” and subsequently indorsed by the
Democracy. The new constitutionalists
were denounced by Dennis Kearney at
the Sand Lots and by him nicknamed
“Honorable Bilks”” Kearney and his
crew ran another candidate named White
as a “woerkingman,” to divide the anti-
railroad vote. The trick succeeded, and
the ninety-two thousand votes cast in op-
position to the railroad tyranny were so
divided that sixty-eight thousand votes
sufficed to elect the railroads’ trusted in-
struments, -

Such is the true story of the California
campaign of 1879. George C. Gorham is
frequently alluded toashaving bolted the
Republican party in that contest and
gone over to the Democracy. He did
vote with the twenty-one thousand Re-
publicans for the “mnew constitution”
candidate for Governor, and opposed the
railroads’ henchmen for commissioners,
He earnestly advocated the election of
the Republican candidates for Congress,
and everywhere declared his hostility to
the Demoeratic party and his determina-
tion to labor for Republican suceessin the
presidential election the following year.
His promise was faithfully redeemed. He
never believed that any considerable por-
tion of the Republicans of California were
wiiling to serve the Railroad Company at
the expense of the people, although a
majority of them preferred to snpport ob-
jectionable party action in that regard
rather than oppose the organization. No-
body in California doubts his Republi-
canism, and the outery of railroad hire-
lings, assuming the guardianship of Re-
publicanism there, is simply ridieuious.

Whenever the Rapublican party shall
carry California it will have to be by the

1879 refused even at the party’s comnmand
to aid in compellingher asa * dizerowned
sovereign” to * follow in chains the tri-
umphal chariot” of her * conguerors.”

The election of a Republican Legis-
lature last fall, in the face of a Demaoeratic:
victory on the elecforal ticket, is at-
tributable to the popularity of General
Miller, the ne® Senator, and the inde-
fatigable exertions of himself and friends
in closely contested counties.

If the Republican party in California
can free itself from railroad control in

1882 it ean succeed. Otherwise, it can |

only hope for success by divisions among
the enemies of railroad dictation. Its
twenty-four thousand minority vote in
1879 ought to teach the proper lesson. A
few railroad papers can makea great deal
of noise, but cannot make “ discrowned
sovereigns ”* submissive.-

The Hing of Newspaper Men,

The first journals of the dead Freneh
jonrnulist, Emil de Girandin, were Le Vofewr and
La Mode. The Jouwraal des Conaaissaners Diles, o
monthly maguzine which he established after tae
revolution of 1859, reached a cirenlation of 129,000,
In 1536 he established the Presse, a dafly politieal
newspaper, which was sold at half the price of
other jonrnals., This aroused the wrath of the
Parisian dally press, and his public character was
gssailed and his private life maligned. A dnel
with Armand Carre! grew out of this, in which he
killed Carrel. Girardin afierward fought his way to
a scat in the Chamberof Deputies, and had thesat-
isfaction of sceing his newspaper without a rival.
In the crisis of 1518 he persuaded Louis Phillippe
to abdieate in favor of his grandson, the Count of
Paris, bmt too late to save the dynasty. Girardin
actepled the new regime, and became so popular
that the Presse reached a cirenlation of 150,000, He
in 1866 established La Lierte. He continued
his atineks on the government, was fined, and his
journal proscribed. In 1870, after the proclama-
tion of the vepublie, be sold La Liberfe, and after-
ward purchased La France, which had a cirenla-
tion efabout 300 daily. Under his management
the cirenlation arose to 60,000, He was also chicef
owner of the Petit Journal, which eirculated about
half a million copies daily. The Jowrnal Oficiel
was parchased by him in 1572, He has since taken
an active part in Parisian journsalism.

A Mystery Abont Artemus Ward.

Previous
to his death he had cleared the old homestead of
debt, and had willed his mother a small prop-
erty at Yonkers, N, Y. What became of the rest ?

No Earnest Werk Begun—Doubts as to De
Lesseps” Intentions,

‘It is making very lule progress,” wasthe reply.

*How many men are employed, and whatare
they doing.”

The truth is, it does not look to me as
though De Lesseps ever intends to diga canal
there. He estimates that it will cost $90,000,000,
when everybody else who knows anything about
such matters says it will cost nearer ten times that
sum; that the eanal will be finished in ten years, and
that in the meantime people who buy stock shall
receive five per cent. interest upon its par value,
Thus interest alone will add from five to forty per
cent. to the cost of thecanal. But I don’t believe
any canal will be builtthere. De Lesseps is agreat
diplomat, but a poor financier; nud if he really In-
tends in good fuith to dig a canal I think he will
fuil.”

Robertson’s Appointment,

Notwithstanding the great political
servieces of Senator Conkling to the Republican
pariy in the late presidential eampaign, he is not
