Pamsons, Kax,, May 19.—The annual
meeting of the stockholders of the Missouri, Kan-
sas and Texas Railroad Company took place here
vesterday. All the stockholders were present or
represented by proxy. A special meeting was
called at ten a.in,, Colonel R. 8. Stevens being
elected s chairman of the meeting, and H. B,
Heusen as secretary. The purpose of this meeting
was to eonsolidaie under the mansgement to be
known as the Missouri Pacific Raflway Company,
the following lines of ronds, viz: The Missouri Pa-
cifie, the Missouri, Kunsas and Texas, the Interpa-
tional and Great Northern, the Texas Pacific and the
Iron Mountain. These lines are all owned by the
Gould faction, with the exception of the Missouri,
Kansas and Texas, and the International and
Greut Northern, which are leased for the term of
ninety-nine years. Il was resolved at this meet-
ing that the stockholders of the Missouri, Kansas
and Texss Hond approve all mortgages and con-
tracis made by the Gould managewnent in refer-
ance tothe Missourl, Kansasand Texas Road during
the time they have had posscssion of the same.
It was also resolved to continue the construction
of the road through the City of Mexico, the stock
of the consolidated company being increased

7,000,000 for the purpose. The meeting then ad-
journed. Juoy Gould continues president of the
Missouri, Kansas and Texas Road.

The Monetary Conference.

Paris, May 19 —At the Monetary Con-
ference lo-day most of the delegates who had &l-
ready spoken replied to the arguments adduced
by subsequent speeches against the views pro-
pounded by them. Mr. Evarts (America) and
Signor Doda (Italy) recapitulated their arguments
in favor of bi-metalism, and with their speeches
the general discussion was closed. The following
order of the day avas then adopted: “After
baving heard the general discuseion and
examined the monetary situation from an inter-
national point of view, and baving regard to the
declarations made in the name of certain govern-
ments, and in consideration of the fact that seve-
ral of the delegates require a lemporary suspension
of the sittings in order to refer to their govern-
ments, the conference decides to adjourn until
June 50."

GEambeita’s Fowerful Speech.

Panis, May 19.—M. Gambetta, in the
Chamber of Deputies to-day, powerfully advocated
the serutin de list¢ bill. Replying to a charge of
having ambitious views, he declared that he had
never sought to diminish the prestige of executive
power. Serutin de arondisgement, he said, rendered
all reform impossible, The adoplion of serutin delist
wounld do away with the venality and eorruption
due to the present system of voting. It was for the
Chamber to decide to-day whether the Republic
shall be fruitful or barren of results. The Cham-
ber decided by & vote of 245 to 25 to passtothe
disen=sion of the clauses of the bill. Afier some
debaste the ¢lauses were adopted one by one, and
finally the whole bill was passed by a large ma-
jority. _

GRANT INDIGNANT.

HE SUPPORTS SENATOR CONKLING.

President Garfleld's Ingratitude—Robertson's Nom-
ination am Iusult to the Party — Broken
Promises and Pledges—A Battle
Must Be Fought.

The following letter from ex-President
Grant to Senator Jones, of Nevada, shows that in
the present contest between ex-Senator Conkling
and the President Mr. Conkling has the full sym-
pathy and support of General Grant. This letter
to Senator Jones contained one from the ex- Presi-
dent to Mr. Garficld, whieh was delivered to him
personally by Senator Jones Its contents aré not
known. but there can be no doubt that its purport®
is similar to that of the létter fo Mr. Vone;.

“Crry ofF MEXTICO, Apnlﬂ. 1881,

“My Dear Sexaron: I see by the latest dis-
patches received here from the Capital of our coun-
try that the dead-lock in organizing the Senate is
not yet broken, and that nothing has been done
by the President to allay the bitterncss which
must be engendered by his most recent appoint-
ments. When the first batch ofnominations for New
York was sent in I was delighted. I Dbelieved
then the President had determined to recognize
the Republican party, and not a faction. But his
nominations of the next day convinced me that
the ficst act was but 8 part of a deep-laid scheme
by somebody to punish prominent leaders for being
openly fricndly to me. T cannotbelieve that Genersl
Garfield is the author of this policy. I give him
credit for being too big a man to desecend to such
means for the punishment of men who gave him
a hearty support in his election, and who are dis-
posed to give him the same support now, for the
offense of having had a former preference for some
one else for the office which he now holds. But
Garfield is President and is responsible for all the
acts of the administration, Conklingand Plattare
the chosen Senators from the great Stafe of New
York, and that, too, against all the opposition of
an sdministration ereated by the same party that
elected them. This shonld give them s&ll the
stronger elaim to be consulted in the matter of ap-
pointments in their State. When it comes 10
filling the most influential office in their State
without consulting these Senators it is s great
slight. When he selects the most offensive man to
be found it becomes an insult, and ought to be re-
senfed to the bitter end. 1 sincerely hope the
President will see this and correct his mistake
himself, and restore harmony to the party. He
owes this to himself and to these without whom
he eculd not bave been elected. Nobody believes
that he could havs carried the State of New York
without the active support of her present Senators.
Their passive support would net have answered.
Without the Stite of ¥ew York Geuneral Garfield
would not now be President. His rewarding Rob-
ertsan is not only offensive to the New York Sen-
aiors, but it is offtnsive to New York Republicans,

What the State Department Says,
General Grant's letter to Senator Jones,
published in New York yesterday, has elicited the
following suthoritative statement regarding the
circumstances atiending Mr. Fish's retirement from
the diplomatie service and the selection of M. |

When General Grant was in Washington in
March, shortly after President Garfield’s inaugu-
ration, he made several requests of the President,
of which the latter made a written memo-
randum in General Grant’s presence, The request
in regard to Mr. Cramer was that he might be
transferred from Denmark to a more southerly

ask a higher grade, only a milder climate. The
resignation of Mr. Nicholas Fish from the Swiss
mission, the same grade as Denmark, opened the
way for complying with Genernl Grant's request,
and the President promptly availed himeselfl of it
in supposed compliance with General Grant's
earnest wish, personally expresced.

In regard to the resignation of Mr. Fish from the
Swiss mission, papers on file in the diplomatic
burcan of the State Department show the following
facts:

On the 13th of Feburary last, Mr, Nicholas Fish,
charge d'affaives of the United States at Berne,
Switzerland, addressed to Mr. Evarts, Secretary of
Siate, the following :

I inclase herewith a dispateh tendering my resigna-
tion: I feel that I can no longer retain my position
here with justice to myself and my family, When [
accepted it I hoped it wonld scon be restored to its
former rank and pay, and you were kind enough to
lead me to believe that upon such restorntion Ishonld
be retained in office. * * # ] know what a flood of
applicants the announcement of my resignation wonld
create, and, therefore, to protect the Department
from them, I send my resignation in an unnumbered
dispatch to you.

On March 7, in & communication addressed to
Mr. Blaine, Mr. Fish wrote as follows :

On the 13th ultime I addressed to your e inent pre-
decessor in office a dispatch marked “separate.”
which Tinciosed in aprivate leiter to Mr, Evarts, My
reasons for so inclosing it were solely to protect the
Department from the possible and almost inevitable
annoyance whieh a disclosure of its contenls might
impose ou the Department. I have now the honor to
inclose herewith a copy of the same, and 1 now for
the first time place the same on file here. * & &
I shall awsit your wishes as to the time when T may
be relieved from my duties here; but T hope I may
have timely notice by cable concerning thetime when
I may expect my letters of recall.

Mr. Fish's letter of resignation referred to in the
foregoing note to Secretary Blaine is givenin full.
It is the dispatch marked “ separmte,” and was du-
plicated to Mr. Blaine. Itis as follows:

BERXE, 13 Fehruary, 1881,

Sra: In order thet President Garfield may be free
to select the representative he may desire to fill this
mission I have the honor to tender herewith, through
you, my resignation of the office of charge d affairesof
the United States to the Swiss Confederation, to take
effect on March 4 next, or 8s soon thereafter as my
suceessor may be appointed.

T beg that yon will assure President Garfield that
my action is prompted by no want of sympathy for
his administration, and that on the contrary I should
be most happy to contribute my hbeartiest suppert
thereto in any capacity suited to my abilities, and that
be will find, whether In private life or in an official |
position, no more zealous supporter of the great prin-
ciples which the people of the United States have in-
dorsed in his election.

In thus tendering my resignation permit me to
thank you and the gentlemen of your Depart-

ment for the many courtesies and marks
of consideration which during a period of
nearly ten years have been extended to

me. It is with regret that I thus seek to be relieved
from duty here,but I feel that the time hascome
when, in justice to myself, I should have some more
important position if I am to remain in the service,
or that 1 should find some more remunerative eni-
ployment by leaving it. 1 respectfnlly request that [
muay be informed when it will be most agrecableto
the Department to relieve me of my office. I have

valid pension numbered higher than 320,000 and
widow's numbered 24,000 have been reached for
adjustment. The claims in each series, of higher
numbers, will be taken up in regular course by
by blocks of ten thousend in the invalid seriesand
corresponding bloeks of about three thousand in
the widow's series (which includes the claims of
minor children, dependent mothers and fathers,
and sisters and brothers, as well ns the widows of
soldiers) as rapidly asthe recordsof service and hos
pital treatment can be procured from the offices of
the Adjutant-General and Surgeon-General of the
army. A asnew blocks of claims are taken up for
adjustment in the two sceries notice will be given
by & similar circalar”

Cligar Trade-Marks,

The Legal Protective Association of
Ciger Manufacturers purpose to establish a burean
for the registration of trade marks, which, it is
thought, will subserve the best interests of the
cigar manufacturers throughout the couutry at a
nominal cost, and will, in its results, be just as
eflicacious as the former registration in the Uniied
States Patent Office. In disputed cases in regard
to the proprietorship of trade-marks the courts
have decided that the act of Congress authorizing
the issuing of letiers-patent for trade-murks did
not strengthen the title of ownership. The set
merely provides for the registration of
trade-marks upon the declaration of the
owner of exclusive right to its use, and author-
fzes the Commissioner of Patents to certify to
the registration. It furnishes no further protec-
tion than is given in the remedies provided in it
which are no otherthan such as existed previously,
and could be pursued in any court of competent
Jurisdiction under the common-law right of own-
ership in the trade-mark. It is purpesed to have
the bureaun in operation by the Ist of June, and
the fees will be about twenty-five times less than
formerly paid to the Government. The main busi-
ness of the purposed systemn will be to establish
evidence of priority.
