COLONEL T: A. SCOTT.

Death of This Remarkable Han-Sketeh
of His Life.

Prn.apeveara, May 21.—Colonel Thomas
A. Scott died 2t nine o'clock this evening at his
country home. Woodburn, near Darby, in Dela-
ware County. After sinking rapidly during the
afternoon he fell into a state of total unconscions-
ness at seven ¢'clock, and remained so until the
moment of final dissolution. He was surrounded
at the last moment by members of his family and
several of the officers of the Pennsylvenia Rail-
road Compeany.

Colonel Scott was born at Loudon, Franklin
County, Pa., in 1824. His father died when he was
quite young, and Thomas was obliged to start out
for himself. In 1841 he was appointed a elerk in
the toll eollector’s office at Columbia, Lancaster
County, Pa., James Yatton, hishrother-in law, be-
ing the collector. While in this position he dis-
played a mre aptitude for figures, and six years
afterward he was transferred to Philadelphia to
act as collector to the chief clerk. Shortly after
this he married. In 1650 Colonel Scott was ap-
pointed a station-agent at Duncansville, and af-
terward superintendent of the Western Pittsburg
division, While serving in that position his abili-
ties for the fimst time made themselves strikingly
evident, and he acquired a perfect knowledge of
railwey transportation. On the death of William
B. Foster, vice-president, in 1860, Colonel Seott
was elected as his suceessor.

While hie served ns vice-president he playedjn
very distinguished partin asssisting the Govern-
ment inthe transporting of troops and supplies
during the war. His first movement was to open
a line vin Annapolis to Philadelphia and the East
and North. Shortly after this he was appointed
calonel of the Distriet volunteers, end on May 23,
1561, he wasselected totake charge ofull Government
ruilways and telegraphs. In August of that year
he was appointed Assistant Secretary of War. On
June 1, 1862, he resigned and resumed his duties as
vice-president of the road. On the death of Mr.
Thomson, president, Colonel Scoit succecded to
that office. During the railrond riots of 1877, mil-
lions of dollars’ worth of property belouging to the
compuny was destroyed. Colonel Scott worked
uncessingly night and dey, and contraoted a dis-
| ease which finnlly impaired his health. About
| tliree years ago his health became so poor that he
| was obliged to go abroad, remaining away uearly

# vear. e returned much better. Shortly alter

he arrivedd bome he suffered a stroke of paralysis,
{ and on May 1, 1880, after pearly thirty years ser-
| viee with the Pennsylvania Railroad Company, he
| resigned.

It is said that at the time of nis death his fortune
amounted to 13,600,000, His liberality throughout
his life was shown in many ways. Among his
latest gifts were S50000 to the Jefferson Medieal
College, 0,000 10 the University of Pennsylvania,
50,000 to the Washington and Lee University, of
Virginie, $0,0600 o the Ortheepedic Hospital, and
£20,000 1o the children’s department of the Episco-
pal Hospital, Colonel Scolt was married twice.

| His first wife, whom, it is said, lie married when he

was reeeiving a salary of only $50 a month, was a

daughter of Geneml Stewart, of Philudelphia, She

died more than twenty years ago, leaving two

chiliiren, James P. Scott amnd Mrs. Howard W,

THAT GRAND MARCH.

A NEVER=TO=-BE=-FORGOTTEN SCENE.

Pennsylvanis Avenue Sixtecn Years Ago To-Day—
The Great Review of the Grand Army—Some
of the Incidents of That Occasion—
The March of the Victors.

Sixteen years ago to-day Washington
was made the theatre of the finest military display
ever witnessed in this eountry, and, consldered in
connection with the lessons to be drawn from it,
the grandest pazcant of modern times. There-
bellion had been crushed. The vanquished foe
had laid down their arins, and the vietors, before
departing for their homes, were to be reviewed in
the Capital of the Nation whose integrity they had
so valiantly and snccessfully defended. Having
forced the enemy to surrender the weapons of
treason, they, the eonquerors, had come to lay
down their own arms at thg feet of Columbia,
whose sworn defenders they had been through the
years when sorrow rested most heavily upon her
heart.

THE DAY OPENED AUSPICIOUSLY,
and long before dawn the troops commenced as-
sembling east of the Capitol, and when daylight
began to creep over the city the reveille sounded
from bivouse to bivouac, and the bugle-calls from
Meridian Heights and the Capitoline Hill came
back in faint echoes from the Virginia shorein the
vielnity of Arlington, where the remainder of the
Potomac army yet lay. It would be too great a
task and mequire too much space to enter into
anything like a detailed narrative of events, and
it is deemed unnecessary to specify the organiza-
tions which formed a part of the pageant. It may
be of interest, however, especinlly to those who
were not present on the occasion, to know that
OX THE FIRST DAY,
between the hoursof ninea. m. and seven p. m., one
hundred and eighty regiments of infantry, thirty
regiments of cavulry, and thirty-two batteries,
aggregating nearly two hundred guns, all belong-
ing to the Army of the Potomae, vet constituting
less than half of that organization, but all that
could be spared from other duties, passed in re-
view. On the 24th came Sherman’seommand ,com-
posced of the Armies of Georgia and the Tennessee,
aggregating more than 75,000 men of all arms
With each army were a vast number of ambu-
lances, hospiial wagons, and the like, adding guite
materially to the general interest as well as the
length of the procession. The city was filled to
overflowing with visitors. An hundred thousand
strangers would not be too high an estimate of the
number of those who had come to witness the
closing scenes of the war.
IT WAS A HAPFY OCCASION,

and yet a enreful observer might perceive a sad-
dened expression upon the face, detaet a vein of
sadness in  the wvoice of even the most
joyous. The evidenees of mourning still adorned 1
the buildings, publie and private: officers and
men yet wore the badge of sorrow for the lamented
Lineoln, and, in consequence of these insiguin of

bereavements and the memories they resurrected
from the recent past, the geueral spirit of gludness,
though frequently breaking forth in cheers and |
shouts of welcome, was nevertheless eonsiderably |
subdued. As already initimated. the troops were
setin motion at daglight, and began thelr tri-
pmphal march through the city at about eight
o'clock. Longz beforg that hour every fout of
standing-room upon the pavements along the
route, every window, buleony, and roof wasa liv-
ing mass of eager speclators, The Intersecting
streetsund public reservations were also utilized,
and there was

SCARCELY SUFFICIENT SPACE
left unoccupied for another humwan being to stand,
much less sit in.  When the advance reached Fif-
teenth street the prospect, to one stationed near
the south front of the Treasury and looking east-
ward, was magnificent bevond comparison.
Winding down the hill to the northward of the
Capitol, and extending along the avenue to the
point ofobservation, marched the * Boys in Blue,”
company front, and at elose distanee, preceded by
the eavalry. The aligninent was perfeet,  Above
their heads was built a pathway of bristling steel,
pierced here and there by flags and banners chiris-
tened in the smoke and finme, and blood, sowme of
them, of scores of battles, and along this pathway
or bridge of sabres and sloped bayonets the God of
Day drove his chariot, evoking, above the march-
ing men below, gleams and flashes of golden and
silvery light as the wheels of his triumphal car
bore him onward toward the waiting west.

STRAINS GF STIRRING MUSIC
rose upon the balmy =ir and hung trembling
above the heroes who inspired it with a soul
Upon either side of the way, far as the eye could
reach, was built up from curb-stone to roof-free a
wall of faces. Flags and banners waved on every
band. Cheer after cheer and shont npon shout of
joy made sflence quake and flee without the eity.
Wreaths and garlands of flowers were scattered
everywhere. They hung from housetop o base-
nent, were east upon the moving panontma, upon
the uplifted sabres, the shining bayonets, and
thrown in the wey to be tmmpled under the fect |
which, having plodded through vears of suffering
and sorrow over toilsome roads, were now march-
ing homeward, trending npon a soft, velvely earpet.
