I am a Republican, as the- - two great political

The Republican
party is a party of principles the same principles
prevailing wherever it has a foothold. The Dem-

From that hour
the dark clouds of despair which lowered
over the political horizon of the Republi-
can party, by reason of the loss of Akune
under Blaine's leadership, was instantly
dispelled, and the courage, hope, and en-

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The Crisis of tlie Party,
The country appears to rest in fancied

security, while all the disasters so happily
avoided in November last by an aroused
and alarmed people are being invited and
hastened by the recreancy of the very ad-

ministration they placed in power. The
loss of New York to the Republican party
is being as desperately battled for by the
President as though the party there were
a public enemy. Never in the history of
American politics has there been such
huckstering of offices, such bargaining
and intriguing on the part of an admin-
istration, as at this time, and all to pre-
vent the election to the Senate of the
only two Republicans for whom any man
pretends that there is any possibility
ofsuccess. One of these is the ablest man
in the party, and as powerful a leader as
ever was Clay or Douglas. His only
difference with the President is that he
denies the right of the latter to coerce the
Senate by threats of displeasure, and of
refusing to consult with recalcitrant mem-
bers concerning affairs in their States.
The President commands his supporters,
who are a minority in the Xew York
Legislature, to desert the majority and
break up the party ; then to go into the
open joint convention without previous
agreement among Republicans and place
the struggle where it can be decided by
the Democrats. It is an unconcealed act
of destructive hostility against the Re-

publican party; it is a proclamation by
the President that the party shall be no
more ; it is the inauguration of political
chaos ; therefore it is only the threat of
administration managers. If carried into
effect through the agency and under the
lead of Collector Robertson, it will be the
act of the President himself. Does he
aspire to be the Buchanan of his party ?
Does he hate the man he has wronged so
much more than he fears the restoration
of the Bourbon South to power? Is the
country willing to give itself up to the re-

venge and reprisal longed forby the adher-
ents of the Lost Cause, in order to gratify
the incomprehensible desire of the Presi-
dent to ostracize and destroy the Stalwart
element of the party ? If ruin comes, the
administration and its servile organs
will be held to an account by the panic-strick- en

interests which now drowse in
a prosperity largely attributable to the
favorable political situation the President
seeks to destroy.

Perhaps the " hog
question " has been pigeon-hole-d along-
side of the pending negotiations between
Greece and Turkey, or it may have
slipped altogether out of hand. Or the
delay arises from the fact that just at
the present the administration fat is
seriously endangered and the Chief of
State is anxiously engaged in endeavor-
ing to save his bacon by filling or trying
to fill the political larder with a choice
selection of the half-bree- d variety. "Wha-
tever may have been the original cause of
stoppage, it is now time that it be re-

moved. Let the consideration of the
rights of native-bor- n American hogs on
foreign soil be proceeded with. The peo-

ple demand it, and their demands should
be complied with.

YOUNG'S RACY TALK.

The Differences Between Foster, Sherman, and
Garfield That Hotel Bill Who Spent the

Money Tommy Xlchol Described

John Shcrwau's Wealth.

" Gath," in an interview in the Cin-
cinnati Enquirer, says: Reference being made
to Ohio politics, I asked if the differences arising
out of the Chicago Convention between Governor
Foster, Senator Sherman, and General Garfield had
been settled.

"Substantially," said the Governor. I under-
stand that within a few week past Secretary Sher-
man has sent his check to Governor Foster for the
hotel bill, about which so much was printed, at the
Pacific Hotel, Chicago. He is said to have written
in the letter that he did not believe he owed that
bill, but that he would not suffer any doubt upon
the question to remain on his mind,aud,therefore,
sent his check, which, I am told, Governor Foster
put in his pocket and accepted the money."

" WeU," said I, " should not Foster have kept the
moneyif he paid it out for Sherman?"

"Yes," said Young, "if he had paid it out for
Sherman hemight have kept it; but he didn't pay
it out for Sherman."

" Who did he pay it out for, then?"
"Why, for Garfield."
" You don't mean to say," said I, " that Sherman

accuses Governor Foster ofhaving gone to Chicago
to nominate Garfield over the head of Sherman, if
necessary?"

"No," said Governor Young ; "Sherman is too
prudent, too cautious a man to say that. But I say
it Tom Young says it."

" Who spent the money at Chicago ""

"Why, this little fellow Nichol,-wh- o has been
writing letters, claiming to have been Garfield's
secretary, &c. Did you ever see that man?" said
Young. " You put your eyes on him and you won't
trust him. I think God Almighty has set his mark
on the countenance as well as on the soul, and
that countenance I would not trust. He is one of
these retiring, suspicious, donbled-u- p little effigies,
always listening and getting in somewhere. I be-

lieve he hailed from the Northwest somewhere,
when he rung in as the almoner of Sherman. Next
he went to 3Ientor during the election. I suppose
that Garfield would like to have run him out of the
house, but did not know just how; and he began
to open letters, as he says, from this public man
and that. He might have read my letters and
yours, and now he is coming out with articles
stating their contents. I don't take any stock,"
said the Governor, "in any such man."

"Well, Governor Young, have Foster and Sher-
man been on cordial terms at any time after the
convention?"

"Oh, yes,.ou respectable terms. John Sherman
is an excellent man in all the relations of a friend,
a husband, and a public man. He sticks to his
friends just as close as Grant, and he does not pur-
sue his enemies. He never lets vindictiveness
discolor his own self-respe- ct nor turn the eurrent
of his life. Some time ago he opposed 31r. g,

since appointed surveyor of Cincinnati, and
beat him for a time under Hayes. Then Garfield
came in and appointed him. I went up to Gar-
field to read the riot act, and found that Sherman,
who I had always stood up for. had also indorsed
McClung; so I went to Sherman's house to inquire
into such behavior, and there I saw Charley Fos-
ter sitting down with Sherman as if nothing had
happened. Nevertheless, I am told that Sherman
has since sent Foster that money, and that Foster
has kept it."

The question was asked if the stories were not
untrue thatSherman was so rich.

"They are," said Young. " It is my impression
that John Sherman is worth short of S'AW.'i'W."

A bystander asked if Sherman had not been in-
terested in the First National Bank during its
money-makin- g period, when he was Secretary.

" There was not one share of stock there in the
name of Sherman," said 3Ir. Young. "An ex-

aminer was sent to look into the question. You
may go pretty well over the United States in this
or in past times, and you will find it hard to find a
better man than John Sherman. Inside of his
lamily circle he is as cordial a man as the Lord
ever made, and when you go to his house you find
no coldness in his nature. But when he goes from
his house to his office his public trust straightens
him up, and he becomes an iceberg if necessary,
because he has to say no and yes without evasion.

and, although the wound goes deep, he does not
give up the remainder of his days to pursue them.
It was that cntiment of his fidelity and real desert
that put him hack in the Senate so easily.''

There
was no need to say this, because I heard Governor
Sheldon say in Washington that he went to the
Chicago convention an original Garfield man.
