OUR FOUR-LEGGED FRIENDS.

A Publie Meeting in the Interesi of the
Aninals.

The Society for the Prevention of
Cruelty to Animals held a public meeting at the
Congregational Church last evening. There was
not a very large attendance, but there was great
interest manifested in the proceedings. The pres-
ident of the society,

JUDGE MACARTHUR,
read a letter from Henry Bergh, of New York, re-
gretting his inability to be present and address
the society. Judge MacArthur also read extracts
from the report of the executive committee of the
society detailing its operations during the past
year. He then went on tospeak of the cruelties
inflicted upon horses by their drivers in the city,
both by fast driving and the use of the various
devices in harnessing. Professor Gallaudet then
delivered an address in support of the objects of
the society. He was followed by Rev. Dr. Paxipn,
who said that he thought that the scope of the so-
ciety ought to be enlarged so as to include the pre-
vention of crueliy to children. Judge MacArthur
said it was the | n of the society to do this
and to apply to Congress for a charter.
HON. GEORGE B. LORING

was then introduced and made the speech of the
evening. He sald thatthis question of the protec-
tion ot animals had two phases: First,theeconom-
ical; and second, the sentimental. It was his in-
tention, with the consenut of Congress, to estahlish
a bureau of animal industries in connection with
the Agricultural Department, which will not col-
lect statistics, but aid socicties of this sort in their
noble work. The value of the industry can hardly
be estimated. He then went on to speak of the ef-
feet of these

A SENTIMENTAL CUT-THROAT.

The Sad Story Told by John FPaul Brown
in the Criminal CTourt,

John Paul Brown, who figured as the
principal participant in a bloody scene ot his home
on Fifth street, between G and H streets northwest,
on the night of November 22 lasi, was tried and
convicted in the Criminal Court yesterday of an
assault with intent to kill his wife, Rossnna Brown.
On the night mentioned Brown indueced his wife,
who was not living with bim, to sccompany him
home, and there attacked her with a razor, cutting
her throat and cheek; but she eseaped before he
could accomplish his murderous design. After-
ward he cut his own throat. Both recovered from
their injuries, and Brown was indicted. Mrs.
Brown told her story to the court yesterday, and in-
dignantly denied that she had been unfmithful to
hermarriage vows. S8hemarried Brown, shesaid,in
Rahway, N. J,, over nine years ago, and they had
one child. Her hosband was formerly well-to-do.
At the time of the cutting she was making her own
living by cooking, washing, and ironing in a
family on Sixth street, between O and P streets;
but he objected to herliving there, Brown offered
no testimuny in his own defense except a sad story
of bis life. In carly life, he said, he hed been very
poor, and married a woman under whose love and
| influence he bad rizen tosuccess and wealth, After
| her death he married his present wife and lived
with her in Philadelphia, where, he alleges, she

was unfaithful to him. In order to break
off the evil associations she had formed,
he brought her to this city to live.

She herec pursued the samme course of life, and
cansed him suech suffering that his health and
spirits were broken. He was endeavoring on the
night of the 224 of November to induce her to re-
torn to him, when, during the interview, while
looking for a letler, he came acrossa photograph
of hisfirst wife. A flood of tender memories,
thoughts of past happiness and present misery,
crazed and infuriated him, and he knew nothing
more until ke was Iving in the street with his
throat cut. The jury after a short conference,
separated the sentiment in the case from the facls,
and returned a verdict of guilty. Messrs, C.
Maurice Smith and Ross Dean, Brown's counsel,
gave notive of a motion for a new trisl. An effort
will be made by Brown's couusel, on the strength
of his sad story, to seeure a pardon.

Fourth class—Merchandize and all matter not
included in the other three elnzses which has not
been declured unmailuble, as being linble to dam -
age the mail or injure the persons of those hand-
ling it in the mail, rate, one cent per ounceor frac-
tion thercof. The sender moay write Lis own name
or nddress on matter of the third and fourth
classes,

Foreign mails—Upon letters to all countries in
the Postal Union, five cents per half ounce or frac-
tional part thereof.  Postal cards, two  cents.
Printed matter, commercial papers, and samples of
merchandise, one cent for each two ounces or trac-
tional piart thereof': but at least five cents must be
