A PRESIDENTIAL TRIP.
The White House Family 3Iake a ff"iyine

Visit to Fortress 3Iouroe anil Xorfollr.
Xorfolk, Y.v., June 5. At noon yester-

day Commodore A. IC. Hughes, commandant of
this navy-yar- d, received a telegram announcing
that President James A. Garfield and Mr. William
II. Hunt, Secretary of the Navy, with Admiral D.
D. Porter, might be momentarily expected on an
official visit to the yard. He immediately ordered
the officers of the yard and those of the ships in
the vicinity in full uniform to receive the Presi-
dent, and the marines of the barracks and the
various war-ship- s here were ordered out in full
uniform and drawn up in line at the
main entrance, under command of Captain
H. C. Cochrane. About one o'clock the
steamer Dispatch, bearing the presidential
party, arrived at the yard and was received
with a salute of twenty-on- e guns from the receiving-shi- p

Franklin. On reaching the wharf the in-
clemency of the weather prevented the party from
landing, but the officers who were present upon
the wharf by invitation went on board and
paid their respects to the distinguished officials,
and were cordially received. Besides the officials
named the party consisted of Mrs. Garfield and
daughter (Miss Mollie), and two sons (Harry and
James); Colonel Kockivell, wife, and daughter,
and Mrs. nunt, wife of the Secretary. Mr. John
F. Dezendorf, member of Congress from this dis-

trict, introduced a numberof civilians to the Presi-
dent and Secretary, who were warmly received.
The Dispatch remained at the yard about an hour,
and then steamed back to Hampton Roads.

Fortress Moxroe, Va., June 5. President Gar-

field and party came ashore at nine o'clock this
morning and passed into the fort, where they wit-

nessed the mounting of the guard and inspected
the troops of the garrison. At two o'clock they
took carriages, and, accompanied by General
Getty, drove to the Soldiers' Home, near Hampton,
and inspected that institution. A salute was iired
by Governor Woodfin in honor of the
visit. From there the party proceeded to
the Hampton Normal School and were shown
through the buildings and grounds by General
Armstrong. The National Cemetery, located within
the grounds, was next visited, where services were
being held in;Bethcsda Chapel, the party entering
and remaining through the service. At its con-

clusion the President made a short and appropri-
ate address to the students. At five p. m. the Dis-

patch got under way, and, after sailing around the
Uect, proceeded to Washington. The yards of each
vessel, including the German schoolship Xymphc,
were manned and three cheers were given as the
Dispatch passed them.

A BIG IRISH MEETING.

Protesting Asrnlnsl (he IVrouss Inflicted
by Enlnnd.

London, June o. The mass-meeti- ng in
Hyde Park to protest against the government's
policy with regard to Ireland was held
Although there was a steady driitzle of rain during
the day, a large number ol Irishmen and women
were present, but the attendance of the general
public was limited. A procession of branches of
the Home IJule organization, with bauds and ban-
ners, marched from Trafalgar Square to the Park,
where there was speaking from three platforms.
The following resolutions were carried unani-
mously at each platform;

That the government U criminally responsible for
the deplorable condition of Ireland; that the meeting
summon the government immediately to suspend
evictions and liberate persons arrested on suspicion;
that Mr. Former resign the office for which he has
proved his utter incapacity.

Mr. Parnell appeared, and was enthusiastically
received. He made a speech, in which he attacked
the government for encouraging unjust evictions.
He read a letter from a priest of XcwPallas stating
that Colonel Hnrc.jOn whose property the recent
riotous evictions occurred, has, during the last
twenty-fiv- e years, evicted nearly 150 persons. Mr.
Parnell said: "Serious responsibility will rest on
the government if evictions continue. Irishmen
are now becoming aware of the power of combina-
tion and passive resistance." Messrs. T. P. O'Con-
nor and Frank O'Donuell, members of Parliament,
also addressed the meeting.

Cokk, June 5. Captain Bell, describing himself
as an American journalist, was introduced to the
Cork branch of the Land League Saturday. He
said he had come among them in the interest of
the paper which he rcpiesented. He declared that
America sympathized with the grievances of Irish-
men, but despised rioting and anarchy.

NO REPUDIATION,

Tlie Supreme Court or Tonnctscc An-
nounce au Important Decision.

Memphis, Tenx., June 5. The State
Supreme Court at Jackson, Tenn., yesterday ren-
dered a decision holdiug that when a charter of a
muuicipal corporation is repealed and the same
people and the same territory arc incorporated as
a municipality under a new name, although with
different powers and different officers, a suit
pending against the old corporation at the date ol
the repeal may be revived against the new cor-
poration, and that the present "Taxing District,"
being a successor and continuation of the
city of Memphis, as such is liable to
suit on the old debts of the city. A
correspondent yesterday afternoon interviewed
one of the attorneys in the case, which was pend-
ing in the Supreme Court, aud inquired what the
decision meant. He replied : " It means that the
indebtedness of the old city of Memphis, amount-
ing to over So.ooo.COO, can be collected through the
Federal courts by means of mandamuses," fcc.

The decision had created no excitement, and
further proceedings will be watched with interest,
especially by tax-payer- s, who were congratulating
themselves when the old charter was repealed and
the present taxing district government established,
that they had ireed themselves from an incubus
of debt that was weighing them down into the
dust. A large amount of the indebtedness of the
old city of Memphis is held by citizens of Xew
York and Baltimore.

S. B. Evans,
of the scientific expedition from Chicago, has dis-
covered an immense calendar stone iti au excava-
tion among the ruins of Tczcoco, with the largest
representation of the human figure knotvn'ainou;
Mexican antiquities.

AN OPEN LETTER FROM A. C. BUELL.

What the Xew York Detective Charged Against the
President and What He Is 'oir Doing-- Did

He Tell the Truth
Logical Reasoning.

Buell, of the Capital, published an open
letter to the President yesterday regarding the

Detective A. M. Gibson, Washington
correspondent of the New York San for many
years, to prepare and classify evidence in the star-rout- e

cases to be submitted to the grand jury. The
letter is based upon an article in the New York
Times, inspired by Gibson, which says : " He will
assist Colonel Cook, and be was retained with the
approval of the President and prominent members
of the Cabinet."

Buell say3 : " Last Friday week, Mr. President,
you said to Colonel Corbin, and to other gentle-
men who mentioned the matter to you, that you
did not know that Mr. Gibson had been retained
by your Attorney-Genera- l.

"On Wednesday of last week Mr. Gibson In-
spired the correspondent of his organ to say, as
above, that he had been retained 'with your ap-
proval.'

"It is to be presumed, Mr. President, that you
recognize the fact that the 'preparation and classi-
fication of evidence to be submitted to a grand
jury ' in a great case, where the United States ap-
pears as prosecutor against alleged derelict off-
icials of high rank, is a grave trust. We venture to
say that you will agree with us that it is a trust
which should be reposed only in the hands of a
man whose character for truthfulness, honesty,
and honor is above suspicion and beyond re-

proach.
"No trust can be more grave, and at the same

time more delicate, than that of ascertaining the
exact truth concerning an alleged conspiracy of
high officials to defraud the Government, and of
meting out exact justice in accord with tho truth
pscertained.

" Such is the trust which, according to Mr. Gib-
son's organ, has been lodged in his hands, ' with
your approval.'

" This A.M.Gibson, who has thus been 'retained
with your approval ' to discharge the most respon-
sible and delicate function known to our institu-
tions, was the Washington correspondent of the
New York Sun from 1S72 until a quite recent date.
While serving in that capacity lie publicly, by
matter printed in the columns of the New York
Sun, from manuscript written or dictated by himself,
denounced you as a bribe-take- r, a thief, a perjurer,
a liar, and a suborner of perjury and forgery- -

"All these epithets were applied to you person-
ally, by name, and appear in the files of the Sun,
in correspondence dated at Washington, the au-
thorship of which Mr. G1D3011 will not disclaim, or
which, if he does disclaim it, can easily be proven
upon him. We therefore assert absolutely, as a
matter of our own knowledge, that A. M. Gibson
has not once, but repeatedly, and with monotonous
iteration and reiteration, denounced and branded
you, Mr. President, in the columns of a widely-circulate- d

journal, as a bribe-take- r, a thief, a per-
jurer, a liar, aud a subomerof peifucs trad forgery,
during a space of nine years, well nigh without
intermission.

"Now, Mr. President, these charges that Mr. Gib-
son has for nine years heaped upon you arc either
true or false. If they are false Mr. Gibson is him-
self aliar and a libeler, utterly unworthy of confi-
dence, credence, or belief. If they arc false,ithe
fact that Mr. Gibson iterated and reiterated them
forniuc years, in the face of every opportunity to
discover their falsity, stamps him as not only a liar
and libeler, but as being malicious, vicious, and
malignant in his lies aud his libels, and therefore
doubly unworthy of confidence, credence, belief,
respect, or any other amenity usually estimated to
be due to honesty of purpose or integrity of char-
acter.

' Wc have always assumed, partly from our
knowledge of Mr. Gibson and partly from our ob
servation of you, Mr. President, that the charges
which. Mr. Gibson has so persistently and soTiu- -
aictlvcly burled against you were fiilse nud libel-
ous. Upon the strength of that assumption we
have repeatedly, in the columns of the Capital, a--

our files will testify, repelled Mr. Gibson's charges
against you, and defended you from hi3 asper-
sions upon your personal integrity ; and this not-
withstanding the fact that we have always been
associated politically with Mr. Gibson, and have
been as constantly opposed to you.

" But the fact, as alleged by Mr. Gibson's organ,
the New York Times, that you have ' approved his
retainer' in the discharge of the most grave and
delicate trust known to our institutions gives us
pause.

"If you are not a fool, and no-
body as yet supposes you are you must know that
when a President of the United States 'approves
the selection, employment, or retainer' of any in-

dividual in a position involving a grave and deli-
cate trust, he, by such ' approval,' confers upon
that individual the most perfect certificate of
credibility, trustworthiness, honesty, integrity, and
respectability possible under our system of society
and form of government.

" You are said to have ' approved the retainer of
Mr. A. M. Gibson' in a capacity which vests in him,
the said Gibson, the task aud the responsibility of
' preparing and classifying evidence to be submit-
ted to the grand jury,' of indicting, with a view to
conviction of high crimes and misdemeanors, cer-

tain ol the United States Government
and other citizens.

"Now, then, Mr. Prcsidcnt.youare the only man
in the United States Oakes Ainesboiug deceased
who knows of his own knowledge whether A. M.
Gibson told the truth, or lied and libeled when he
published in the New York un the statement that
you took the Credit Mobilicr bribe, and then per-

jured yourself about it before Luke Poland's com-

mittee.
" If A. M. Gibson told the truth about you in

those premises he may be lit aud competent for the
trust now reposed in his hands, and the reposing
of which in his hands you are said to have ap-

pro', cd.'
v

"The issue is the simplest one that could be
framed in language.

" If Mr. Gibson is not a libeler, yoa are a bribe-
taker, thief, perjurer, and suborner of perjury and
forgery.

"If you arc not a bribe-take- r, perjurer, thief,
aud suborner of perjury and forgery, Mr. Gibson i3

a lib-.de- r under the criminal statute.
"One of you ought to bo in the penitentiary:

and that upon your own respective showings of
record.

"Both of you cannot be at large without an out-

rage upon the lirst principles of justice.
"And yet wc are told by Mr. Gibson's ofian, the

DEATH ON THE RAIL.

Tiro Traina Collide In Iowa loss ofliire
Tlie Responsibility.

Cedar Eapids, Iowa, June 5. A serious
railroad accident occurred four miles west of this
city on the Chicago and Northwestern Railroad
this morning, two heavily loaded freight trains
colliding and plunging in to one indescribable mass.
The trains were composed of over thirty cars
laden with lumber, agricultural implements, corn,
aud fat hogs, and the wreck was piled up much
higher than the telegraph poles. Engineer An-
derson and Fireman Matthews, of the east-bou-

train were caught on the wreck as they at-

tempted to leave their engine, the formcrreceiving
a broken leg and a broken collar-bon- e and the
latter being scalded about tho feet. The
engineer and fireman of the west-boun- d

train jumped and saved themselves. Tho head
brakeman of each train, whose names could not
be learned, were killed, one of the bodies being
found crushed under one of the tenders, while
the other had not yet been reached this evening.
Wrecking trains are working at both ends
of the wreck, and will have the line cleared before
morning. Responsibility for the accident rests
with Charles B. Lewis, night telegraph operator in
this city, nc having had orders to hold the west-
bound train here until the eastern train had
passed, but in some unaccountable manner for-
got to deliver the order, and allowed the train to
proceed after be had got orders for a pusher to as-

sist up the grade.
