ANNAPOLIS AROUSED.

A SOUND OF REVELRY BY NIGHT.

Gradunting Day—President Garfield Present—He
Makes a Speech—A Distinguished Gathering
—A Splendid Scene—The Ball Last
Night—Wealth and Beauty.

Specinl to TE REPURBLICAN.

Ax~arons, Mp., June 10.—The quaint
old town of Annapolis is having its biggest day
in the yearto-day. As the commencement d;u.‘c
of Harvard and Yaleare to Cambridrs and New
Haven, so is the dﬂ» which the diplomas are
awarded "’1" cadets who have studied hard to
beeglB T Theoretical naval officers to Annapolis.
N0 ety takes so great an interest in this com-
mencement day at Annapolis as does Washington;
and the beanty and fushion, the young belles just
entering socicty and those who have had the ex-
perience of one or mwore seasons, all go to Aunapo-
lis to lend their besuty and grace to the exercises
and to give brillianey to the * hop” which always
follows at nizht. As a representative of Tug
Rervpiieax took his seat in the 1X10 train
that rofled our of the Baltimore and Ohio
depot he found himself immediately bebind
twn West End beauties, who were eagerly antici-
paling the good time they would have &t the hop.
One had before participated inthe pleasuresola
naval eadet commencement hop, and she was re-
lating to her companion,who was for the first time
to visit the Maryland capital, the cnjoymaent that
wis in store for her.  While they were thus pleas-
antly chatting a young scion of an old sea-dog of
an admiral joined them and commenced narrating
his experience while a eadet at the academy. He
was extremely youthful in appearance, his chin
was innocent of whisker, and his upperlip was
adorned with a faintly struggling moustache.
There was nothing intellectnal in his appearance.
His head would fit a number five hat, and his
pedal extremities measured two full feet of twelve
inches each. But to hear this young cub talk one
would think he had reached the age of Me-
thusclah, so many and varied had been his expe-
riences, Ile filled those two girls up with more tales
of personal experienee during his cadetship than
could have been erowded into Mark Twain's * In-
nocents Abroad.” Not content with telling them
of Annapoiis, he told them of eight years be had
spent on the Pacifie coast, of cruises in the Medi-
terranean, to South America, and to nearly every
foreign shore. The young thing who was making
her fisst acquaintance with a naval cadet

graduate  eagerly drank in all he said
and evidently thought this insignificant

specimen of 4 man a hero: but the older beauty
oceasionally showed an interrogation point in her
eve.and the curl of her lip showed that her
credulity was not imposed upon. Her whole man-
ner at times seemed to say that she thought the
young mau had been & companion of the marines,
and imagined that e had them for auditors. All
this, however, is mere digression, but it served to
aflord no little amusement to the undersigned dur-
ing the tedions trip down.
THE CAPITAL OF MARYLAND

is like all Southern cities, bearing the marksof age
end antiquity in the laying out of its streets. in the
arrangement of its publie buildings, and in the
appearance of its private dwellings. The dome of
the State- House rises high above all other build-
in7s, und the edifice is really an imposing struct-
ure. There are many private residences that are
large and baronial in appearance, and with their
surrounding eroundis< show (o the beholder that the
owners are of the old wealthy Maryland stock, all of
which is «aid to deseend direetly from Lord Balti-
more. The streets are narrow, with narrow side-
wilks, and in some it js with difficulty that two
persons ean walk together, 1 shoulidl imazine that
upon ordinary days the whaole place would look as
sleepy, as devoid of life and enerzy, as does Alex-
andria or Georgetown. To-dar, however, ¢y ery
thoroughfare is thronged. The blue uniforme and
brass buttons of the cadets are scen Al every step,
as all are at liberty now. Here is amanly-looking
young fellow, who has just graduated, and leaning
upon his ann, with maternal pride beaming in her
fuce, is the mother, who rejoices in his well-earned

success. Behind them is another, who is support-
ing with his young, strong arm  his
old and feeble father, who, from the

bronzed fece shows that years ago he wasin his
ecountry’s naval service, and as he gazes with fond
admiration at the well-formed middy at his side
one can see that he thinks with satisfuction that
his own name will be handed down in the Nation's
annals through his son. Then there are other
graduates with gisters and lady friends, and junior
cadets with younger girls handly yet in scciety,
but who for to-day are exhibiting all the little
ferminine coquetries of the most finished belle.
THE EXERCISES AT THE GHAPEL
this moming were highly interesting. The Presi-
dont, seeretary of the Navy Hunt. Attormey-Gen-
eral MacVeagh. Colanel Roekwell, and those who
auecompanied them, aud the party numbered about
forty, were there, as were the officers and instrue-
tors of tne Acadcemy and many naval officers of
rank and distinetion. President Garfield maide an
address to the graduates, congrtulating them
upon the suceessful accomplishment of their term
of study, suying that now, however, they were just
commencing the real business of life and that all
their trzining thos far had been simply to fit
them for the actual dutics wupon which
they were now about to enter: that suceess
conld only he attained by untiring industry, by
indefutigable energy, and persistent determina-
tion, e referred to our navy, showing the de-
velopment and improvement Lhau had taken place
within the past few vears, and said that now the
United States possessed the most poweriul thouzh
nol the largest navy in the world. He referred to
the fuet that in this country success in life was
not confined to those from the caltured class, but
that eminence was most frequently attzined by
those from the humbler walks of life. An address
was made by Senator Morgan, of Alnbama, and by
Secrctary Hont, who awarded the diplomas,
THE ACADEMY GROUNDS
have been thronged all day with visitors, even the
rain failing to keep the lulies from promenading
with the ecadets and listening to the execellent
musie furnished by the Naval Academy Band,
which Las been stationed in a covered pavilion.
These grounds are splendidly laid out, and are
kept with that seropnlons neatness that characier-
izes all work done by the Government.
THE HOTELS AND BOARDING-HOUSES
are all filled, and it is with diflienlty that the
throngs that the evening trains brought down
eould be asecommodated. Every hotel, and there
are not & great many of them, is crowded, and the
clerks, unacensiomed to this tremendouns influx
of strangers, are frantie in their endeavors to place,
the nuwmerons applicants for rooms and board
Those who were wise secured their rooms by tcle-
graph days ago, but o poor devil of a newspaper
man, who is firced upon the trip at five minutes’
natiee, hias to tnke his chances for a cot or a shake-
down in a billiard-rocm.

THE HOP. »

The muse of Terpsichore invaded the realms of
Hercules to-night and came forth victorious from
the scene. Memories of other deeds, where pa-
triotism controlled the muscle of manly arnmns,
come silently flowing across one’s mind like the
ceaseless murmur of the waters of the Bay surg-
ing against the shores of Annapoli¢; for where the
middies beld Ligh earnival to-night was known
in other duys as Fort Severn, and now as the gym-
nasinm building. Broad, comfortable stairways
Jod up to the second floor, and surrounded by a
wide gallery was the ball-room. At the entrance,
between stars of flashing bayonets, were grouped
stands of colors. Over the arched entrance were
the words “'82 t0'S81” in letters of evergreen.
The peculiar shape of the room renders it well-
adapted for decorative purposes. and every feature
was brought into play by the taste and skill dis-
played by the ball committee, consisting of the
foliowing gentlemen: Cadets F. H. Conant, J. G,
Doyle, J. H. Fitts, H. L. Hawthorne, C. H. Howland,
H. H. Kenkel, A. L. Key, W. N, Kiog, L.
Semple, and 6. 8. Wood. Traditional styles of
decoration were quietly set aside,and the commit-
tee instituted many novel and beautiful features.
In the centre of the room, which is hexagon
ghaped, stood a rustic bower, from the centre of
which was suspended & fAoral bell four feet in
length. The bower was supported by bark-cov-
ered columns, about which were twined ivy and
wild grape-vine, and the roof was a net work
of rustic branches concentrating over the
bell. The bell, msde of choicest Howers,
was furnished by Hollidey, of Baltimore.
Another bell, artfully concealed amid the
evergreen garlands that bung from the rotunds to

the bower, rang ont in sweet tones seemingly from
the fioral bell and called out the dancers to the |
floor agein from the quict nooks and pleasant cor- |
ners the cuter gallery afforded. Rustie fountains
played in three corners between the wide-arched
exits opening on the promenade gallery. These,
banked up with fresh moss amid shells and rocks,
had tiny streams of water trickling down over the
fern and lilies with which the base was filled.
Trailing vines dipped gracefully in the cocl water |
and nestled among the rough stones that formed
shady backgrounds for their tender lines of greeyy;
Three sides of the room held gleamifig rows of
myskets, while on the-giher spaces various de-
vices were formoed by flashing sabres. Perhaps the
prettiest #Gneeit of all was that surrounding the
gallery. It represented a stone fort, and was
paiuted by Professor Blauvelt, teacher of drawing.
A moss-crowned parapet upheld seven miniaiure
guns, This was one of the most cdmired decors-
tions. The floor gave at least cighteen thousand
square fect for dancing, and was as smooth as
glass. The whitle arched ceiling, traced arcund
with garlands of evergreens in curved lines, held
mottoes in Spanish as follows:

The dancing balletin, conspicuously displayed,
was an artistie affuir. It was the work of Miss
Bettie Marchand, of Annapolis, and presented by
her to the ball committee. The board was framed
in erimson velyet with pale blue satin rosettes.

The spaces unoccupied by the number and
name of the dance had painted upon
them a lovely clump of roses and folinge

upon a background of gilt. The whole wasa
charming novelty and greatly admired at intervals
daring the evening. Twelve chandeliers in
bronze and gilt were suspended around the
central bower, and diffused n pleasant light over
the scene. From the outer gallery, which was
filled with promenading couples during the even-
ing, the prettiest view of the ball room could be
had. Its walls hung with the fings of the Sigunal
Se¢rvice—broad stripes of red, white, and blue, left
open the broad, old-fushioned windows. The
night's Jdarkness was not a pleasant view. Down
the bay dim lights of vessels at anchormage
broke the great waste of waters in Iengths
and distances like stars, that would not
shine from abhove. A fountain of trickling
waiers ran down over a rocky bed (o the pond
lilies end ferns at the base. This was held like
the others by green peinted eables. and was sur-
mounted by a gili-frame mirror that reproduced,
without the effort of looking in, the brilliantscenes
transpiring within the ball-room. Around these
pretty spots were gronped chiarming girls in pretty,
fresh toilets and gallant esecorts in gilt bedecked
uniforms, The guiet and neat uniformof the mid-
dies contrasted with the flashing appearance
of the bnoncred admiral, as each, bent on
enjoyment of the evening, passed in and
among the gay erowd., The ball progmamme is
quite a preity souvenir of the day. Iisshape was
that of a great gun; the color, e shaded gray. One
fiice bore the motio “’81 from "82" over a shield,
with the names of the committee, entwined with
lunrel leaves. The other, on an oval field, held the
monogriom 1.8, N, A, deftly twined, against a
background of flags and the American eagle, with
asunburst above it. A half-opened fan and gloves
were ergssed in the lower eorner, Toa crimson
silk cord was attached the pencil.

The ball was a briliiant success, the attend-
ance, notwithstanding the unpleasant weather,
being larger than ever before and comprising
meny notable people. Mrs. Admiral Balch re-
ceived the guests, who were presented by Cadet
Midshipman King. About half-past ten Lady
Thornton and party arrived. Secretary Hunt and
party, including Mrs, and Miss Hunt, Mrs
Colonel  Farquhar, M, Genernal Rickets,
and MissLena I"orter, reached the ball-room about
ten o'clock, and the Sceretary had a very pleagant
reception. About the same time Governor and
Mrs, Hamilton arrived and were immediately sur-
ronnded by those eager to pay their respects. The
toilets of the ladies were very beautiful, many of
them elaborate, both in style and decoration.
Among some of jthe most noticeable gwere Mrs-
Admiral Balch, who wore & ruby satin underdress,
with draperies of eream foulard and white Spanish
lace garniture, bouquet of erimson buds and vio-
leis.

AN EMERGENCY HOSPITAL.

A New Enterprise by the Managers of the
Free Dispensary.

The directors of the Central Free Dis-
pensary, one of Washington's most worthy chari-
lies, have perfected arrangements for the estab-
lishment of an emergeney hospital to be run in
connection with the dispensary. They bave se-
cured the Imrge building on Tenth street ‘ad-
joining the Fifth Precinet Station-house,
and will begin to fit it wup immedi-
ately, At the last session of Congress an
was nsked in aid of
the proposed hospital, but for some resason no ac-
tion was taken. With the $150 per month now re-
ceived by the dispensary from the Distriet charity
fund and voluntary contributions of a number of
charitably disposed citizens the directors have de-
termined o make the attempt to sas=tain a long-
needed institution. The hospitnl is designed to
aid persons stricken down suddenly in the street,
and who should be conducted at onee to a central
location for treatment. A surgeon will be in at-
tendance night and day, and patients will be
tended wuntil sufficiently recovered to be
sent to  their homes or a permenent
hospital, as the case may require. The police am-
bulanee will bring all casualties to the hospital
and the first floor of the building will be devoted
to their treatment, in order that all unnccessary
Jars Ly being earried upstaire may be avoided.
This hospital will be a worthy charity, and de-
serves all the aid that can be extended toit. The |
Central Free Dispensary, under whose auspices it |
will be condneted, was organized about ten years
ago by a number of phyxicians on a purely
charitable basis, the only requirement for
aid being that the applicant should be poor
and unable to procure it otherwise. Some idea
of its operations may be formed when itis stated
that the average number of preseriptions com-
pounded monthly are two thousand, all of which
are put up by a druggist on the premises, while
the patients treated daily are upward of one hun-
dred and fity. The dispensary will be opencd
daily from one to four o'clock in the afternoon for
the treatment of poor persons, many of whom have
thus far been folly restored to health through the
operations of this institution. It is estimated that
about §1,900 will be needed to earry on the
hospital and dispensary as they should, and
a thorongh canvass of the city will be made
to fill up the deficiency at present existing.
