THE RECENT FLOODS.

Damage In the Went Tlie Severity or the
Storm.

Cincinnati, June 12. The damage by
the Hood in the Ohio Valley, caused by the storm
of the latter part of last week, has been in-
significant. The river at this point ht

is eighteen feet, which is not considered high
water. The river frequently rises here
i above fifty feet, and extreme high water
i nearly sixty-thre- e feet. The storm ot the latter
part of the week was not violent here, but itsccms
to have been furious along the Allegheny and
Mouongahela rivers from their sources to
soaie distance south and west of Pittsburg.
At Pitt.-bur- g thirty-tw- o Tcet is extreme high
water. Yesterday the depth reached about twenty-thre- e,

when the waters receded, and ht itis
thirteen feet. On the Ohio, Wclisvillewos flooded,
an-- l at steubenvillc yesterday it was fourteen feet
higher than any June rise since 1S32. The storm
wa simply severe in the Mahoning Valley, but
seems to have been extremely so along the
Allegheny, where heavy losses of lumber arc re-
ported. Kstimates put the loss at 1,000,000, but
this U probably an exaggeration. The details arc
not nivcn. The loss by the flood on the Ohio will
be almost entirely above Wheeling, W. Va. The
ti- - in the tributaries of the Ohio below
iVtsburg has net been unusual. Exclusive of the
injury to crops end the loss by delay of business
a'id "f railroad trains, very full accounts received
heie do not warrant an estimate of above S200.000
from damage bv flood.

SECRETARY WINDOM.

We Slakes n Speeclt on 'Chance A Kocen- -

tiou br the IJnion loacuo Club.
Special to Tuk ItEPunucAK.

Chicago, June 12. Secretary Windom
was on "Change at noon yesterday in company
with Mayor Harrison and other prominent citi-
zens, and was received with every manifestation
of friendship and enthusiasm. Ho mado a five
minutes' address, in the course of which ue re-

verted to the magnificent and unparalleled devel-
opment of the agricultural industries of this coun-
try; gave some facts as to the growth of the city
and surrounding section, aud strongly indorsed
the scheme now under way of connecting the Mis-

sissippi and the great lakes by means of the Hen-
nepin Canal. He referred to his efforts in Con-
gress in behalf of the improvement of the water
ways as a means of cheapening transportation,
and thereby regulating rail rates, which some-
times become exorbitant, nc assured the grain
men of the Xorthwcst of his hearty sympathy, and
his support of any plan of this kind to cheapen
the rates to the seaboard on products of tho
farm. He referred to the success of the refunding
operations, and said that the good times which are
now upon us would seem to have come to stay. It
was by no means sure, he said, that such was tho
case. But we shall be forewarned of their depar-
ture, and the signs will be growing extravagance
of living, reckless speculation, spendthrift habits,
and the turning of the trade from our shores so
that we send away our riches instead of increasing
them.

The reception of the Secretary by the Union
League Club fast evening was a noteworthy and
brilliant affair. It was largely attended by the
professional, ollicial, and mercantile gentlemen of
the city. General Sheridan, Judge Blodgctt,
Joseph Mcdill, Herman Kaster, Congressman Wil-lit- t,

Emory Storrs, and others of note were among
the guests who sat down late hi the evening to a
collation. There were no speeches. Secretary
Windom left on the limited express this evening
for Washington.

Loxdox, June 13. The Times corre-
spondent at Liverpool says the police profess to
have incontrovertible evidence connectiug Mc-Kev- itt

and Roberts with the late attempt on the
central police oilicc. The correspondent of the
Times at Dublin says there can be no doubt that
the Liverpool outrage is the result of a Fe-

nian plot, and is one of a series first
projected in New York. The connection of
Fenianism with the land agitation as an active
ally has been shown all through the land move-
ment. The Cork correspondent of the Times says
a priest obtained the magistrate's consent for the
procession at Millstrect yesterday. The Bishop
of Kos3 has communicated the following
to the press: "Tho riots at Skibbcrecu
have been much exaggerated by the English
and Irish newspapers. It would be unfairto charge
the Laud League with responsibility for these dis-
turbances. With the continuance of evictions
there can be no peace in any part of this
district." The Times dispatch from Cork
says a quantity of gunpowder in an
earthen jar with fuse attached has been exploded
at the door of Mr. 'Wright, a solicitor in Cionakilty,
in this county. The damage was trifling. Mr.
Wright recently participated in execution sales on
behalf oflandlords.

Cork, June 12. Fifteen thousand people as-

sembled in Millstrect, County Cork, but made no
attempt to hold a meeting. A large force of mili-
tary and police was drafted for service in the
town. The people formed a procession and
marched through the streets, with bands playing
and banners flying. There was no speaking ex-
cept by a priest, who advised the people toquitthc
town quietly.

The Bishop of Ross, addressing his congregation
strongly deprecated resort to violence. The

cause, he said, would be eventually gained by vig-
orous constitutional action.

ttEPLIES TO MR. JEFFERSON DAVIS.

Why Ho DM Not Jfarch Into Washington After
the First Ball Ran or Attack Sherman

In East Tcnncsies Folly of Con-

tinuing tho War.

General Joe Johnston, who residc3 on
Connecticut avonue, In this city, was interviewed
by a roporter last wook relative to the charges
mado by Jefferson Davis rospecting his conduct iu
tho civil war. Genoral Johnston said he had not
seen the charges, excepting as ho had read some
newspaper extracts purporting to be portions of
Mr. Davis' book. He had also seen the published
report of General Sherman's speech in Hartford.
If these extracts were aU that Jefferson Davis said in
his book respecting him General Johnston said ho
did not think that there would be any nccessity
for him to make any reply.

"So far as Mr. Davis' criticism of my military
record is concerned," saidGencral Johnston, "these
charges are nothing new. I understood in 1SGS

that the life of Jefferson Davis was being prepared,
and that the author had submitted the manuscript
to Mr. Davis while he was living in Canada. Being
satisfied, therefore, that this book had passed un-

der Mr. Davis' eye, and finding in it certain re-

flections and complaints against me, I made an-
swer in a work which was published in 1S?J. So
faras I have seen, the extracts purporting to be
taken from Mr. Davis' own book, now published,
have contained little or nothing that did not ap-
pear in his life of 1SC3. If, on further examination,
I find that 3Ir. Davis in his book has made any
charges which reflect upon my character as a
soldier or citizen, I shall then make such reply as
the charges seem to warrant."

General Johnston at first thought that this gen-
eral statement would coverall that he cared to say
at present. While he seemed entirely composed,
it was evident that the republication of these
charges had at least stirred up some unplcasaut
recollections, and when it was suggested to him
that although the charges were published, as he
said, in 1SGS, and answered by him in 1873, the
fact that they were again published by Jefferson
Davis himself might make it well for General
Johnston to make a more explicit statement than
a mere reference to his book of 1S73. He assented
to that view.

"One charge, in brief, General Johnston, seems
to be that you did not improve the opportunity
offered by the battle of Bull Run to take the city
of Washington."

"I know that charge has been made," replied
General Johnston. "It was made soon after the
battle. Many of the Southern newspapers took up
the cry and said I should have gone into Wash-
ington. The simple fact of the matter was this
that it was au absolute absurdity to attempt to
take an army into Washington from the Virginia
sido. To have done so, it would have been neces-
sary to havo crossed tho Potomac River, which is
a mile wide, and we certainly had no facilities for
doing that. Besides, our army was in a somewhat
disorganized state after the battle. Many of the
men believed that that ended the war. They
thought with that little skirmish the United States
army was permanently beaten. They scattered off,
went to their homes, and the army could Ti.jt
have been taken, immediately after the IjcWc, "to

the shores of the Potomac. Just -- j UiC-- battle of
Bull Run was ended Mr. Davis arrived on the field
from Richmond, He rcae on a special car, and
with Iiirji rras a brother of mine. He came upon
the Held I should say half an hour after the mus-koir- y

firing had ceased, and rode iu front of the
men who were there, and they cheered him.
Afterward he went to the headquarters of General
Bsaurcgard, and we three Beauregard, Davis, and
myself spent the night together until one o'clock
iu the morning, our conversation having reference
to military operations. During that time Mr. Davis
never suggested the possibility of taking the army
on to Washington. He was there as president
of the confederacy, and if he thought that it
should have been done all he needed to have done
was to have issued the order. If any one desires a
more detailed statement than this I can only refer
him to ray book."

"1 have seen, in connection with this matter,
General Johnston, the statement that when you
arrived at Manassas from the Shenandoah Valley,
the day before the battle of Bull Ruu, you found
General Beauregard there, whom you rauked, yet
that you yielded your privilege of commanding
the army to him."

" Yes, sir, 1 have seen that story," replied General
Johnston. " It is absolutely and entirely false. A
document, the general order for the disposition of
the troops on the day of battle, drawn up by Gene-
ral Beauregard, was submitted tome and approved
by me. That will settle that question. I can aho
narrate an incident. In the morning, when the
firing began, we were satisfied tlmt quite a sharp
engagement was going on at our left. General
Beauregard and myself immediately mounted our
horses and rode rapidly overin the direction of tlie
firing. When we reached tlie field, being perhaps
a quarter of a mile away from the fighting, I was
about to ride forward, when General Beauregard
drew up in front of me and said : ' Do you mean to
take command here?' I replied: 'Certainly.' Gene-
ral Beauregard then said: 'But, General, I think
that it is my duty as junior to lead the troop3
in this place, and for you, as commanding officer,
to take entire command of the battle, as there will
be fighting elsewhere.' I coincided in that view.
General Beauregard rode forward and took com-
mand of the troops at that point. If Mr. Davis
made the statement that I yielded to General
Beauregard on that day, he has stated what he
must have known to be false."

" Another statement that Mr. Davis makes is that
you disobeyed his orders in such a way that Gen-
eral Sherman was able to make the successful
march to the sea which divided the confederacy."

" Yes, sir, that is no new charge. The facts arc
simply these: In the spring of 1SC1, when I was at
Dalton, X. C, Mr. Davis ordered me, after having
collected an army of 75,000 men (I then having
10,009), to invade Fast Tennessee. General Sher-
man was at that time at Chattanooga with his
army. Xow, in order to invade Fast Tennessee
with 75,003 men I needed wagons, provisions,
horses, and the necessary means of transporting
aud providing for an army. I could not get
them where I was; it was necessary to bring
them from beyond Atlanta. The very moment
that these provisions, wagons. &c., were started
for me. General Sherman, with his array,
could have prevented their arrival. It was,
in .my judgment, impossible to collect an
army with the necessary means for transportion
and provisioning to invade Fast Tennessee. My
judgment was, and I so informed the confederate
officials, that the invasion of foist Tennessee was
only possible after we had been attacked by Sher-
man and had beaten him. Both armies were
moving toward Atlanta at the rate of about a
mile a day, and, sooner or later, Sherman was
bound to attack us. If we could have strength
ened our army and have defended Atlanta, which
was one of the best favored natural positions for
defense, we might have repulsed Sherman, beaten
him, and then made the contemplated raid. It
could not have been done before, in my judgment,
and to have attempted it might have been tlie
annihilation ofour army. Therefore I moved with
my troops down to Atlanta, and in July after-
ward, while preparing for the expected attack,
was notified by telegram that I had been super-
seded by General Hood. From that time until
February following I was without a command."

"Another statement that has been made, Gen-
eral, in substance is that you should have taken
your army in North Carolina and pressed through,
after the evacuation of Richmond, to some portion
of the Southwest, where you could have joined
the Confederate army there and reorganized the
forces."

" Why, sir," said General Johnston, with much
animation, " the war was ended. It was useless
to go through the farce of trying to prolong it. I
had seen the end for a long time. I was satisfied
that the confederate armies were beaten when
Hood evacuated Atlanta and was afterward de-
feated, annihilated, at Nashville. There was
nothing left for me to do with my armv but to
arrange with General Sherman, not for surrender-
ing merely, but for the militarv basis of peace: and
when I met General Sherman at a little hovel
some twenty-fiv- e miles west of Raleigh, X. C,
we stepped into a room aud were alone
there. General Sherman, the first thing he
did, showed me a dispatch which he had from
Mr. Stanton, announcing the assassination of
President Lincoln. We both felt verv greatly
shocked over the announcement, espccialiv as
General Sherman told me that he had a few'days
before returned from City Point, where he had
gone at Mr. Lincoln's direction to confer with him
regarding terms which should be oflered to me
It was my understanding that the basis that wc
drew up then and subsequently- - was such as Gen-
eral Sherman understood Mr. Lincoln to have sug-
gested, aud both believed that, as President John-
son retained Mr. Lincoln's Cabinet, Mr. Lincoln's
plans would be carried out by him. So that thewar was ended. The war was even ended before
Genenu Grant compelled the surrender of Lcq's
army, and there was nothing to do but precisely
what we did do. The talk of fleeing through thecountry to Texas or else where was mere folly. Jef-
ferson Davis himself was not in a position to un-
derstand fully the precise situation, or. lie could
not seriously have thought of such a project."

TALK WITH LONGSTREET.

Tlie ou AfXairo lu Tarbej'
He I'm on Ilia War Home.

Special to The Refcbucax.
New York, Jane 12. General Long-stre- et

Is in the city. He is an afbragc-size- d man,
of fine appearance, long reddish-gra- y side-whiske-

wears a tall hat and a frock coat ; very quiet
in manner and speech. During a conversation
with a reporter, General Longstreet said : "Since
my sojourn in Turkey my health has been very
good. The climate is a delightful one, Constanti-
nople a pleasant place to live in, and altogethcrmy
stay was very agreeabla."

" Do you regret leaving Turkey?"
"No, I cannot say that I do, becanso In my new

duties as United States marshal for Georgia I shall
only be an hour and a half from home, and you
know home is everything."

"What was tho condition of Turkey when you
left that country?"

"About tho same as it has been for some- - time
a country without a ruler."

" How does that happen?"
"The men at tho head of afTaira in Turkey are

not statesmen. They are brought up in the
harems, and know no more about the world than
the women of the harem, who hardly ever go
out and never read. The result is that there Is
little positiveness of character not enough to say
no so that other nations can do about as they
wish. Ifthcrc was some man at the head of the
nation able to govern properly it would become
powerful again. The natural resources of tho
country are very great, the people arc honest,
hard-workin- g, industrious, and have a faith in
the government that is almost marvelous."

" Did you notice any movement toward emigra-
tion to this country?'

" Xo, not at alL In fact, the people do not know
what emigration is. They are contented, and then
their religion holds them to Turkey. vcn if that
were not the case, there would be no reason for
them to leave, because they.like us.have too much
territory. Their soil is rich and productive, and
their natural resources are undeveloped."

"Arethe harems on the increase?"
"Xo, because it takes a good deal of money to

keep one up, and at present their financial condi-
tion is bad?"

"In a word, General, what do you think of the
present condition of Europe?"

"From my point of observation I think there
will be peace for some time to come. But still one
cannot say what complications may arise out of
the most trivial circumstances."

" When do you assume your new duties?"
" I shall remain in Xew York a few days, and

then go home, beginning work probably next
month."

BEATING BRIBERY.

STALWART LEADERS CONFIDENT

That They Will Ba Enabled to Get Horn to Uto
Bottom Facts and Cite Startling ReTcIa- -

tloas Tha Balloting and tho
Bribery Investigation.

New York, June 12. Senators Conk-

ling and Piatt arc in the city again, and' tlie Stal-- .
warts are said to bo especially jubliaut, while tho
Half-Brco- are not so much so. Tho mention of
tho name ofBradley seems to have tho same cfTcct
upon them that a. red cloth has upon a bull. Tho
Stalwarts assert that an orcauized plan has been
arranged whereby Assemblyman Bradley's repu-
tation and record are to be attacked systematic-
ally. Every possible means, they say, is to be em-
ployed to blacken and besmirch tho member from.
Cattaraugus, so that hia testimony as to the bribo
alleged to have been given to him for his vote will
have as little influence as possible. The Half-Bree-ds

begin to understand, say the Stalwarts,
that a tremendous reaction of public sentiment la
beginning to set in against what they call tha
"clique of corrupt politicians and office traders"
who have resorted to bribery to further their
schemes.

SAID A STALWAUT LEADER:
"On Friday evening the ' Half-Breed- s' held a

meeting in the rooms of the 1SS0 Club at Albany.
About thirty persona were present who took part
in an active debate as to tha best means of under-
mining the fame of the Cattaraugus assemblyman
and at the samo time bolster up the name of Ses-

sions. Several members of the caucus expressed
fears that it would beimpo-sibletorepairth- e dam-
age already done. Finally the cauens broke up
with the distinct understanding that common war
was to be made upon Bradley.

Neither of
the gentlemen appeared to be worried about tho
fight in Albany, and those who wore fortunato
enough to obtain a few moments' conversation
with them said that politics were never alluded to,
as a rule, during their visits. On Monday they will
return to Albany.

A HOT WEEK.
This week is likely to be a "hot" one at tho

capital, judging from the conversation of tho
leaders of both sides last night. The Stalwarts
intend to sift the charges of bribery to tho bottom.
Every nook and corner will be examined, and if
there are any rotten planks in the Legislature
they will be put to the test. The Stalwarts claim
that over S20O.000 has been spent in Mr. Dcpcw"s
interest since the beginning of the fight.
