The Postal Service.

There are people who imagine that the
carrying of the mails by the Government
is a purely business enterprise, estab-
lished for the purpose of creating reve-
nue. These are the people who haye
much to sav of condueting the affairs of
the Post-Office Department on business
principles. All business of the Govern-
ment should, of eourse, be conducted on
business principles; but it does not follow
that the Treasury will profit by it. The
people of all sections and of every com-
munity in every section are entitled
to mail facilities. It will happen
that this will involve much more
cost for some of the service than
can be derived from it. Time has
been when there was an overland mail
service to California by stage-coaches from
the Mississippi to the Sacramento. Ten
years or more before the railroad was
completed, and several years before it was
even projected, the people of the Pacific
coast had a daily mail by stage. At that
fime there were no considerable settle-
ments between the Missour! River and
California, except at Salt Lake. As late
as 1868 this overland star route
daily mail by stage was kept up
between the westernmost point of
the Union Pacific Railread and the
easternmost end of the Central Pacific,
a distance of a thonsand miles. Those

-who receive three or four mails a day by

rail may be made very indignant at the
expense of extending mail fucilities over
the regions not favored with railroads,
but they will not seriously insist upon
having the mail service by stage discon-
tinued. The Post-Office Departmentcan-
not be just to the people of the sparsely
settled frontier and at the same time
feed the daily papers with accounts of
the wonderful reduction of star routes.
Of course if the sole object of
the Postmaster-General is to be puffed in
the newspapers which he courts, and to
bhave unfavorable comparisons made be-
tween himselfl and his predecessorsas to
the money expended on certain rontes,
without any regard to the proper tireat-
ment of communities, then we may
expect to read of daily saeri-
fices made of routes established
and properly expedited in obedience
to the demands of the people,
all for the glory of James. But there
will be a day of reckoning. The Repre-
sentatives &f the people of the far West
will have secmething tosay, and Congress
will not indorse a policy which farnishes
the Mississippi Valley and the Rocky
Monntain region with insufficient mail
facilities jin order that a few metro-
politan papers may record the ex-
ploits of a man who seeks praise through
the maladministration of a Depart-
ment to which all the people are entitled
to look for accommodation.

“The Most Distressful Country."”

What heart is not wrung at the daily
story from Ireland of a maddened people
in hopeless and shapeless revolt against
wrongs hoary with age and invincible in
respectability? It is not the shamrock
that “is forbid by law to grow on Irish
ground,” it is Irish humanity thatisa
trespasser in the land of itsnativity. The
right of an Irishman to live at all in Ire-
land is not only not clear, but it.is so
curtailed and surrounded by conditions
founded in the ownership of the soil by
othersthat he really lives in necessary
violation of Efglish law. The Irish poor
have been spiked down to the floor by the
coercion act,and then menaced by an act
of relief which relieves only their oppress-
ors. The more their representatives retard
this limping, so-called relief measure the
more they provoke opposition to whole-
some amendments. The more the land-
lords fear the least modification of their
demands, the more ravenous they are to
make the most they can by eviction of
present tenants before the passage of
the act. The poor worms turn when thus
trod upon, and the Tines bawls for the an-
nihilation of the “ mob.” The entire Eng-
lish Cabinet is said to be united in favor
of the use of the utmost force necessary to
establish (not restore) tranquiility. They
! ¥now the law is defied, and they see no
middle ground between overcoming all
resistance and yielding all to lawlessness.
They prepared to crush before trying to
concilinte. Now the discontented and
desperate people distrust all expressions
of friendly intent. If English statecraft
could have firgt devised and offered the
very best terms consistent with the
rational rights of the land-owners, and

rallied an Irish party around that
policy, the c¢orcion act, which now
forbids  peace, might Thave been
rendered unnecessary. But  the

John Bull method in dealing with the
hated Irishman has been more like the
plan of free acency as deseribed by a
victim of delirinm tremens. He had
been told that he was a free agent, and
that he might have lived a sober and
decent life. “Yes,” said he, “but whence
came my infernal appetite, which I have
been unable to overcome? I have been
studying out your plan of free agency,
and I find it to be this: A man has his
ear nailed to a post, and then his enemy
runs at him with a pitchfork. Being a
free agent he can runor not ashe pleases.”

The coercion act having suspended all
restraints upon arbitrary power, the land
act is then put in the mill, to be ground
out in accordance with the views of those
who promoted the former. Always the
mailed hand first. The Irish have no
country, and ar2 merely serfs in revolt
against the owners of the soil. When
the civilization of any country =eryves not
enongh of the people to make it stronger
than those who suffer at ifs hands it is
in danger.

Muiterings of the Coming Storm.

Ths reckless cutting and slashing of the
star-route service, under the pretense of
economy and reform, is rapidly provoking
a storm of popular indignation, the first
mutterings of which ecan be heard al-
ready. Here is one peal from one of the
most influential country papers in the
west :

The Postmaster-General has certainly acted with-
out due consideration in cutting off the rivermnils
between Cineinnati and Louisville. The river
bauk has beenlined with towns since a time when
to leave the river was to enter the wilderness. The
Ohio and Mississippi Railroad north and the Short
Line¢ south of the Ohio were built to reach the ter-
minal eities, and afford no adequate means for sup-
plying the intermediate river towns. The geogra-
phy of the country, its roads, its whole system is
against such an atiempt, and only sheer ignorance
and recklessness, growing out of an over-anxions
desire for credit as a reformer,could have suggested
such & move.

If too much has been paid, that is one thing,and
it can be corrected; but the people along the river
are entitled to the mails without any unnecessary
delay of one or twodays, The Postmaster-General
is trying to devise a plan to collect and deliver
mails in New York city every hour, employing a
thousand or more uniformed letter-carriers to
carry them to people's doors, conveying his car-
riers in eircus-painted chariots, and spending
money without counting it, and in other cities as
well, Then to presch economy in cutting off
river mails between Louisville and Cincinnati is
simple humbug. It Is saving at the spigot with
the bung pulled out.—Madison Courier.

A special dispatch to the Indianapolis
Journal, inspeaking of this same discon-
tinnance, savs:

The discontinuanece of the daily river mail ser-
vice on the Ohio between Louisville and Cincin-
nati is greatly regretted by the people in all the
smaller river towns,

The Indianapolis Journal, in speaking
of the same subject, has the following:

There is lamentation in Madison. The Sfar and
the Courier mourn for their * star youte® on the
Ohio River—the mail between Madison and Cin-
cinnati—which is mnot, for Postmaster-General
James has teken it. In the effort to compete with
the Tressury Department in the issuance of a
monthly bulletin showing an immense reduction
of the national debt Mr. James has eut off the mail
service on the Oiiio River between the good old In-
diana town and the Ohio metropolis, The Courier
thinks the stoppage the result of the unfavorable
influence of foreign meil agents, who do not like
the “run,” and it says: * The voice of the people,
which but three years since was given in such em-
phatic terms, ought to be respected rather than
the officious intermeddling of foreign appoint-
| ments.”" ‘rhe Journal itse:f has almost been moved
1o suggest that it would be well for the Post-Office
Department to considerthat there were other mat-
ters worthy of attention than thestar-ronte abuses,
to which thus far the entire energy of the
Department has been devoled. There should be
no ict-up inthe investigation of the star-route
frauds, and neither hesitaney nor delay in the
proseculion of uny one who has violated the law ;
but there are mail ioutes whick are not “star™
that badiv need “expediting:” there are over-
worked mail clerks on regular mans who necd
assistance, and, generally speaking, it would he
well both for the Postmasier-General and the
public to remember that the postal service is
maintained for the convenience of the people and
for the prompt transaciion of the business of the
country. This is liable to be forgotien.

The fact of the matter is that a former
head of the Post-Office Department abol-
ished this same service for a while, but
such a universal howl was raised on both
sides of the river against it that it had to
be speedily restored. Chahge is not re-
form, nor is saving always true economy.
Mr. James will learn before a great while
that his predecessors were not all fools
or scoundrels, strange as that fact may
seem fo him now, under the suggestions
of Gibson, Woodward & Co.
