GAINES' MILL: FIGHT.

CONTINUATION OF THE BATTLE.

A Gallant Stand—Scenes and Incidents—How the
Unien Fromt was Broken—Falling
Dack—Close of the Contest—

Forces Engaged.

Immediately after the attack upon the
centre, referred to in vesterday’s article, a similar
demonstration was made upon the extreme left,
which also resulted in the repulse of the enemy.
By three o'cleck Roynolds, Meade, and Seymour
| had all been called up to strengthen the first line,
There was ot a man in reserve, except with the
cavalry. Porter, from his position near the Adams

House, within the eircle of fire, viewed with
| alarm how the foe had closed in upon him; but
! yot there was uo help for it. The safety of the
| whole army depended npon his maintaining
i his position, and he feit that he must held it atall
huurds, whitever the odds against him,
As veu po trace of Slocum was to be scen, Near
the Union commander, sitting upon  their horses,
unmoved by bursting shells and fiying bullets, sat
the Prince de Joinville and his nephews, the Due
de Chartres and Count de Pars, voluuteer aides
upon his staff for the oceasion. The Count, be-
coming alarined for his uncle’s safety, rode vp to
Porterand begged him to send the Prinee beyond
danger. Porter, who liad been contemplating an-
oitheredorito secare help, immediately dispatched
| him to MeClellan with a message stating his needs,
and he deparied, notknowing by what influence he
had been sent instead of a younger and more ac-
tive man. Hurmh! Sloenm has come at last!
About half-past Dar In the afternoon his division
{ vrossed the bridge, where he was met by aides
| {rom Porter, who direcied his troops to positions
where their serviees were most needed,

THE NEW JUSSCY BRIGADE,
consisting of the Fist, Sceond, Third, and Fourth
Regiments, was moved to the assistance of Rey-
nolds and Seymour: the Sixteenth, Eighteenth,
| Tweniy-seventh, Thirty-first, and Thirty-second
New York, Firth Maine, and Ninety-fith and
Nipety-sixth  Pennsylvania were assigned to
sireng hien the line on different parts of the- field.
In helf an hours dme all were in
the midst of the eonfiict. The taree or four
batterics which accompanied Slocnm also went
into action and did spleadid scrvice, cspeeially
Hexamer's (New Jersey). Five o'clock, and
another determined attack was made upon
the Uuion lefi and ccntre. The foe succeeded in
making their way nearly to the font of the slope
before they were chiecked. Daring the assault the
Thirteenth New Yark eaptured the fiag of the First
Tennessee, of Lonsstireel’s corps, and the Twenty-
~ecund Massachuseits took 3 similar trophy from
AN Alabama regiment. Six o'clock, and then the
tide of battle extended from the Chickshominy to
the extreme right, in rear of Conl Harbor. *I'wo
miles of fire! “Will the daylizht last for-
ever?” asked the men of themselves and of
cach other, Ah, mno! It Dhad already
gnne out for many a gallant soul. Night was
destined to come to all, one way or another, by
and by. Atabout half-past six, while eontending
with the gray masses in front a shower of bullets
from the left and partly in their rear ewept through
the ranas of Moreli's Fimst Drigade. The enemy
had forced a passaze between Butterfield and the
river, and bad flanked the Union left. Mende
donbléd bLuck wupon Butterfield, Dutterfield's
troops pou those o theirright. Then the whole

LIFT SWUNG SLOWLY OUT
of the timber and up the hill. There wasnoorder
1o retreat given : nor was there any unusual haste
manifesied in getting back. The continuiiy of the
ine was nol broken, but deflectad toward the east,

o that it rested diszonally, instead of transversely,
aecoss tue valley, The men had simply yielded,
bul doggedly, to overpowering numbers. Jast
wheni the situation was most eritienl, Major
Whiting, with five companies of cavalry,
presumally acting under orders from Generil
Cocke. steceeded in accomplishing that which
the rebels had been striving all day to do, but in
viiin. Charging from the rear, riding over the
Union guns and gunners, trampling down the in;
{aniry, the horsemen ereated a temporary panic
which well-nigh proved fatal. The line,
aiready strained to its utmost, was broken, and
by those who should bhave assisted in
strengthening it. Meantime Meade and nearly the
whole of Morell's division had yielded. In the
ravine, where the first brigade of the latter was
Incated, the stnoke hung 2o dense and Jow that fa
the deepening shadows of closing day it was difli-
cultto distinguish friend from foe. though but a
dozen feet apart. When the men started np the
hill to their rear the rebeis were close at hand,
coming up the ravine from below and clambering
over the breastwork where they had lain. The
scone that met their gaze as they reached the
upper cdge of the 1imber was

Between them and the Adams House, less than
half a mile to the eastward, stretched a broad,
elevated platean. swept from the right, lefl, anu
rear by the enemy’s fire, nn the farther side of
which the Union treops were forming & second
line. in rear of tyvo or three balteries. Nearer by,
in the edge of the wood fringiug the ravine, sev-
erzl bauteries, Grilin's and Weeden's among the
namber, vet held their zround. One of them was
supported by pechaps fifty soldiers from diffecent
regiments, (it was as safe thereasat any other
point), siragglers and slightly-wounded men.
The foe swept up to the guns. Down went many
of those who sirove to stay the advancing
whirlwind. The cnemy were within twenty fect
of the muzzles of the pieces when the command to
limber up was given. A parting salute of grape
&nd canister, and then four of the guns were
dragzed off, partly by hand. just in time 1o save
them from capture. Two were abaadoned, and
those only becanse there was not a horse por men
enough left o move them, Midway between the
timber and the new Lne upon the bank of a small
rivulct

EAT A SOLDIER
of the Ninth Ma=iachuselis (Irish) Regiment, hat-
less, coatless, and smoking a short-stemmmed black
pipe. He was dabbling his feet, which had
beenstruck by a shell and made to resemble tw~
bloody sponuges, in the water, turning it toa bright
crimson.  As a littie gronp of those who had stood
by the battery passed him, he called out to one of
them, “Arrah, Cap! Did ves iversee a bifed Irish-
man the loikes ov me? The day scemed lost
altogether. Porter had called for additional help
and anxiously looked for it. He sent the Countde
Paris to hasten forward the needed succor. The
Count rode across the fleld and down toward the
valley. On the very crest of the hill, where it was
almost eertain death to linger, he turned, rose in
hiz stirrups,
MADE A GRACEFUL SALUTE
to his chief and disappeared. About sundown
French £nd Meagher, the former with the Fifty-
second, Fifty-gevensh, and Sixty-sixth New York,
and Fifiy-third Pennsyivania, the latter with the
Sixty-third, Six{r-ninth, and Eighty-eizhth New
York (Irish brigade), arrived. General Porter
placed hirosclf at the head of one of Meagher's
regiments and led it forward. Suddenly a body of
the enemy appeared not two hundred yards dis-
tant. The general and several members of hissiafl
were between thetwolines, The Irishmen halted,
delivered two weli-directed volleysintothe rebels,
who fled and were pursued into the timber from
whence they had issned. As by a
miracle, the officers remained unharmed.
The appearance of two fresh brizades enabled the
Union commander to recopstruct his line, which
he did by carrying ont the formation already be-
gun upon the high ground overlooking and com-
manding the bridges. Svkes, whose front had re-
mained unbroken, was drawn in from Coal Har-
bor, and, facing northward, was joined on his left
by the remnants of Morell's troops. facing west-
ward. French and Meagher were in the valley;
Siocum's men wherever their strength was most
required. While taking par: in the movements
indiceated
THE COLOR SERGEANTS

of the Thirteenth New York, of Morell's division,
both wounded, became separated from their regi-
ment. Jo attempting to rejoin it they were inter-
cepted by a body of rebels coming up the bed of
adecp bul narrow mavine. They were ordered to
surrender, aud started first 1o the rear, but were
cut off by the enemy rapidly approaching from
that dircetion. Just when it scemed as if

themselves and colors must become *“ cap-
tured properiy,” an arillervinan scrambled
up the opposile slope. * Hello!” shouted

oue of the Eergeants; “where do
yvoubelong?” “ Griffin’s battery,” came back the
reply. **Then take these colors and give them to
the Thirteenth New York, or be d—d to you” The
fiags were thrown serass, gathered up and berne
1o their proper owners, just as the sergeants were
made prisoners of war. At nine ¢'clock the fizht-
ing ceased aud found the Union iroops nearly half
a mile in rear of their position of the morning, and
with a loss of about 9,900, out of 33,000 men (includ-
ing the reinforcements from over the river) en-
gaged. For four hours
THE FiFTH CORP3

had alone withstood the assaults of Lee's 76,000
confederates; and, aided by Slocum, French, and
Mengzber, had virtually held at bay Juekson, Long-
street, the two Iills, Whiting, Magiuder, Holmes,
Iiuger, and Lawton, with their vetzran soldiery,
until darkness put an ¢nd to strife. The enemy
suffered terribly, their casualities being considera-
bly in excess of those upon the Union side, but
the loss of oilicers among Porter's troops
was fearful. Asmong the killed wrre Colonels Black,
McLane and Gosllne of the Sixty-seeond, Eighty-
third, and Ninety-fifth Pencsylvania; Tucker, Sec-

ond New Jersey, and Gove, Twenty-gsecond Massa-
chusetts; Lieutenant-Colonels Skillen and Marsh
of the Fourieenth and Sixteenth New York,and
Heath of the Fifth Maine; Majors Naghel and
Hubbs of the Eichty-third and Ninety-fifth Penn-
sylvania, Hatfield of the First New Jersey, and
Rossell of the Third Regulars; Captain Easton,
Battery A, First Pennsylvenia Reserve Artillery;
Espy, Sixty-second Pennsvlvania; Comstock of
the First, De Poy and Preston 6f the Fourth, and
Carr and Mott of the Sixteenth Michigan; Barry
and Rogers of the Eighteenth, Harrer of the Four-
teenth, and Whitlock of the Thirty-first New York;
Brewster of the First, Danforth of the Second,
Buckley of the Third, and Meryis of the Fourth
New Jersey; Dunning and Salter of the Twenty-
seccond and Casey, Madigan, O'Neil, and Me-
Cafferty of the Ninth Massachusetts; Dodd of
the Seventeenth, Brindley of the Second,
and Foote of the Sixth Regulars; Lieuten-
ants Sweet of the Fifth Cavalry, Van Duzen,
Twelfth Infantry; Barker of the Sccond and
Hoover of the Fourteenth Regulars; Lemas of the
Thirteenth, Webster of the Twenty-seventh, Bar-
nard end McFadden of the Sixteenth, and Eussell
of the Eighieenth New York ; Mortimer of Follett's
Battery (C, Third Massachusetts), Nugent and
O'Dowd of the Ninth Massachusetts Infantry;
Williams and McGraw of the Sixteenthb, and Jones
of the Fourth Michigan; Stuart of the First and
Redi¢ of the Eleventh Pennsylvania Reserves,
Donohuwe of the Ninety-fifth, and Ellrich
of the Ninety-sixth Penosylvania. The list
of wounded, of whom many died, was
even greater. General Reynolds and Col-
otel Simpson, endeavoring to  hold their
position against too great odds, were surrounded a
little after dusk snd captured, together with a
large portion of the regiment of the latter (Fourth
New Jersey) and of the Eleventh Ponnsylvania
Reserves. Inall, 22ecannon fell into the handsof
the enemy, mostly for want of transportation, the
homses being kil'ed or wounded. and were carried
off when they fell back to the westward of the
ficld for the mnight. Thus ended the battle of
Gaines' Mill. About ten o’clozk there was a coun-
cil of corps commanders called, and MeClellan
auncunced his deternmnination to retreat to Harri-
son’s Landing, which movement was forthwith
begun,

ANOTHER MURDER,

Assistant Secretary French First Shoois
and Then Cuts the Throat of & Dog.

A murder occurred on Capitol Hill
Saturday which, perbaps, rivalsin bloody details
the one on I street.

Second, was thrown into a lively state of
commotion, and, while the action was
going on, most of the residents barri-

caded themselves within their houses. The
principals in the affair were Judge Fronch, Assist-
ant Secretary of the Tressury, and a vagrant dog
which had placed himself under the guardian
care of Mrs, Oids, who is the next neizhbor of
Judge French. The dog had lost his good looks,
and was not wanted, and in consequence he
nightly sent up his inarticnlate but vehement pro-
test against the injust ce of the world and the in-
compatibility of hisenvironment. It so happened
that just as
JUDGE FRENCH IN IIIS DREANS
was rcaching & satisfactory solution of the vexa-
tious cotton-tie question, the voice of the doz
aroused him and not only chased slumber sway,
but the aforesaid solution. He was naturally irri-
tated, and the next morning he arose with blood
in hiseye. Taking down his tensty old fire-lock,
which’'had done service in the revolutionary war
and had not been used very much since,
he grimly ennounced his m wderous purpese.  His
wife protested, but ali in vain. There wasnothing
to interfere except the dog. But, unfortumtely,
baving no experience in being shotat, he hegan to
run wildly about the yard as soon asthe Assisiant
Becretary appeared with his weapon, The conse-
quence was that he wasshot at the first fire, hut
not seriously. Learminz wisdom f{rom ex-
perience,  the dog  then laid down
confident that the enemz would aim at him, and
be would therefore be in the safest place. The
dog was correct in his empirical reasoning. The
seconid ball missed him, plowed up the grass,
took a bound, and scraped the paint off a lawn
settee, knocked a paling off the fence, jumped
back, end shattered three flower pots, and finaily
buried itself in the front porch of the next house.

COVERED S0 MUCH GROUSD
that the neighbors thought that a whole army was
fusilading East Capitol street, and at once beat a
basty retreat. The dug, relying on the strategic
safety of his position, lay perfectly still. howling
vigorously, and enjoying in anticipation the de-
vastating  eflect of the next shot upon
the neighborhood. This proved fatal to
him, for the Judge, disearding the rifle, with the
assistanee of a colored man, fell upon the hapless
canine and cut off his head with a hatehet. An a..
pervading peace ensued, which has remained un-
broken. The obsequics of the vietim will oecur
to-day.

THE PEVISED TESTAMENT,

EBeport of the Washington City Bible So-
ciety in Regard fo It

The monthly meeting of the Washing-
ton City Bible Society was held lust evening, the
first business considered Ywing the report of the
committee appointed to revise the new version of
the New Testament., Kev. A. W, Pitzer, chairman
of the committee, stated that esch member had
taken sixty pages to read and compare, a3 o result
ofavhich he would submit the following: The un-
dersigned, having been requested Ly the Washing-
ton City Bible Society to ~nite in an examination
of the revised version oi the New Testament, re-
spectfully submit the following report :

This Is one of many transiations since 1383—Wye-
1ifTe's, Tyndall's, Coverdale's, Matthews’, Cranner's,
Parker's, Genevan, Donay, Hing James’, and many
others since,

With a’l the variztions in the difféerent manpseripts
and the various renderings in the translations, the
system of the Christinn religion remains latact. No
faet, truth, or daty Is changed in the lenst,

While the Couvoeation of Canterbury originated
and has controlled the revision, and while the great
relizious bodies of this country and Great Britain, as
such, and the Rible sovicties bave not co operated In
the work, yet the revision has had the co-operation
and assistance of eminent scholars outeilde the An-
gliean church, both in Great Britaln and Ameriea.

The revisers have had the use of more abundant
material (notabiy, the fonr oldest manopscripts in ex-
istence), the benefit of the comparatively new scicnce
of biblical eriticlsm, and enlarged Enowledge of the
Holy Land. With these advantazes over previous
revisers, they have labored nearly eleven years, with-
out compensation, to give us the nearest English
equivalent for the original Seriptures.

In general, the changes [rom the guthorized version
are more exact and correct renderings of the original
Greek, and, since the great object of every translation
is to npprozimate as nearly as possible to the thonghis
of the Holy Spirit as embodied snd expressed in the
original Seriptures, this is an excellence of the highest
valur,

Among the merits of this revision we note the ful-
lowineg: The sulstitution of modern for obselete
words; the uniform rendering of proper names
throughout the Bible; the omission of the hendings to
the chapters, which are In reality a commentary, and
form no part of the Scriptures; aund the noting In the
marzin only of the convenient but arbitrary division
of the Bible Into chapters and verses, which s o mat-
ter of purely human origin.

In the few instances of important changes and omis-
sions the revisers have evidently soughit with diligent
and conscientions care to give us the transiation of o
purer text of the original Greek.

Had the changes proposed by the American re-
visers, as printed In the appendix, been generally
udopted, in our judgment the revision wouald huve
been still forther improved.

“The authorized version is the firtt and greatest of
Euzlish classies, and a living reproduciion of the
original Seriptures In idiomatic English by menas
reverent and devoul as learned, and its best recoms-
mendation is its oniversal adoption and use in every
Protestant chureh £idd household where the English
lanzuage is spoken. It has< admirably served its pur-
pose for 270 years, and is so interwoven with English
and American literatore that it can never he entirely
superceded.™

And yetat the same time this revision marksan
ern in biblical scholarship, und s publention meets
and tends largely to satlsfy the gencral and urgent
demund for the more accurate rendering of the origi-
nal Seriptures into the English tongue.

Its ciren’ation and use as a companion and com-
mentary aml help to the untherized version will, in
our judgment, result in the far wider diffusion and
more correct understanding or God's Word,

If the American Bible Society huad the right, under
its present charter, to publish this revision we wounld
recommend such publication, not to supplunt the
authorized version, but as & companion to it and an
aid to the better understanding of the Scriptures. But
& change of charter in advance of the revision of the
Old Testament, and before the Christian pablic has
formed or expressed an opinion, woold be ut least pre-
matire. And, as any change of charter involves Im-
portant amd difficalt quesiions of varied interests nnd
vested rights, that entive subjeéct ean, In gar judsment,
be best Jeflt to the careful consideration and sound
discretion of the parent society.

The report is signed by A. W. Pitzer, chairman,
pastor Central Preshyterian Church and president
of the Washington City Bible Society; W. W. Pat-
ton, president Howard University; J. C. Hager,
pastor Union Methodist Chareh; J. H. Cuothbert,
piastor First  Baptist Church; William Dinwiddie,
pastor Second Presbyterian Chureh, Alexandria;
B. F. Bittinger, pastor Westminster Preshyterian
Church; John H. Elliott, associate reetor Chuarch
of the Ascension, and J. George Butler, pastor
Memorinl (Lutheran) Church,

No discussion of the report was held, but, on
motion, it was unanimously adopted and ordered
to be sent to the parent society of New York. A
grant of twelve Bibles was ordered for Queen's
Chhpel, in the county, and forty Testaments for
Mr. John Whiteford, to be distributed among
prisoners in  he jail and workhouse. Mr,
Snell, agent for the society, in his state-
ment for the month showed that he had
made ninety-nine ecalls, supplicd twenty-
eight Testaments snd twelve Bibles to destitute
families and collected $21. Messrs. Ballantyne,
Pitzer, and Shields were appointed a committee to
dmft resolotions expressing the regret of the
society for the loss of its late vice-president, Mr.
W. H. Camphell, and present them to the family of
the deceased. The seeiety then adjourned ull the
last Monday in September.
