as clther a viclous person or else one who was In-
aatie,  He was very ermatio in hls buslness talks
and genem] relations. Among ottier things he
wrole o hook upon morals,  Mr, Emmonids snid
this morning: 1 was quite well acquainted with
Giultean, His wame Is Charles Guiteau, During
the winter of 1575-"70 he hid n desk inmy oMeeln
this clty, and altemwpted o practice Inw here, He
had bt litde business, and seemed very poor,
Though 1t was winter, he wont about with anly
& thin summer eonl on.  He was not s furelguer, as
reported, bul 1 think was of Freneh descent, Some-
times he would gt the whole day In the offiee and
rend the Bible, When I entered the ofen I some-
Almes found him on h[l l:ucu in prayer. He also

tilistied nome phiets on religlous subjects,
wiileh werg l:ept for sale at tho bookstores, e
wasa goad desl st the roomaal the Young Men's
Christian Assoclation, and took part in the weelly
prayer-mestings there. T rogardedhim as a harm
less follow, but very eecentric, Me had some busl-
ness, forafler b lofl the elty partles used 1o oall for
him in regard to lettors they had Intrusted to him."

Ho wits known throughout the ¢ty as s vielots,
wild ehrnctor, He Anally left the elty, having, It
I understood, bean debarred from practiciog in
the courta, His soqunintances wore Hmited, for
he wis not a mii o :uuku mamll.
