calls some Instance In tho past where a similar
fight has been crowned with victory Ono of tho
most notable of these Is tho caso of Colonel D It
Anthony editor of the Leavenworth Kan Tlrftt
and a brother of Susan II Anthony Colonel
Anthony had always been distinguished for devo-
tion to his friends and bitter hostility toword his
encmic A quarrel had arisen between him and
n Mr lmbry tlio editor of an opposition paper
nnd both mon went armed for somo time On tho
night or tho 11th of May 1875 Colonel Anthony
attended n dramatic performance nt tho

theatre Going out between tho third and
fourth acts he met his enemy In tho lobby Homo
angry words rasscd bctwen them when 1inbry
drew n pistol and fired thrco shots at
Anthony Tho first hot took effect In the right
breast Jut below the collar bone severing a lead-
ing artery nnd causing violent internal hemor-
rhage Tho nttendlngsurgeons at once pronounced
the wound mortal nnd gavotho patient so many
hours In which to prepare for death No person
they said similarly wounded had ever been
known to recover Hut Colonel Anthony had no
