Dr llamlltou and Agnew arrived It was deter ¬

mined not to disturb tho Presldont but to defer tho
examination until tbe lnorulug Tho situation
while still serious had lost tho first alarming fea-
tures and tho VYhllo Houso was closed for tbe
nluht lending everybody to await tho morning
with great auxlcty as to tho result

THE SABBATH SIOrlNIKa
dawned upon tho occupants of tho Whllo House
worn out by suspense and anxiety Tho unexpected
ncssof the changa ou Saturdaytnd tho uncertainty
of w bat would bo tho result of the doctors consulta-
tion In tho orulug served to Incrcaso tho general
uneasiness The President had passed a
restless light and at twclte oclock
had another rigor Ills sleep was broken aud un-
satisfactory

The doctors watched through tho
night with great uneasiness Tho attendants
shared their anxiety and 11 Is iafo to say that tho
conditions of affairs almost equaled tho gloom
and dread of that night three weeks ago Tho
consulting doctors arrived early In the morning
and tho examination of tho Presldont was begun
at once Secretary Brown n ho had remained lato
on Saturday night was at his post early j cstcrday
morning looking worn aud anxious Another
elcmont of anxiety was added Four of the em ¬

ployes of thu houso

and were unablo to attend to their duties Tho
oxtra work and worry of tho past weeks had ren ¬

dered their systems inoro vulnerable totbcmalarla

tho cut roado by tho surgeons knife and the other
from tho month of the original wound
As tha pus oozed Into tha tubo throuuli
the perforation it could cscapo from cither
end and was repeatedly washed out
with a weak solution of carbolic acid and water
which tsas thrown through the tubo In a stream
The discharge which followed lho opening or the
pus cavity was entirely satisfactory to tho surgeons
aud was scon followed by relief to tho patient
Tho dralnago tubo has bcn left
as It Mas originally placed and will
remain for the present If tho wound discharges
freely through tho new opening tho tube may per
haps bo withdrawn from tlio old one in order to
allow the latter to heal The Incision made to day
is in a direct line with the deeper parts of lho
svound and It is thought that tho pus will escape
through It without any or the obstruction which
Impeded Its outflow along tho track or tho ball
and which causid tho pus cavity In
reply to tho question whether auother pus
entity Is likely to form and bring about a recur ¬

rence of tbe alarming symptoms of yesterday Dr
ltcyburn said I cannot answer positively but as
tho pus now has free egress I do not think It prob ¬

able that another cavity will form Upon being
asked whether tbero wcro or had been any simp
toras In tho Presidents coe or pyrcmla or blood
poisoning Dr ltcyburn said Nono whatever
Rigor or eourbc may bo a symptom or pyrcmla
but It Is also a symptom or various other complica-
tions
