tne channel into winch it may bo Inserted until It
reaches an obstruction As soon as the ball Is
reached by the probe Iholndlcator Is affected and
the result is at once apparent to tho person per ¬

forming the operation The perfect flexibility or
tho instrument enables tho operator to follow the
course of the channel very minutely nnd wh is
there Is nothing about thoinstrumeht to give an
Indication or a pus cnvlly It Is thought that
If ouo existed It might bo dlicovercd bv
an Insertion of tho Instiumenl Inasmuch as the
tube it liable to enter a cavity from tho direct
course or tho wound In which event it would of
course resist tlio pressure of Hip operator without
announcing Its contact with the ball It Is under-
stood that tho surgeons desire lo procure a dlagrap
of tho wound nnd It Is therefore probable that
tho electric probo may bo used for the purpose

Robert Patterson died at his residence In this city
this evening In his eighty ninth year He has
been suffering for over two weeks from Ilrlahts
dlscaso or tho kidneys and ratty degeneration or
tno ncart ucncral Patterson was l orn In Counly
Tyrono Ireland January 12 1T9A Ho came wlillo
young to tho United States and was placed
with a merchant lu Philadelphia He rccclrcd
n collegiate education aud early manifested mil-
itary predilections Ho entered tho army and
was captain of tho Thirty second Infantry April
1311 Returning to commercial life he became
largely engaged In manufactures and owned sev-
eral

mills At tho beginning of tho Mexican war
lu 18 1G lie was mado n major general
of volunteers Ho commanded his divi-
sion

at Cerro Oordo led tho cavalry aud ad-
vanced brigades In pursuit nnd the next morning
