century ago and mado their homo with tho
Seneca and devoted themselves faithfully to the
improvement or tho coudltlon of the Indians Ho
translated tho Four Gospels Into tho Seneca Ian
gusge nnd It was printed by the American Blblo
Hoclcly Ho was an educated gentleman no
gave nwhola life to tho religious and secular Im ¬

provement of tho Indians looked to their business
Interests advised them In farm Industry preached
to them In tho mission church received them with
unvarying kindness at tho mission house nnd In
sickness ho attended them as ono skilled In the
healing art His was allfo of Industry ho was

the unwavering Just and patient friend of tholn
dlans As neighbor friend ndvlKr teaeherphy
slclan minister ns an uprlghtman ho malted tho

ultimo tho venerable lady writes A few days

liilcustofthe Thomas Orphan Asylum for which
ho had so long ftlt ft paternal solicitude lty Mr
Wrights tfluils this asylum for orphan Indian
children was adopted as ono of tho Stato charita
ble Institutions nnd receives from tho Stnto an
nually tWO Mr Wright died on tho 16th of
April 1875 from Iho effects of n cold contracted on
Ihat journey

they could enrn n great deal for tho comfort or
their famlllei It would

nnd cultivate In them a taste for moro womanly
employments than they havo hitherto engaged lu
It would have n refining nud elevating Influence
upon them It would glvu nsenso of honest Inde
pendence nnd tend to withdraw them from tho
vagrant gypsy sort or llfo Into which Indians arc
so npt to ilrllt And better than nil It would help
them to help themselves which Is tho best kind of
nld that can bo given to anybody In need After
reading your letters In The HcruiiLtCAN It oc-

curred lo iuu that you might be ublo to suggestns
slstanco lu continuing this Industry My only ob
ject Is to help the Indian women by giving
them work I hno heard that tho In
dlan llureau Is In tho pmctlco of sending
supplies of rendy mndo clolhlng lo tho West-

ern tribes I understand that tho Commissioner
of Indian Affairs is a noble Christian man who
might think favorably of my work and would
perhaps glvo menu appropriation to carry It on
or potsibly glvo mo an order for a few thousand
garments for my Indian women to make If tho
subject could bo brought to his attention It so I
should feel under grcnt obligations and I nm
sura It would confer a great favor on this poor
remnant of a lading nnd much Injured race

Arthur rebuked Attorney General MaoVoagh
has tho appenranco of truth It has probably
leaked out from conversations which different
Cabinet offiocrs havo had with their friends nnd
though It may not be accurate In detail It may bo
assumed to bo generally correct Certainly tho
position which President Arthur Is reported to
havo taken In regard to tho prosecution of Out
tcatilsln everyway commcndablo and tho posi-

tion

accredited to Attorney General Mac
Vcsgh fully warranted tho Indignation which
tho President Is said to havo exhibited Ono strong
reason for rcgardlngthls Cabinet scene as correctly
described Is tbo fact that Attornoy Gcnoral Mae
Vcsgh has seemed Inclined from tho very first to
leavo tho prosecution of Gulteau entirely In tha
hands of Dlstrlct Atlorncy Corkhlll It has been
represented over and over again Hint Mr Mao
Vcngh has no confidence In Corkhlll nnd for that
reason has dono what bo could to keep tho star
routo cases out ot Cork hills control It MooVcngh
had a poor opinion of CorkhlUs ability or honesty
thst was certainly nn additional reason why ho
should havo taken nn nctlvo personal part
In tho preparation of tbo caso against Gulteau
Thero Is no lawyer In tho land who stands
so high In his profession as lo bo abovo tho prose-

cution

of a man who has assassinated the Presi
dent of tho United States Tho tlllo of Attorney
General cannot exalt any man abovo such a duly
Tho senso of Imporlanco which prompted Mac
Vcsgh to maintain that It was beneath his dignity
to appear In a criminal caso of this character
was enough to cxclto Hie President nud call forth
very warm reprobation of n very transparent sham
Though Oultcau Is technically not guilty of trea ¬

son under tho laws of tho United Slates ha has
committed tho very highest crlmo which can bo
committed against tho Government and no other
occasion could possibly bo presented which
should so fitly exact tho employment of tho best
talent and energy of tho Government law depart
ment If the Cabinet meeting on this question has
been correctly reported tho President also showed n
belter knowledge of law as well ns n truer sense of
propriety than Mr MacVcagh exhibited nnd tho
former will stand higher and tho latter lower In
tho estimation of tho American pcoplo than hero
tororc Tho JVfiniiichas been Inclined to regard
Mr MacVeaghs determination to rcllro from
tho Cabinet at ouco as nn Indication that ho
was not confident of earnest support In the
prosecution of tho star routo coses This Is
tha lmprcolon which Mr MncVcagh and his
friends havo given out by Insisting Hint these
cases should bo Intrusted to an Attorney General
of President Arthurs own selection Hut tho reve
lation concerning Mr MacVeaghs unwillingness
to take part In tho prosecution or Gulteau puts a
different construction upon his practical abandon ¬

ment oftlio Attorney Generals ofllcont this time
Wo havo no doubt that MacVcagh Is an honest
nud conscientious man but It begins In look ns
though lie Is governed by faho Ideas of pride and
etiquette and crhaps deposed to shirk tlichard
work ami proper responsibilities of thoposltlnn ho
accepted under President Garfield
easier to bo an outside critic the position which
Mr MaeVengh has gcucrnlly occupied In Ameri-
can politics than to discharge tha duties of ft
high Government office Perhaps Mr MacVcagh
who Is ft man of largo means andcny stnudlng In
society nnd his profession longs for his former
luxury nnd Is trying to cscnpo the trials of public
life At all events his present uttltudo Is Illogical
nnd Improper with relation to tho Gulteau case
He ought to return to Washington nud go to work
nt this Important Government matter If ho Is
unwilling to do this his retirement nt a Inter tlmo
will bo discreditable to htm and not chargcablo to
President Arthur and tho sooner tho President
shall fill his placo with some good earnest Indus-
