in very reduced circumstances I had been on
theology a car Hindu cut tho year traveling
mostly In tho Hast trying to preach tho Gospel by
lecturing and selling my lectures In Washington
New York Boston Chicago and other Cities I
felt tho Lord put this work mi me and I did tho
best I could I had no friends ami llttlo inoncj
Christmas 18771 spent In Philadelphia I was
well fed aud clothed aud was tring to lecture
Christmas 1870 1 was In Chicago and was

working with Mn moody
end writing my lecture of Christs second coming
A 1 70 To day Christmas 18S1 1 sutler In
bonds run patriot but I am In honorable coin
pany Washington was a patriot Grant was n
mitrtnt- - Wfuhlntrton li 1 tho armies of tha rovolu
tlon through eight j cars of bloody w ar to victory
and glory Grant led tho armies of the union to

phatically that tho bitterness in the Republican
party last spring was deepening and deepening
hour by hour and that within two or three years
or leu tho Nation would havo been In n flamo of
civil war In tho presenco of death all hearts
wcro bushed contention ceased For weeks and
weeks tlio heart and brain of tho Nation centred
on tho sick man In tho Whlto House At last ho
