COLONEL DUDLEY'S VIEWS

Uxnrrssrd Ilcforo tlic House Inrnlld
Irntloiin Coniliilttoe- -

Tho House Commlltco on Invalid Tensions met
yesterday and authorized a favorable report to bo
ruada to tho House on tho resolution Introduced
by Mr. Browne, of Indiana, callltigon the Secretary
of tho Interior for an estimate of what appropria-
tion will bo necessary, annually, under certain
conditions, boretoforo published, to pay pensions
during the next live years.

Commissioner Dudley addressed the commlltco
011 the subject of Indian pensions. Ho thought
tho pnyment of pensions to Indians should bo
mado In silver dollars. These pensions nro paid
to tho Chcrokco4, Creeks, and Scmlnolcs at tho
Knoxvlllc, Tciiii., agency. Tho cuitom hereto-
fore has been to mako tho payment by
means of checks, which havo been
very heavily discounted. It was suggested that
tho agent at Topcka, Kan., be directed to pay theso
pensions Instead of tho ugent at Knoxvlllc, Tcnn,,
Topcka being n much moro convenient point.
Colonel Dudley was authorized by tho commlltco
to prepare a bill embodying his suggestions,

Tho Commissioner also spoku of tho present sys-
tem of payment lo Inmates of soldiers' homes. He
referred to tho abuse or the rules which permit In-

mates leaving tho homes, after contracting largo
debts, return and demand from tho government
the payment of their pensions. The members of
tho commlltco discussed this biibjcct briefly, and
wcro all of opinion that tho defect iu tho law
should bo remedied without delay.

Colonel Dudley then called attention to tho mat-
ter of Insane and Invalid pcnslonscrs, and recom-
mended tho enactment of a provision which would
admit of tho payment of such pensions to widows
or orphani, On this subject tho commltteo will
recommend legislation providing that when tho
children havo resided with and been sup
ported by tho widow of tho soldier the pension to
tluc children shall commence from the date of tho
lost payment to tho widow. It was resolved that
legal marriage must bo proved In order to estab-

lish n widow's right to a pension, and that adult-
erous cohabltlou shall terminate, a pension from
tho date of commencement and continuance
thereof, The question us to what shall constitute
marriage being raised, it was decided that proof of
cohabitation as man and wife shall bo sufllclcntto
secure payment ol nn estopped pension.

Colonel Dudley Informed thu commlltco that ho
had issued instructions for tho establishment of
medical boards at places about forty miles apart
throughout tho country, whero pensioners will bo
required to a pear and exhibit their claims and
undergo examination.

Oil the subject of rcduclug the examination fco
from SJ to U Colonel Dudley said that, In Ms
opinion, it was not advisable, ns the fco was

too small to mako it an Inducement to nny
reputable physician to be u member of an exam-
ining board.

Ho recommended that pension agents bo fur-

nished otllclnl envelopes, which will permit them
to conduct their ufllclal correspondence frco of
postogo.

llcforu adjourning tho commlltco determined to
ask the House to discharge the Committee on Ac-

counts from further consideration of tho subject
of additional clerkships to this committee.

GARFIELD MONUMENT

To lie i:rocleil Iiy llio Army or llio l.

Senator Harrison, In behalf of tho Commltlcoon
Military All'iilrn. bus submitted to to tho Scimlonn
Interesting rcpoit on tho bill which directs tho
Secretary of War to deliver to tho Society of llio
Army of llio Cumberland a number of pieces of
condemned brouzocanuoii to aid In tho erection of
astatuoor monument to General Garfield. Tho
committee report that they find on Inquiry of tho
Secretary of War that all tho condemned material
of tho character described in tho bill now on
hand, nr likely lo bo available for a long time, has
already been appropriated by acts of Congrats lo
tho erection of other monuments tosomoof our
Illustrious dead, They proceed, however, to say:
"Your connnltleo bellovo that when appropri-
ations havo been mado of bronze cannon for tho
erection of statues or monuments tho material
thus appropriated has seldom, if ever, beon actu-
ally useJ lit casting tho work. It has been custom-
ary to sell tho material or to exchango 11 for
other moro sullablo for the work, and while tho
ubjectof Iho bill cannot bo accomplished by tho
passago of It In Its picscut shape, tho commltteo
bcllevo that It li eminently proper that tho aid
which has so often been given lo such objects
should not bo withheld In tho cato of ouo so
worthy of enduring remembrance as General
James A. Gaillcld, Tho commlltco believe
that tho asslslaiico asked may bo glvcu In
a way not practically dlfl'crcnt from
that which lias prevailed In theso cases, viz, by
authorizing tho Secretary of War lo pay over lo
the proper ofllcer of tho society, out of tho pro-

ceeds of the sales of condemned oiduauce or
stores, a pioper sum of money for tho e

named." The committee has, therefore, pre
pared u substitute for tho bill, appropriating the
sum of 7iO0 out of tho proceeds of any talcs of
condemned ordnance or ordnanco stores, and

tho passage of this substitute.
