DEDATE IN THE HOUSG YESTERDAYs

The DlftVrenl Views In Farnr and Against tho Dili
Expressed by Varlons Membrrs Messrs.

The debalo on tlio apportionment bill vestenlay
In tho IIouso provoked tho oppression of a variety
of 01 Inlons. Mr. Ilerbeit resumed his remarks In
opposition to any Increnso In the membership of
tho House, on the ground that members would lose
teroual rcsponslblty. Ho favored a constitutional
amendment limiting tho number of Representa-
tives.

Mr. Jojcc, of Vermont, said that tbo bill was a
blow against New Fuglaud. He favored his own
nmendmcut fixing tho membership at 505. It
might bu asked whut ha would do with his mem-
bers. Ho vv ould pass a law by which tho House
could be relieved fnnn ptlv ate pressure1. Uowould
do aw ay vv lth thu desLsof members and Mibstlluto
for them inero benches. Ha would abolish tlio
HmtfreiwiMiat Jlecont that was used for tho glorifi-
cation of tho members, nnd then, when any man
wauled hlsrcmarkstal.cn down, let him put his
bund lirtils pocket and pav for it.

Mr. Hewitt, or New York, said that the Scalon
method was founded on a lullacy. Iho Constitu-
tion raid that re presentation should be apnattlniicd
oumimbcrx. The Scaton rulo pursued iho theory
or giving representation lo ncatlvo quantities.
That was contrary to the Constitution, which re-

quired that repioseiitatlon should bo given to
POsltlyo quantities. The bill proposed to glvo
Iterrcscniullvesto New York, l'cnnsjlvaiiln, and
Illinois lorn population of flvo hundred thousand
which had no existence.

Mr. Auderson, of Kansas, whllo ndvocallug a
IIouso of S23 Reprcsentaalvc, declared that tho
question or apportionment was not one or arith-
metic but of foresight, Somo gentlemen thought
Hint 321 was the proper number, but he did not
think that four more bears would mako much
dlllerenco In a bear garden of 321.

1 bo bill provides for a conv ciillon or 120 dolcgates
to bo elite en by tbo lix-u-l voters within tho pro-
scribed limits, who shall, on bchalfof the people
of tlio proposed State, declare that they adopt Iho
Coustltlon of tho United States, and shall thou pro-r-e

cd to form n constitution and btato government,
Tha bill provides for tho submission ol tho Con-
stitution to Iho pcoplo lor ratification, and uikui
Its ratification, II In accordance with the require-
ments of this act, tho President shall by
proclamation declare the Stato of Da-
