CONQUERED PERU.

Tim llnsl. or ITnee ns Set Forth by tlio
t'lilllmi OoTCi-iimrnt- ,

Panama, March 11. The text of tho protocol be-

tween Mr. Trcscot, United States Minister Ex-

traordinary to Chill, and Scnor Unify accda.Chllhn
Minister of l'orelgn Affairs, Is printed lu tho
olllclal papers at 1. inn. It sets forth :

rirstly-- Mr. Trescot stated that tho United
States had recognized tho government of Clorcla
Caldcron out of friendship for tho belligerents and
In the Interests of peace, and that, as his Gos em-
inent had been tho only ono which had rccoj-nlrc- d

It, by accrediting it representative to it, It
might be believed Iho Imprisonment of Garcia
Calderon srns an net which offended tho United
States. Scnor llalmaccda answered that Chill
abolished tho authority of Garcia Caldcron within
tho lines held by tho Iroops, nnd that ho was ar-
rested without nny Intention ol aflutidlug tho
Pulled Stales or nny other neutral power, and
simply In lliomuof tho legitimate rights of h bel-
ligerent. No further discussion ou this oIiit took
pmce.

the second article stales: "Tho United Stales
eliminates from the discussion tho possibility of
ntmed Inters cntlon, and will ofler their mediation
only In the osent of the belligerents impressing n
desire to obtain It and sshen Its acceptance svould
lead to a result satisfactory to both."

In tho third arllclo Chill declares Its feelings of
mutual friendship and confidence; that, If they
si cro offered, sue svould accept tho good olUces of
tho United States lu the contest with Peru, if, lu
omplojlng such good ofllees, tho United Stntes
ssnuldaciept tho terms of penco which Chillis
disputed to offer the enemy, It being understood
that If tho United Slates should not obtain Uio con-
sent of l'ciu to Iho conditions of peaco which
scrso ns a bnsls to the cmplojmeiitof tho good
office", in such ense the nctlon ot tho United States
bctvs ecu tho belligerents will at onco cense,

Fourthly colli agrees through Its civil mid mil-
itary authorities to glso oscry honorable fnclllly
to Mr.lrescol to enable hlra to communicate wills
any Permian nuthnrltlei or lndlslduals svhom ho

THE RISING WATERS.

LEVEES DREAKINQ EVERYWHERE.

Another IUIn-Stor- The Illvrrs Rlslng-Gr- tst

Dlstrrss Among the Pi apis Loss ef
and Prcptrlj-ltfl- lef for

tli Salfrrsrs.

ViCKsnuno, March 21. A heavy wind nnd rain
storm prevailed licrotast night, and astrong north-sve-

sslnd Is blowing producing heavy
swells on tho river, which It Is feared still causa
new breaks lu Iho levees. The steamer Salllo
Carney, from Deer Creek, brings head of slock
from L. A. Campbell's plantation. She reports tho
water seven to ten Inches deep on the plantations
ntound CampbclliYlllo. All the bonis bring largo
numbers of refugees, mostly colored. Laborers
at Majcrsvllto g supplied by tlio plant-
ers, and they will bo ready lo go to work
ns soon as tlio water falls. Duck-por- t

still continues above stater, and planting be-
gan thero jestcrdoy.
