BEAUTIFUL STARS.

HOW THEY COT THEIR QUEEn NAMES,

Artcraus Ward used lo saylbat, while there wcro
many things In tho scleuco or astronomy hard to
bo understood, there was ono fact which entirely
pusrlcd him. Ho could partly perceive host wo
"weigh tho sun" and ascertain tho component
elements of tho heavenly bodies by tho aid of
spectrum minhsls. " Hut what beats mo nbonttho
stars," ho observed plaintively, "Is how Wo lomo
lo know their names." This qiicallon, or rather
tliosomowhatslinllarqursllon,"liowdld thocon.
Mcllnllons enmoby I heir very peculiar naincsf 'has
pnxrltd rrofcssorriltchnrd nnd other astronomers
more serious than Arlcinus Wnrd. Why Is n group
of stars cntlcd llio Ilenr, or tho Hwon.or tho T Ins,
or named after the Pleiades, tho fair daughters of
Ihofllant Atlas? These aro dimculllcs that meet
even children when they cxamtno n "celestial
globe." Tbcro llieyflnd tho figure of a bear,
traced out with lines In Ihe Inlcrvnls bclvvccn
llio stars of tho constellations, while a very
Imposing giant Is so drawn Hint Orion's bill Just
fits bis wnlst. lint when ho comes to looks nt tho
heavens the Infant speculator tees no sort of like-
ness to n bear In tho stars, nor an) thing nt nil re-

sembling a giant lu tho neighborhood of Orion.
Tbo most rcccntrlo modern fancy, which can do-

led vshatshnpes It will In clouds, Is unablo lo Dud
nny likeness to humnti or nnlmnl forms In the
stars, nnd yet we cnll a great inouy of llio stars by
llio names of men, nnd beasts, nnd gods. Somo

resemblance lo terrestrial things, it is true., overy
ono can behold In tho heavens. Corona, for

Is like n crown, or, as tho Australian black
fellows know. Is Is llko a boomerang, and wo can
understand tshy thoy glvo It the name of that
curious curved missile. Tho Milky Way, again,
docs rrscmblen path In tho sky; our Ihigllsh an-

cestors called It Walling Street tho path of the
VI olllngs, mythical glanta and llushmcn In Africa
nnd rcdmcti In North AmcrlcaiiameUtho"nshcn
path." Tho ashes oftbo path, of counc, nro sup-

posed to bo hot and glowing, not dead uud black,
llko Ihe of modern running grounds.
Other and more recent names for certain constel-
lations nro also Intelligible. In Homer's tlmo tho
Greets had two names for tbo Orcat Dear; they
called It tho Pear or the Wain ; and a certain fan-

ciful likeness to n wnln may bo limdo out, though
no resemblance, to n bear Is manifest. In tho
United States tlie sumo constellation Is popularly
si v led tho Dipper, mid overy ono may obscrvo tho
likeness to a dipper or toddv ladle. Hut theso re-

semblances take us nnlya little way toward learn-tu- g

how the constellations obtained their human
and animal appellations.

As tbo star stories told by the Greeks, tho ancient
Kgyptlans, nnd olher civilized peoplo ol tlio Old
World exactly correspond lu character, and some-

times evciilu Incident, with tho star stories of
modern savages, wo base tho choice ol two

to pxnlaln this curious coincidence. Ter
tians tho star stories about nymphs changed Into
boare and hears changed into stars wrro invented
by tho civilized races of old, und gradually found
tliclr way ninong pcopio uso llio ijiquiinnux iiuu
tbo Australians and the Bushmen. Or It may bo
Insisted that the anceston or Australians, llsqitl.
inatix, nnd lluslimeii were onco civilized, llko llio
Orccksniid Egyptians, nurt Invented star stories,
Mill leinembered bj thcirilcgcncrnto descendants.
T hese nro the two lorms of tho explanation which
will bo advunced by persons who believo that tho
slur stories were originally tho rrultorthe civilised
Imagination. Tho other theory would bo that tho
"ridiculous talis" about tho stan were orig-
inally tho work or tho suvago imagination, and
that the Creeks und Kgyptlans when they bciumo
civilized retained llic old mjtlis that their
nnccston had Invented when they wcro sav-
ages. In favor or this theory It may bu said,
brletly, that thero Is no proof that tho fathers
of Australians, Usqulmaux, and llushmcn bad
ever been civilized, while there Is u great deal or
evidence to suggest that tho fathers ortho Orceks
had ouco been savages. And, lr we incline) to
tlie theory that tho star myths nro tho creation of
savase fanes . wo nt onco lcarnwbr they aro III

nil purts ortho world so much alike. Just as tho
flint mid bono weapons of rudo races resemble
i sell other miicn moro than they resemble the
metal weapons and tho artillery or advanced
peoples, so the menial products, tho fairy talcs,
and nu ths of rude races hao everywhere n strong
family rcsemblanco They aro produced by men
In similar mental conditions of Ignorance, curi-
osity, and credulous fancy, nnd thoyuro Intended
lo supply the snme needs, partly of amusing nar-
rative, partly of crude explanation of tamlllar
nl.dnnsi.n.

Now It Is tlmo to prove the troth of our assertion
that tho s or savage and ol civilized
rncos closcl resemble each other. Let us begin
with that group, tho Pleiades, Thu
peculiarity or tho Pleiades Is that tho group con-

sists or seven slats, or which ono Is so dim that It
seems entirely lo disappear, and many persons call
only detect its piescncu through a telescope. Tho
Orceks had nm)th to account for tho vanishing
ol the lost ITclad, The talo isglicn 111 tha"Kat-astorlsm-

(siorlcs of metamorphoses luto stan),
attributed to Kratietlicues. This work wnsprobably
written after our cm, hut tho author denvidbis
Information from older treatises, uosv lost. Accord-
ing to tlie 11 reek myth, then, tho seven stars of the
ITelud wcro suv euiiiuldens, daughters or thoOImit
Atlas. Mx of llieiu hud gods for lovers; Position
admired two of them, Zeui three, and Arcs ono:
but theses culh had only mi earthly wooer, uud
when all of them ssero changed luto stars
tho maiden with tho mortal lover hid her
light for shame. Now let us compare tho
Australian story. According lo Mr. Dasvson
("Australian Aborigines"), a writer who knows
the natives well, "their knowledge or tho heav-
enly bodies greatly exceeds that of most ivhllo
people," and " Is taught by men selected lor Ihelr
lutclllgcitcoatid Information, The knowledge Is
Important to the aborigines on their night

The Crow
found that tho queen and lierslx maidens, like
olhcr Australian gins, were in the habit or hunt-
ing lor ivhllo cdlblo grubs lu tho
imrk or trees, Tho Crow t once changed
himself Into a grub (Just as Jupiter uud
ludra used to ehangu Into swuns, horses, unts, or
w hut not) und hid in thu bark or fio tree. Tho six
maidens sought to pick him out with their wooden
books, but he hroku tho points or all tho hooks.
Then cume the queen, with her pretty bone hook;
ho let hlmscirbo drawn on, took theshnpo or n
giant, nnd ran nwny with her. Kver slnco there
hiiio been only six stars, the six maidens, lu tho
Pleiad. This story Is well known, ky tho stilctost
Inquiry, lo be current nmong tho blacks or tbo
