Beparotol from tho Old World, away from tho
hcaules distinctions of casto, away from sceptics
nnd titles mid crowns, they governed thcmsclvos.
They defended their homes, they earned tin lr
bread. Hncli citizen bad a voice and the little
villages became almost republics.

DutlhoBavngesof tho New World wcro kinder
than tho kings aud nobles of tho Old; and s tho
human ttdo kept coming, and tbo places of tin
dead wero tilled.

Amid common dangers nnd common hopes the
prejudices nnd feuds of Huropo faded slowly from
their hearts. Flora every land, of every speech,
driven ty want nnd lured by hope, exiles and
emigrants sought tho in) storlous continent of tho
West.

Year aftor j car tho colonists fought and tolled
nnd suffered nud Increased,

They begun to talk about liberty to renson of
tha rights of 11 an. They asked fto help from dis-

tant kings, nnd they began to doubt Iho uso of
paying trlbuto to tho usolcss. They lost respect
for dukes nnd lords, and held In high esteem all
liouovt men.

Thiro was the dawuofancw day. Thoy began
to drenm of Independence, They found that they
could make and execute tho laws. They had tried
tho experiment of silf gov ornracut. They had
succeeded. Tho Old World wished to dominate
the Now. In tho euro and keeping of tho colontsls
was tbo destiny of this continent of half tho
w orld.

On this day tho story of tho great strugglo
colonists and kings should bo told. Wo

should tell our chltdtcn of tho lontcst flrst for
Justice, then for freedom. 'o should till them
tho history of tho Declaration of Independence,
tho chart and compars of all human rights "All
men aro equal and Irnvo the rltht to life, to liberty,"
nnd joy.

This declaration uncrowned kings and wrested
from tho hands of titled tyranny tho scepter of
usurped and arbitrary power. It surcrseded royal
grants and repealed tho cruel statutes of a thousand
years. Itgave tho peasant ncarocr. It knighted
all tho sous of toll. It opened nil tho paths to famo
and put tho star of bopoabovo tho cradle of the
poor man's babo.

Hngland was then ilioinlghtlostofnntlons.mls-trtsso- f

every sea, aud vet our fathers, poor and
fuw, defied her power.

1 wo remember the defeats, tho victories,
tho dlssslon, tho weary marches, tho pov orly, tho
hunger, tho sufferings, tho agonies, and, abovo all,
the glorlisof tho Revolution. Woremerabcr nil
from Loxlnglou to Valley Forge, nnd from that
midnight of despair to Yorktown'scloudless day.

Wo remember tho soldiers and thinkers tlio
heroes ofthe swoid and pen. They had tho brain
and heart, tho wisdom and tho courage, to titljT
and defend these words: "Governments doilvc
their Just powers Irom tho consent of tho gov-

erned."
In defemo of this suhllmo and

ttuth tho war was waged and won.
wo rcmemhirall tho heroes, all tho gen-

erous and chlvulrlu men who camo from other
lands to make ours ficc.

Of tho many thousands who shared tho gloom
nud glory of tho seven sacred venrs not ono re-

mains. Tho last has mingled with tho earth, aud
nearly nil nro sleeping now lu unranrked graves,
and some bcniath tho leaning, crumbling stones
from which their names liavo been effaced by
Time's Irrovercnt and relentless hands.
