Ho passed a quiet
nlght.slccplng well, and this morning ate a hearty
breakfast. A number of persons visited him
before oxecutlou, and In conversation liogavoa
detailed statement of Iho manner In wiilch ho
bait his son and tbo lattir's dentil. Ho said ho
was prepare! to sutler lorwhst ho had done, but
asserted repeatedly that ho did tint Intend tn kill
lha boy. On tho contrary, ha raid when ho found
tho boy was dead ho fell Ilka

CUTTINO HIS OW N THROAT,
and was only dclerrcd from so doing by tho
thought that It la-di- be could not goto Gnd. A
colored niltiltttr was with Iho condemtud man
forsomo time beforo tho lift moments nirlvcd,
prnyiiiK with him and admlnUlcrliu religious
consolation. At 11:45 ho was led from tlio coil by
tho pr sou ofllcbils niisl rouduilcd tn nn nick suro
out lilo tho Jail, where tho scaffold had bein
croctod.
