TUB SITUATION VERY ALARMING.

Bnslnm Almost at a Stand-Sti- ll In Sen York-T- he

Strikers Threaten His rellce A Troda- -

nation Issued by Hie Ueiernor
of Ken Jersey.

Jfrjey City, N. J Juno 00. Tho slluslton In
Jersey City ls hourly becoming moro and more
Interesting.

pordsy. The switchmen nnd brakemen employed
by tho Erie Railway Company In the yards of
the cast and west sido of tho Herein tunnel
havo Joined tho strikers, Tho freight trafllo
of tho road Is at a complete stand still. Super-
intendent Hill, on being asked what he thought
of tho situation, replied: "Wo are In tho hands of
a mob. If the strikers remain orderly I do not
nntlelpato any serious troublo othor than thacom-plet- o

stoppage or business, which will result In an
enormous loss to tho company; but If tho strikers
should becoino violent a great loss of llfo would
ensue, and I very much doubt tho ability of the
police, special and regular, to copo with tlio
strikers.
