Henry Goorge.

There need be no doubt that the letter
of Heury Gieorge to the President, detail-
ing the indignities put upon him in Ire-
land, in the nawme of the English govern-
ment, while he was visiting in that coun-
try, will have the attention to which his
l:lr.: character for veracity and his vights
as an Amerlean citizen enlitle him, In-
ternational obligations are not based upon
tho caprices of sojourners in o foreign
Iand, or of the petty oflicinls in that
lund. They are bused on the sensi-
bilitles of nations, however, and the
government which does not disuvow
pich outrages as  those perpetrated
o Me, George by English officials can-
ot expect to make the nation whoso
gitizen hip is thus contemned believe in
the sincerity of her profession of good
will, A good neighbor does not allow
Nig sorvants to Leat his neiglibor's child,
What is needed is an assuirmoce from
Englund that not even the insurrec.
tionary condition of Ireland is to he
mide tho clonk for uncalled for aud
wanton outrages on quiet and well-dis-
posed Awerlean  citizens by spiteful
bruies who wear a constable’s uniform.

It would be very easy for England
to provide for an instunt appeal to
# higher authority than a constable

to determine whoether oy American
citizen hos forfeited his right to be
ot Jarge in Irelpnd, Those Americans
who are the hot partisans of Eog-
land on all oecasions when the rights
of nn American citizen in that country
are involved will notof course be able to
g that Henry George could hiave hid
any righta which an English policeman
was Dbound to respect. But men who
Lave & spark of real Amerieanism in
them will begin to think that the thne
mny come when the question will not be
wlio can best represent our goverument
ut the court of St James, but whethor it
is worth while that we should bo ropro-
ponted at all in & country which treats
Awmaerlcan sojourners as public enewles,

Virginin earller than his “denrest foa”
had dared to iope.  Ho will not be able
to sorve it. He s too Inte. Frye nnd
ITale, Dlair and Rolling, Hoar and Dawos,
Morrill and Hdmunds, Hawloy nnd Plate
of Connoeticut, Anthony and Aldrich,
Sherman, Conger, Bawyer, Alligon, Win-
dom, and, indeed, all the leaders
of the Republican party who did not sup-
port Grant at Chicagoe have given their
approval of tho Liberal Conlition in Vi
ginin, nnd are the warm supporters of
Mahone, President Garfleld was com-
mitted fully in the snme direction.

Tt hos the
cordiak support of the Administration,
including every Calinet officer. It hing
been indorsed by all the leading Repub-
lican press, Mr. Blaino will create no
diversion, The mighty movement of
restoration will go on.  Every step of prog-
réss it makes will, of course, be re-
sisted ns heretofore by the Bourbons
and by Mr. Blaine. It is not in the
power of any man to stop it.

The friends of the Treasury of the
United’ States haye more canse for
nlarm at Mr. Blaine's Chicago interview
than have the friends of the Liberal
movement in Virginia, If heard aright,
Mr. Blnine proposes that ten millions of
dollars shall be lifted from the United
States Trensury to relieve Virginia from

the payment of an amount she
does mnot owe, and to bestow
it on those who have, according

to o statement made by the United States
Supreme Court, surrendered all cloim to
it, Thisought to bring together a lobby
in December, the like of which haa not
been seen for many years, It is not un-
likely that the benevolent scheme of Mr.
Blaine to pny some millions to indi-
viduals will more engross the publie at-
tention, as well as his own, than any pos-
sible bearing his interviow may have
upon the political future, The Virginia
Bourbons are past Mr, Blaine's help.
What he may be able to do for Virginia
debt brokers and adventurers is yet to be
ascertained. When his interview in full

Publicity as a Remedy.

Tt s claimed that railrond abused are to
a considerable extent remedied in Mas-
sachusetts by the opoeration of a law
which canses them to be made publie by
the State railroad commissioners, That
means that a decent rogard for theirown
interests onuzes the railroad managers to
avold any practices which, being made
publie, will offend the people. Why not
apply the same romedy to abuses in the
civil service? A former surveyor of cus-
toms of the port of New York declares
that during bis term one of the most per-
sistent und greedy clamorers for spoils
was George William Curtis, Curtls wos
the Republican Boss at that time in the

asgembly  district in which  Staten
Island is situated. He was as expert
a  trickster, too, a8 any that could

be found. One of his associctes was
heard to bopst of some of the shuarp
fricks practiced to carry n primary there
ngninst some strong opposition,  Curtis
wasg right on the ground always, working
like o beaver to get himself sont as a
delegate to the State convention or to get
his manintothe legislature. The “ work-
era” who were ewployed by him wero
of the regulation pattern, and for these-
he badgered and importuned the custom
house authorities ot New York for places
ns rewnrds for their “work” ut the
primaries, Now, il there lind heen a law
reguirving the New York collector to re-
port all changes to the Secretary of the
Tronsnry, with astatement under onth of
the names of those who had orally or in
wrltiiig, diveetly or indirectly, indorsed
the new appointees, apd then if the law
had requirad the Secretary to transmit
this to the Prosident to accompany the
annnal message to Congress, the publie
would luve had light on the subject.
Again: if all the officers in the depart-
ments in Washivgton, and ail the officials
throughout the land were to furnish an-
nually, under eath, reports like those
nbove deseribed, the publie wounld see o
great deal of hepocrisy unmaosked, for
they would find the very men who raisoe
tho loudest hue and ery in fuvor of re-
form descending to the lowest kind of
tricks in order to obtaln spoila with
which to pay their political debts and by,
which to support thoso in some way
dependent upon them, Now, we believe
that no man ought to make n recoms-

mendation  which he eannot  allord
to sea in print.  The influence of
Senators  and  Representutives in
matters of appolntment will never

bo harmful if they are made to face the
public with all they say and do. The
publiention of sworn reports on recoms-
mendations for appointments would not
only reform the eivil service, but it would
also reform the go-called civilsservice re-
form, We hope the press will consider
and discuss this simple remedy for the
secret and improper manipulation of
government places by politicians and
gham reformers, Those who recommend
only the unworthy for removal and the
deserving for appointment cannot be
havmed by it
