largely reduced The thrco boats drifted together
for a short time I heard thoso In tho other boats
call to the captain for oars Ono of tho two boats
had no oarr ono had one and our boat hadtuo
Tho captain could spare none Our biat went
nlongquto nicely for somo minutes tho others
eapxlttd almost Immediately They had nothing
to help themi elves with I was sitting In tho botr
of our boat looking back toward the wreck I
saw tho other two boats tip over thrco times nnd
when I next saw them they wcro empty no ono
even clinging to their sides I am suro

except Tlnkls and mself Finally ourboit upset
and wo Inst both oars Wo wcro then at tho
mercy of tho w at cs and woro upot four times In
all There wcro eighteen persons In tlio boat before
shenpact Two women were lost the first time It
beenmo calmer near dark and the boat did not
upset again About this tlmo tto picket up a
floating oar but w etc too exhausted to usolt
The mate told md to hold on to tho life line what
etcr happened nnd I netcr let go When tho
boat ursctl hung on and camo up with It None
of the fit e men died until after dark Thomato
got up on his knees and said ho could sco land
This cheered us all Tho captain seemed very
sad and seldom spike None had hats or coats
on but Tlnkls I had neither hat nor shawl Wc
were all In tho

WATrn rr to ovn xkfes
but the water was not up to the scats If wo had
had n balling dish wc could have balled out the
boat aftor the sea went down but wo had noth-
ing
