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Public Opinion,

Public opinion, we are told, is law,
This means that rulers chosen by the
people oust conform their action to
the prevuiling sentiment, or be displaced
at the next election. This minkes it fm-
portant to understand what forees tend
to cause any particalar sentiment to pre-
vail, A genuine and a wholesome public
apinion would be that which the averago
genso of the people wonld form upon any
question after a fair understanding of the
facts, To the popular will thus arrived
at and expressed the greatest should bow
submizsively, becanse disobuedionce to
such o mandate ig tresson 1o society,
If “all governments derive their
just  powers  from  the econsent of
the governed,” it follows that the
governed are sovereign, and that
their deerees, issned within the limits
they themselves have set, are not subjeot
to any less authority than o subseqguent
mujority. If the people have truth and
fucts on which to base their opinions,
and if their passions and emotions are
not 80 viclently wronght upon as to elond
thieir reason, we muy lmpu for the rule of
common sense and fair play—which are
but synonyms for wisdom and justice,
But if the people are deceivel by error
and filschood, and if vile disturbers use
these to create unhiealthy public excite-
ment, then reason is dethroned, and the
worat encmies of mankind are the mas-
ters, Wo have been twld that “ Error is
never dangerous when Truth is left free
tocombnt it,” but Erroroutsereams Truth,
und Fulschood travels a league while
Faet is putting on its boots,

The naws of the day is the history of
thoe time. The correspondent and re
porter are constantly furnishing the
statements on. which the people mnst
decide what it is best should be done,
Except us to the things which oceur
under our immedinte observation, we are
all dependent upon these news-gatherers
for whot we think we know., I they
ghemid be careless, inaccurate, or un-
fust they might cause great havoe,
and the ship of  state might
be lost for want of a true
knowledge of its course or of the sur-
ronnding dangors,  The newspapers in
which thig large and potential class make
thelr communications to the public are
owned by private individuals and are
printed by them for the purpose of mak-
ing money. Any man hasthe legal right to
print o newspaser and to advocate what-
ever views hie pleases,  This freedom of
the press enables Trath o combat Error
if it can find capital willing to invest it-
gelf for that purpose.

The newspaper field is now pretty well
oconpled n the great centers of popula-
tion by about a score of great journala,
These are marvels of entorprise, und by
such combinations as control the market
in other commodities they have sub-
gtantinl control of the supplies for news.
That is to say, seven New York dailies
form an association by which sgents ure
employed in collecting news ot every
point of consequence, and selling it
through subordinate associations to such
papiers as ore in faver with them, Of
conrse the publishing of new papors at
tho chiefl centers might as well be pro-
hibited by law as for ong to be compelled
Lo i t_'lrluin'lIIIuIl with this |-urfm‘t:_',' law-
ful monapely, No single man or firm can
afford to crente a system of newsgathor-
ing forone paper, the cost of whivh would
equal that which is now divided between
HO Hiny.

Mr. Gould were to bocome master of
both, but it would be promoted if the tel-
cgruph compiny ghonld make o tarifl of
reasonable rates at which unewspapoers
desiring 1t conld be farnishod with nows
by its operstors from every telegraph
oflice in the country through news bu-
reans at principal centers establishod un-
derita conirol. This would not inter-
fors with the Associnted Press, which al-
ready hos it agonts nnd all e eustomers
itds acilling to werve; but it would mnke
possible and oncourage the establish-
ment of new papers everywhere, whose
proprietors would know that they could
have ns good news and at a8 reasonable
thies as those alrendy in existonce, With
two stich nows systems the errors and
bins which might oreep into either would
bu likely to becounteracted by the other.
There would Lo no tmonopoly in this,
and it is worth the consideration of the
stockholders in tho telegraph company
us o plan for increusing their business,

And now for the application, ns the
preachers say, We sot out with the
truism that publie opinion is law, As
public apinion must be based largely on
understood  faets, which can only he
lenrned through the press, therefore the
statemonts of the press are Jaw., It is
not yviolating logie, then, to say that we
live undor a government of newpnpers.
The Associuted Press dispatches are in-
tended to bey and for the most part
probably are, without color or bias
They are not often complained of. The
gale of them to favered newspapers, and
the refusal of them to new ones, is a
strictly natural (because profituble) and
blumeless business transaction,

But the freedom of the preas wonld be
eplarged if competing newn establishments
woere opened at which other pupers could
Lo supplied,  We are, with oceasional
exceptions, well served by the Associated
I'ress ; but the country is not well geryed
with great newspapers.  Too many of
those woe have nve in tho same rat. The
public mind is often confused by their
milsstatemonts, und polsoned by  thelr
wnlevolence,  They seem to Lhave con-
apired sometimes to hunt men, and drive
them to mudness or to death,. Was ever
n man honnded and abused as General
Giarfield was by them in S,in the fuce of
the very same explanations which in
1580 were taken by them as suthcient?
Aud yet the people were then so in
flnmed  ageinst him  that all through
the Iresidential cumpaign, in which he
was o candidate seven yvears later, he
sutlered the anguish of doulting whether
Lig hud vet rocovered in the publie esti-
mation fromw the merciless howl of New
York, Chicago, and Cincinnati dailios,
amd the Albany Iven thgpJuwernal, the Uticn
Hevaldl, the DBuflulo £rvpreg, and other
papers which were at the luter dite sup-
porting him. The people forget so soon,
The papers that are now reviling Presi-
dent Arthur have oot poured out upon
Lim ntithe of the venom with which they
buthied Goneral Gavfield, Is there not
dunger that Howl may become King?
This ean never be if extended nows facili-
tics shiall rovruit the vanks of journalism
und all ghades of opinion and elpsses of
wien have an equal chignce to secure o
henring through the press.
