The Republican parly hns been treated
as a public enemy for ten years by men
who every four yeara mount it, booted

The death of Thurlow Weed, the last
of the great and wellknown politieal
firm of Sewnrd, Weed, and Greeley
munufielurors of publie opinion, and
wholesale and retall deilers in prtronage
and power, bhaving (hoir principal place
of hlmm-m at Albany, N, Y, natutally
cdalls 10 mind many (thoughts and remi-
niftences which have not appenred in
any of the fneral sermons upon the
charnuter of the deceased member. A
the death of AMr, Weed lins oecurred nt
the elose of the only campaign in this
country which haa beon conducted on the
plutform of hostility to leadership under
the name of bossism, we have a coinei-
dence that is at least sugrestMNe, nod well
worthy of a passing notice.

The great tirm alluded to was remark=
able for many things, but especinlly for
tho great ability of its members, dissimi-
Inrity of tustes and talents, harmony of
purposes, and general agreement upon
metholds of aecomplishing the results nt
wltich they aimed. Their ability was
great and of different kinds. Mr, Sew-
ard wis s philosophic statesman, of
broad views and patriotic intentions,
joined to an ambition that never por-
mitted the main chance to full fur into
the rear.  Mr, Greeley was a statesnian-
like philosopher, Imbued with philin-
thropy and sentiment, between which

Mr, Weed was the astute business man-
ager of the concern, and iovented the
great plans and attended to and carried
out the small details, even to the most
trifling and nnlmportant particular, mak-
ing himself generanlly useful by industry,
shrewdness, self-sacrifice, nud a determi-
nution never to allow o battle to be lost
on weepunt of sgueamishoess as to the
employment of strategy  when foreo
shiould be found unegual to the task in
hand,  Seward furnished the rhetorie,
the fine phroses, and elogant generalinzn.
tions which enptivated scholars und think-
ers; Greeloy added the moral, industrial,
and, to some extent, the sovinl reform
idens which atteaeted the visionuary, en-
thusinstic, and progressive clements, and
Weed combined, compoudded, and ar-
ranged everything intoworking condition
on 4 practical and common senke busis,

The good of the country was the grand
abjective without doubt, but it was pretty
