Richards,
the acting superintendent of the census, b
fore them yoatorday with a view to obtaining
sono informution s to the state of the census
ofMes and its work. It isfound that the work
of gollating and preparing the resnlts of the
consts for pablication §a in a backwiarnd and
grontly vomfused condition,  This fact has by
gome so manifest to the pommittes that it is
not likely that the pending censas doficiency
bill will be recommended for pussage until
substaniial asaurances are furnished that the
proposed approprintion will be employed in
sueh & manner vs to produce olearly rf»ﬁnml
resttlte snd bring the work speedily to a close,
A prominent member of the committes suld
st night that thero sodimed ta bo g strong
inelination upon the purt of eertain seion.
tifie and philosophical gentlemen connected
with tha census to propare elabiorate works
upan speeial toples, which they wishod to have
piblishod ab tho expense of the government,
principully for their personnl glovifleation,
nnd not for the legitimate purposes of tlie
consug, Hossid he thought the committos
wore unanimous in roguiring that tho scope
of the census publications now In prepartion
shonld be clearly outlined and conflued to o
practieal lHmit, a8 was contemplatid by the
census uet,

Secretary Toller in much eoncorned about

CONFLICT OF JURISINCTION

Netwween the States of New York and New
Jevsey Over Water Rights,

The speaker Tnid before the house yestordny
a lottor from the attorney genvreal, relptive to
the question of jurisdiotion ns boetween the
oourts of the stute of New York and the state
of Now Jersey over the witors of the Hudsin
river, Now York bay, Kill von Kull, Kills
nrihur, and the lower bay, It contains s
copy of an opinlon dellvered by Hon, John T,
Nixon, of the distriet conrt for the district of
New Jersoy; also coples of lotters from the
disiriet sttorney for the sonthern distvies of
Now York,

The opinion of Tudge Nixon, as interpretod
in the letter from Murshall Kuox, holds that
New Jorsoy has jurisdiction in admimlty to
the middle of Hudson river, the Killvon Kull,
Killaxthur, and the bay bordering on the
shores of Now Jursey.

Stowart L. Woodford, United Statesdistrioe
nttorney, in his lotter says: 1 find mymelfl
unuble to agree with the morshal in under-
standing Judge Nizon to elaim for Now Jor-
sey Jurisdiotion to the middle of the Hudson
river, On the contrury, I think that his ar-
gument Is » elear concession to the distriet
eourt of this district of exclusive jurikdiotion
to low water murk on the New Jersey side,
oxcept us to vessels moored to wharves on
piors projecting from the New Jorsey shore.'

Mr. Woodfond's letter also goes on to stato
that ho apprebonds serions consequuness from
conflict of jurlsdiction, aml recommends that
the matter bo submitied to congross fur legls-
lation,
