It sopmod o the spealer that botter
chorned from loppered snd whoyed erenm
must have a lnrge swount of casoin mingled
with it, and that thore is not only a groat loss
of butter lavor proper, but an wdditional of
sour milk flnvor, One fullncy should be dis-

dlled, Good butter mukers will make good
mtter with rogued fo the brand of refined
fult,  Balt isthe smne overywhoro, snd with
injurlons lmpurities—which nre the samo
everywhore—carefully eliminsted, no harm
ean comn from its use, and Amoriean reflnod
