Tho agitation of tho wator question by
Tun ItFrunMOAJT lias excited considerable
intorost among tho citizens who havd bceh
tho sufferers from n scarcity of that lluld and
has been tho means of bringing tho attention
of tho district ofllclals moro closely to tho
subject Letters havo been received at this
ofllco asking that tho Inquiry as to the cattso
bo kept up and saying tlmt tlio subject Is ono
of vital Intorost to tho health nnd convenience
of tho community Tho complaints of tlio
scarcity of water which havo been published
In thoso columns lmvo nil heon takcii from
tho oillclal lllus of tho water department nnd
consequently there can bo no question ns to
thoir reliability Thoy ranncd In dato from
tho fall of 1881 to last month and tho greater
portion of thorn covered ground alleged to
liavo been benefited by tho erection of tho
standplpo

Tho statement that tho flow of water In tho
northern section nf tlio city Is greater than
before tho standplpo wns erected ot that tlio
citizens residing In that locality aro now in
tho receipt of a stilllclcnt supply of water to
bo nt all times available in their bathrooms
In tho second story or that tho water supply
has Increased in that section so tlmt there is
now less Inconvenience than before no matter
whether mado by ono or by nil tho district
nlllclub or ox olllclnls Is not boruo out by
facts No matter what tho theory of tho
standplpo may bo or tho probablo lesult of u
certain nrraugement of tho stop cocks tho
actual result Is that thoro Is greater Incon ¬

venience experienced nt tho present tlmo by
tho citizens residing in tlio uoithoru section
of tho city than over before

It may bo a fact that thero can bo no relief
until tho completion of tho projected exten-
sion
