talked louder than thoy for tarlil revision
and whllondmltttng that thcro was no earthly
possibility of n houso bill passing thoy all
agreed that tho scnato bill was a bad bill a
very bad bill and that If It beenmo n law it
would ruin hundreds of Iron mills and man-
ufactories

Kolloy Realizing tho folly ofcnrrylugon n
fight further when It wns patent to tho dumb
cat that tho speaker oftho liouso and tho chair ¬

man of tho ways and menus committee wcro
hostllo to tho only bill which can
possibly becomo a law tho majority
quietly quit tho gamo and consented to an
adjournment a fow minutes later Tlio caucus
you will sco did nothing to clear uway tho
parlimcutarv obstacles that aro in tho path of
tho bill I bcllovo every rami who took part
in tho caucus wont away convinced that no
tariff bill can pass this session without tho
assistance of democrats
