DONOiiurs swonN statement
in regard to tho robbery of tho Clirlstiancy
diamonds is as follows

Mlllor and I weio standing at Sixth street
and tho uvenue at the National hotel corner
about 8 In tho evening Miller mado a ro
mark abouttho two Astor brothers who wcro
in tho adjoining room to Chrlstlaucys Thoy
woro drinking wluo and talking loud Mlllor
cays That Is old Clirlstiancy srooni and ho
says Ho has got a largo quantity of diamonds
and good stuff I asked hi in how ho knew it
Ho said he got it from a party In tho hotel
who ought to know something about it Wo
walked to tho cigar stand and got a cigar
Mlllor went up stairs first and looked at tho
keyhole of Chrlstlanoy s door Ho camo down
and told mo it was a common keyhole and
looked llko a plain koy would fit it Ho ad
vlsod mo to look it over and seo what I thought
of it I went up stairs and looked at it and
told him I thought a T koy would fit Thon
wo camo down ami had a drink at tho bar and
went out to tho corner

He asked me if Lltt lo Charloy was In town
Charley lay Ho always stopped with mo
when ha camo to town Mlllor knew that ho
was a professional hotel man I told him ho
was Ho says Bond him to in o to night I
asked him whero ho would seo him Ho says

Wo will walk up to Willards talking on

this subject nil tho way up I left him at
Wlliarirs ami went ana munu nancy uy
Miller to remain at Willards until my ro
turn Having brought Charloy Gay to him
thoy held n conversation in my presenro
about tho Job nnd hoW it wa to bo douo It
was to bo dono whllo Clirlstiancy was at
breakfast Charloy told mo to get up caily
in tho morning nnd mako lilin n T key I
fetched thrco dllToront bIcs so thcro should
bo no falluro In onoofthom fitting tho lock
Charloy Gay stopped with mo and I gavo him
tho keys lu tho morning when ho went down
to tho National hotel and camo back with a
newspaper bundled up which 1im opened on
tho tablo In my back room and showed man
largo quantity of diamonds nnd valuablo
stones somo of tho pearls wcro broken Ho
gavo mo tho keys back aid told mo that ho
would wait at tho shop for Miller Mlllor
camo In about fifteen minutes after ho got
there and had n conversation in tho back
room I was not present at that conversation
ns I was In tho shop thon Charloy uud Miller
went out Minor carrying mo jowcis unucr
his arm lu tho samo paper In which they
were brought in not tolling mo whero they
wcro going going out In a hurry

I saw Charley Gay that ovcnlng and nsked
lilin wlmt lui hud dono with tho stufl nnd ho
told ine thoy had planted it that if hud hid
it Ho says wo planted It meaning himself
mid Miller Charloy novor wont out of tho
room that ovcnlng until dnrk Neither
did I seo Miller until after dork Charloy
Gay and I going out mot him at tho National
hotel at tho comer of Sixth and tho nveuuo
Charloy Gay went Into tho writing room and
wroto a letter to Mr llennott n fenco living
In Now York for to como on I think ho
lives lu Maiden laud and look tho stuff over
and seo what ho would stand for it I took
tho letter to tho depot and mailed It myself
I thon camo over and met Miller and McLM

fresh standing at tho National hotel and
Charloy too Wo talked tho matter ovor
then wo went home after holding about half an
hours conversation to wait for tho feuco to
como on Charley was lo keep under cover

Clirlstiancy having sent for Mlllor Miller
stated to mo that ho ollercd 1000 for their

It was tho satchel belonging to tho fence
Miller going beforo tho party to look
tho dopot over und boo that everything
was all right whllo I remained on tho Sixth
street corner Sixth and tho avenue Miller
returned to where I was McElfresh remain ¬

ing at tho depot until tho train started Mil-

us Miller nskod mo to go to ManU and wait
thcro until ho returned ho taking Charles
Gay with htm I wcut to Mnntzs Charles
Gay and Miller going off to got chango for n

500 hill getting chango probably at somo of
tho gambling houses When Miller and
Charles Gay rotmncd to Muntzs Charles Gay

Boston Feb 23 Sovcn suits havo been
instituted against tho Augustinian society a
Roman Cithollo organization formed in Law
renco in 1870 to rcccivo tho deposits of tho
pailshioucrs of tho church Attachments
hnvo been issued for tho sum of 27000
nnd moro mo likely to follow Tho society
was formed by tho prlost nnd subsequently
chartered by tho legislature with authority
to hold proporty not csceedlng 200000
Largo amounts of real estate including
church property havo been convejed to
tho society from tlmo to time Slnco 1881
when Father Regan took chargo of Its
nlTatrs doposltors havo had dllllculty in so
