Nrw Youx; Mar, 18—DPatrick Fgan, the
former tressurer of tho leish land league,
arrived in this eity to-day, and I8 now stops
ping nt the Grand Central hotel  Whon he
was asked by a roporter the name of the
vemol on which he arrived and the port from
whial he salled, ho nsked to bo exeused from
answering, sa to do so wonld bo to give s clow
to private matters, which he did not wish to
bo made public,

"1 prosume you imvo soen tho statoments
in wome of our American papors; he was
neked “respecting your alleged edgape from
Dublin 2"

“You," ho nonswared, 1 have scon them,
and I have only to say that they are entirely
devold of foundution. The chief purpose of
my visit 18 eommereinl, 1 have been long
wunting to visit Chivago, Bt. Louis, 8t. Paul,
and other large flour exporting eentors in con-
nection with the business of my firmn in Dob-
T, ms wo deal lurgely in Amorioan flour, and
my doclsion to do a0 wis hastoned by the
urgent request of Mr, Shoridan that I shonld
give evidewes In the extrmlition procesd
ingh now pending sgalonst him, and also
by strong lettess roceleed feom Mr Mooney,
president of the Amoricun Tund lenguo, and
other friends who pressed me Lo - come to
Amierien 1o glve the leaders of the movement
here such Inforiantion as s in my power re-
gntding the situstion at howe,'”

that you fled from Dublin in disgoise sud in

Wholssale Swindling by a Schencotady
Broker—His Flight

A Long List of Peoplo whe Lost Their
Money sud Thelr Propertiy,

Trov, N. Y., March 13,1t has beon dis«
covered that Emmett 0'Nelll, the Schnsctady
broker, who recently falled, his fled, and that
he hus vietimbzod purtlon In Schonodtady and
Duanesburgh ont of not less than $260,000,
Havlug the handling of his father's cstiate
andl belog presumably woalthy, o wus elected
o dlpdctor of the Schenectudy bank, From
the books of the bank he lenrned shat mwany
farmors in Duaneaburgh hnd funds to invest,
He obtained possession of their monoy on

lausible ropresentations, and gave as soeurs
by lorged mortgnges, When further proof
wos  paked bo would even forge assigns
wents  of  mortgages, fneloding the
conpty elerk's cortitleats nud w  ocopy of
the record,  He also forged notes, Ho had
olght notes out ws collateml, purporting to bo
signed by Col. Chureh, aud each bping for
$5,000, Unly two ol these notes wore gens
ulte,  Ten years ago O'Nelll suld a farm in
Duunesburgh to Joseph " MeQuude  for $0,000,
FL000 bolong pald o casly, Nl wking »
mortguge for §7,000. MeQuude has padd §2,-
009 beaides fnterest. Last tail O'Neill told
MeQuade that thie orlginel mortgoage or 7,
000 wus 80 covered with ndemsements of einall
piywents that be bad betser exectute o new
mortyige for 5,000 snd he (O'Neill) wosdd
dostroy the oid lostroment, MeQQuade ex-
equted o new morigage and  supposed that
('Neill had destroyed tho original one, He
did not do so, however, sl boih aro recorded
I the county clerk's office. 'T'ho origiual
mortgago buars no indorsvwient to show thut
i dent was ever puld,

Johin Boverly, o tagman, purehased n little

O'Neill had auother wethod, e would

miko ushiort loun to b vesponsiblo party, take
w note as secarity, skilifully forge a copy ol
the noto, nud whoen the mooey wis paid s
render the forged notée wod pegolinte the
genuine, New schemes of his devising are
still being exposed, Nearly eviry person in
the town of Dusuesburgh who bhud money is
& vietim.
