With yesterday began tlio sixteenth week
of tho star routo trial and tho criminal court
room wm filled with spectators When tho
court adjourned on Friday last tho prosecu-

tion

ment upon tho portlnoncy of tho question as
to whether or not tho witness Gen Brady
had any knowlcdgo of tho Prico drafts This
is rogarded as an important point by both
sides for if tho question is admitted it will
probably lead to tho admission of testimony
by lrlco in support of tho governments
chargo

Tho coutt iu answer to a question from Mr
Merrick said that it would allow tho govern ¬

ment an opportunity to reply to tho argu-
ments

¬

of the defense
Turning toward tho court Gen Brady said

positively Your honor I would prefer to
answer that question aud all other similar
questions My lawyers and myself do not
teem to havo taken tho saino ground

Mr Morrlck was of opinion that tho wit ¬

ness might answer without rcferonco to his
lawyers

Tho court however said that it would
hear his lawyers Instead of him

Mr InRcrsoll Of course your honor This It no
question of privilege but of relevaucy aud my
client li Interested

Mr Wilson said that if tho matter woro
Kotio onto now ho should feel it incumbent
Upon him to try it now aud try it to tho bot-
tom

Mr Morrlck No your honor Placed upon
his desk and given Mm lor a corrupt purpose

Mr Dividgo resumed his argument Ho
asserted that tho obect of tho oiler was to
defnmo aud Injure tho defendant with tho
intention of ullcctlug tho jury by that defa ¬

mation Iu tho caso at issue It had uovor
been allowed to bo shown that a defendant
lind committed another oflbnso than that for
which ho was on trial for tho purposo of
influencing that caso unless It was shown
that thoro was a connection between them
Again if thoy wanted to provo tho general
reputation of tho witness thoy should bo do
barred from proving particular acts They
could not bolster up a criminal chargo by
showing a general tendency to commit of
fonso ot tho ohtnactor charged

Tlio court Bald that tho wholo thing de¬

pended upon tho rclovancy of tho matter If
another subject was concorncdof courso tho
question could not bo linked

Mr Uavldgo quoted nt length from tho caso
of tlio pcoplo vs Crapo 70 Now York and
other authorities Suppose said ho that it
woro all proved what would it amount to
It would show that Brady was guilty of re
celvinjj a bribe But how did that concern
this charge u conspiracy What had that in-

tention

or motlvo Thoprosocutlon said that
inoy wanted to prove mo motlvo Tlio law
defined tho motlvo in conspiracy and nobody
but tho prosecution in this caso believed that
a man could counplro to rob tho government
with n good motive If men conspired their
motives wcro bad and no proof wus needed
upon that point Tho supremo court caio in
btanccd by Mr Merrick Was read thy Mr
Duvldgo who asserted that tho gentleman
had tried to foist upon tho court tho excep-
tion

At this point it bolng apparent that tho

nrgumont would contluuo for somo tlmo tho
Jury was excused until aftor recess

Tho court frequently Interrupted Mr Dav
idgo to express nis understanding upon cer
tain points Tho court said that It under-
stood

¬

tho prlnclplo of law to bo that the gov
irnuicnt could not go beyond tho Iseuo ten ¬

dered by the witntrtshlmself
If ho set up only a general reputation for

good character tho gocrnmout could not go
beyond that But If ho set up proof of good
acts to provo good reputation then tho gov ¬

ernment could provo particular bad nets to
bhow bul character Thoy could meet him on
any ground ho took in

Air Dividgo haid that if thoy over went
into tho investigation of tlioso drafts thoy
Would show how utterly without foundation
wcro tho chargos in that connection Wlion
tho statutes allowed n dofcudant to go upon
tho stand thoy confined his statements to tho
circumstances of tho facts at Issue

tho court Ho must respond to all relevant
matters

Mr Davldgo And ho docs not become a tar
rot to bo shot at for every act committed In Ills
lifetime

the court No as to collateral matters I wilt
protect tlio witness

Mr Chandler followed in tho samo general
lluo of argument Kvcn Mr Merrick said
he had not asserted that it wus a tender to
provo tlio conspiracy that had been left two
ur tlueo years behind this transaction was
placed iu 18S0 It had no connection no
family iclation with tho overt acts sot out iu
tho indictment

3Ir Ingcrsoll furnished tho prosecution
with tho titles mid n description of tho cases
to which ho intended to rofcr in his argu-
ment

His comments upon them caused
much amusement among tho spectators

A tcccss was then taken
When tho court reassembled Mr Hcnklo of

WMiuscl for defense also read from a number
of authorities in support of their argument
Thojnry was oxcuscd from attendance for tho
day and Mr Mtrrlck proceeded to closo tho
debate upon this point for tho government
Heading from tho record lauguago used by
tho witness on direct examination ho Insisted
that it justified an inquiry into transac-
tions

lu tlio Indictment Brady had stigmatised
all of Walshs testimony as falte as

iv lio inado out of wholo cloth On
his irots oxamluatlou the government pio
posed to interrogate him rclutlvo to tho facts
sworn to by Walsh Tho court remarked that
this had not formed a part of the original
offer Mr Merrlek replied that ho was awaio
of tho fact but ho Intended to go into that
subject and brought it up now so as to savo
further argument Tlio court had seemed to
repard rclovancy as tho principal question in
this matter If n thing duno by a defendant
was similar In time of occurrence and charac ¬

ter to tho o flenses charged lu tho Indictment
it was us entirely admlmililo us proof of them
would bo It was not un oiler to provo tho
body of tho crinio but to provo tho motive
and sclouto

Tho court inquired why tho evidence to
support tho offer hud not been offered In chief
Mr Merrick answered that ho hud not regarded
it us at all ucccosaiy to tho governments
iu5o Of courso suld tlio court it was nut to
bo understood ns precluding tho introduction
of cWdcneo now that It had hecu overlooked
But why attempt to draw thp lluo in evidence

Air Merrick said that another reason that
influenced them was a dcslro to hear tho do
fondant oxprcss himself upon tho subject
Thoy had proved iu chiof extraordiuary ex ¬

peditions allowed that beyond a doubt thoy
were allowed for corrupt and money
motives But tho witness caino upon
tho stand and declarcdlhatho had acted from
puio putriotlo motives Ho brought motlvo
into tho caso but ho would find that what ho
thought was tho solid rock was but quicksand
beneath his feet for it was for tho government
to relent his testimony on that point Thoro
was inoro benefit to bo derived from tho in-

troduction

been offered in chief Ho put his motives
forward said Mr Merrick and I urouose
by tho magic rod of truth to dissolve aud dis ¬

close lils purposo
Mr lugorsoll made tho closing nrgument

jipon this subject ior tho defense Ho said that
Jt was not material lu this luso what Bradys
motives woro iu making expedition iu any
other ease It was not necessary to introduce
several othvr cases to provo that Ucu Brady
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knew it was wrong to swindle tho govern ¬

ment You could not provo that a man was
guilty of stealing by proving that ho stolo In
a thousand other cases No matter if ho Und
stolon in tlioso cases tho presumption wot1
that ho was innocent in tho chargo under trial
Mr Ingorsoll read from n number of authori-
ties

¬

commenting upon them at longth in
tho courso of his argument As ho under-
stood

¬

it Walshs testimony had been
admitted becauso ho said that Brady had told
him it was his custom to exact money from
all contractors including tlioso on trial But
if ho had said that lrlco paid him would It
havo been admitted Ho thought not Tho
authorities wcro again roferrcd to and wheto
a defendant was charged with stealing somo
pork a bowl and loaf of bread was argued at
length to tho great amusement of tho audi ¬

ence Mr Ingcrfcoll commented upon tho
length of tho trial that might run itlto years

Tlio court said that tho twelvo candles still
burned

Mr Inecrsoll I am willing to go on with
eleven when ono Juror dies and when tlio last
man dies to tako his administrator Yes to Mr
Merrick I expect to survive aud the cUo may
drug along until tho Juugo wlio snail finally pass
upon tho caso will not remember even tho namo
Of your honor Laughter

In tho courso of tho argument tho court
took occasion to enlighten tho counsel with
regard to its position upon certain questions
Speaking of Brady ho said that ho may havo
been a very kind hearted man and allowed
tho members of congress to run over him and
get theso orders at tholr will That would
havo bcon weak but not criminal If ho had
been charged with receiving a hrlbo tho court
would rcquiro dlroct ovldcnco of that chargo
aud would not allow ovldcnco of any
othorj olTcnso to bo accepted In proof
of that charge It was onkr his motives and
Intontlons that could mako his acts criminal
Ho was on trial to show his purpose In an ¬

swer to Sir Ingorsoll No proof that Brady
had received a brlbo in another caso could
not bo used against Dorsoy or tho other de-

fendants

Tho question was whether tho
court could rocolvo ovldcnco of payments to
Brady by other contractors whether his acts
could not on their face bo shown to bo crim ¬

inal acts by tho light thrown upon Ills mo ¬

tives in othor transactions Thocourtwlshcd
it to bo distinctly understood that theso points
wcro only brought to tho attention of counsel
for their guldauco that tho court had not
raado up its mind upon that matter as yet
Mr Ingcisoll said that ho might coutlnuo his
argument to morrow Tho court then ad-
journed
