Walsh In his examination during tho first
star routo trial testified that Chaso Andrews
a mall contractor asked him to contrlbuto
tho sum of 8000 to tho samo fund which Is
mentioned in Prlcos aflldavltand that Brady
Insisted on charging him with this 3000 In
settling his Bradys Indebtedness for monoys
borrowed Walsh nlso testified that tho two
drafts for 1250 each which lrlco alleges ho
placed In tho envelope on Bradys desk woro
tho samo drafts which wcro given him Walsh
by Brady on account of tho lattors indebted ¬

ness to him
Alllant furthor alleges that having been

given a rlvor contract on tho Osago for car-

rying

company Mr Daniel Murphy of St

of star routo masters was agitated Sonator
Kellogg bocamo very norvous manifesting

Tho filing of tho suit of John A Walsh
banker against Brady about this tlmo greatly
alarmod alllant but Kellogg hastened to as
suro him that ovorythlng would bo nil right
that ho had simply to koop quiet nnd that ho
Kollogg would soo that no harm bofoll him

In May 1881 soma vory alarming Indications
presented thcinsolvcs resulting in Senator
Kellogg Bonding on May 10 1881 a special
messenger to alllant who was then stopping
at tho Fifth Avenuo hotel Now York This
messcngorcamo from WashIngtonwhoro Sen-
ator

Kellogg then was Tho burden of tho
messago was calculated nnd intended to rcos
suto afllant and allay any fears ho might havo
touching tho star routo investigation then in
its incipient stages Kellogg repeatedly told
afliaut that no harm would como to him aud
