Mr Smith cross examined tho witness very
closely and sho evinced tm Intention to glvo
him ii lot of trouble Sho snld Hamilton nnd
bis two friends had been on Mrs Whites
porch an hour Sho know tho young men
but there was no conversation botween them
Hill when ho was shot was standing on tho
pavement with bis elbow on bis knee nnd his
linger on hU check Shu could not tell how
long ho was In that position Mr Smith
finally nuked her If nho believed ho had con-
tinued

thlug to him neither did Hill The enter
tainmen broko up nt 12 oclock Witness
testified to leaving tho entertainment with
Hill audgolng down Fifth street We went
down that way becauso Hill said that Charley
Hamilton hud
