vostigntion, aud as their sessions will be open,
the publio will have an epportunity to judge
of the truth or falsity of the charges against
Mr, Hill u-tunll: a5 well sa the mombers of
the committes.

'The charges prafarred by ax.Rapresantative
Murch are drawn up in legal form and are
quite voluminous. The charges aro classed
undar five different heads substantially as
follows:

1. Genoral charges of corruption, fraad,
sud extravagnnes against s ring in the archi-
teot's office, com of Assigtant Architect
French, Architeot Hill, Assistant Architect
Jacobs, A, G. Thomson, M. H. Powers, B. J.
Little, Gannon, Church, Jordan, Bartlets,
Robbine & Co,, and othars,

2. Charge that Hill corruptly administers
patronage of his office against the iuterests of
the United States,

3, Chnfa that contractors known to bo
guilty of fraud are espwcinlly favored by the
supervising architect, having been largely
overpald by mauy thousands of dollars, and
othiarwise corruptly benefited.

4. Charge thnt unskilled and incompetent
POrsons are knnmuﬁly employed in the archi-
taot's office and puid at rates due the compe-
tent-poersons puid who hold sineoures and do
othar work for which they are paid.

8. Chargo that contraota have been let in vie-
Iation of law to porsons not the lowest bidde

and that prices have been pald for labor an
muterial known to have been extortionate
and e ive; that b have boan puid

for labor and materlals never farnished, and
that voucher's bids and contracts have beon
unlaswfully and corruptly alterod to the ad-
vantago snd banefit of coutractors,
