“No, Thore nre thess Apaches and somo
seattoring bands on the northern frontier.
Those on the Britlsh boundary make little
trouble ; they mind their own business protty
woll and take care of themsolvos.”

“T notico that a resevation is to bo sold in
Nobraakat "

“Yen, Tho Otos ressrvation; it is half in
Nebraskna and half in Kansus. Tho Otoes are
already gone from it down into the lndian
terribory."

“They will get the money 7"

“"They will got it all."”

“ How muoh apiece?"

“Oh, I can't tell 1"

“A hndred daollwrs 2

“ More than that, At thoe samo time there
will bo sold a part of the reservation in north-
western Neobrasks, upon which the Winne-
bago and Omahs Indians live. They have
more land than thoy nead, and they will con-
tinte to live thers upon the remainder, with
thlnl money they will have from the land
wo1."

“And will this reducting of the resorva-
tions continue from your to year "

“To some extent you know there is o troaty
whioh will undoubtedly be matified at the
noxt sesaion of congreéss, by the torms of
which the grent Slax reservation in Dakota
will be vory consideribly ¢ut down, and the
Indinos upon what is loft will be put to rals-
ing stock and furning under instruction and
superyision.”

*You have faith in this plan."

Najos take care of themselves now on thoir
reservation fu New Mexico, They ralse cat.
tle, sheop, nnd horses, pud sell their stock like
white mon, They have no less than forty

“Oh! ns to that, of eourse it is rensonnble
to ll.lfl]il‘m.‘l that thoy will be merged in the
population of the country with no peculinri-
ties or distinotive marks, and mixlug in all
the aflairs of the nation.”

“Confidently, They have shown that the
Indinns ean be taught to tuke care of thom-
solves. Tho only way to ever settle the lu-
dinn queation is to teach the young ones to
tuko care of themselvos and then turn them
Joose and make them doit, Let it be "root
hog or die’ with them, as it Is with othoer
poople around them, That is the way to sot-
tle the Indinn guestion.”

Won't this selling of good Iands and turning
over of the money to them, and this giving to
them liborally of beef and flour keep them
find und lazy, whether they do anything lor
themsolves or not 7" p

“No—mo., It don'tamount to enough for
that. Of conrseall bargains and troaties with
thom must be kept, but it does not amount to
enough to support them in nny cise, nud no
Indians ave #o contented as those who take
cure of themselves,"

INTERNAL NEVENUE STAMPS,

Regulations for Thelr Hedemption Pre-
scribed by the Commissioner,

The commissioner of internal revenuo has
fasued s elreular publishing the law in rogaed
1o the redemption of internal revenue check
and proprietary stamps, and announeing regu-
Intions to govern thoeir redemption. Tho reg-
ulations nro o follows:

1, Uheck or propriotary stamps presonted
for redomption should be sddressed (o ' The
Commissionor of Intornal Revenuo, Washing-
ton, D, C,," and must be forwarded at the risk
and oxponse of tho consignor.

2, The stamps should be accompanied by a
olaim, on form 81, coples of which form will bo
furnlshed upon applioation to this office,

3, Claims may be sworn te or affidavits made
before any fnternnl rovenue oficer authorized
to administer onthe, without fee. Auy other
person administering an onth or aficmation
must show, hf seal or certifleato from tho
proper authorify, that he is qualified to do so,
An officer, in signing & jurat, should give tho
title of his office,

1. Chock and general proprictary stamps
will bo redeomed at their fuce value, less 5
per contum; private die proprietary stamps
it thelr faco yalue, less 6 or 10 por contum,
necording to the rate of commission allowed
on thely purchmse, Stanps may be exchanged
for other oheck or proprivtary staaps of equul
value until July 1, 16853,

b, In cases where stamped checks or drafis
are prosented which have boen filled up and
slgnod, satlsfactory evidence must be furn-
ished that they have nover been fssned or
used i any watter whatsopver, Iff thoy have

psed Lo the payeo or indonsor, thy stamps

uve no redesmnble value,

fi. In cases where claims for redomption of
unprinted stanips are allowed  prior to July
1, 1883, tho blanks upon which the stwmps
wre  printed will, in  accordunce with n
lung established yule of this offee, bo do-
stroyed, In the case of such alaims sllowed
on or after July 1, 1853, the blanks will be
destroyod, noless the cluimant shall specinlly
request thelr return,  Upon recoipt of such
roquest, the word ' rodeomed ' will bo  im.
pressed on the check or draft in tho  lottor
U108 of an fuch In size, and the blanks, with
the stumps so eancelled, will be roturned to
the elmmant by registored mall, froo of ox-
pense, nnless hef shall otherwise diroet, in
which latter enso they will bo returned at his
exponse. I cwso of rajectod olaims, stamps
are always returned to ol imants,

7. In cosen whore an wllowance is asked for
stamps destroyed, the fucts in tho caso shoulil
bo submitted to this office, and special In-
strnotions as to the evidence reguired will bo
given,

£ Stamps will only be redoomod whon pre-
sented by o bone fide owuner, or o duly wu-
thorized pgont or ropresentative of such
owner. When s elalm iy made by » person
nelting as ngont, exeoutor, recolver, orin nuy
other represoutativo capacity, the authority
of the representative to s setmust bo shown,

0. In view of the limitation lmposwl by
statute upon the preseuntation of 1“uillm fuy
redemption of stumps, iv will bo necessiry to
submit evidence with onch olaim as to the
date on which the stamps for which redomp.
tion is askod were purchased from the cowm-
missioner of intoroal revenus or o “stamp
sgent.” Btanps imprinted on cheeks are not
sold by stamp agonts, and 1L s ofton bnpracti-
cable to sscortain whou they were purchased
from the commissioner. In such cases ovi-
denee may bo furnished as to the dute on
which tho stamps wore lmprinted on the
blunks, Informution as to the date of im-
printiug ean usvally be obtaiued from the
stationer who printed the checks, Full in-
stractions eoncerning the form of afidaviy
required am printed on.

10, Claims will be acted on, as noarly us
possible, in the order of thelr recelpt, and in
all cases ui soan slter their recalpt us the con-
dition of the public business will permit.

Whe ihe Chief Exnminer and Becrelary
are—"The New lules,

Upon the recommendntion of the elvil mer.
viee commission the President has appointetd
De B, Bandolph Kelm to bo chief examiner
of that commission. Mr. W. W. White, of
Atlanta, Gn., bius boen appointed olerk,

Mr. Eaton says that tho selection of Mr.
Keim ps chiof oxaminer was made after the
commissioners had fully satisfled themaplves
#4 1o his eapaeity to act under tholr directions,
He had been  reéommended very highly, and
they regnrded him s the best fAtted of all the
applicants, One of thothings which had groat
waight in determining theseleotion, Mr. Enton
sald, was the evidence of Mr, Keim's apoaial
qunlifieations, ns oxhibitod in the reports made
by him upon the eondition of the consular
porvice of the United States in the courte of
the Investigation of thiut servico authorized
by congress in July, 1570, and his aceompany-
ing recammondations, which were afterward
embodied in the bil “to establish n consnlar
servive, and to amend and consolidate sundry
nots of congroas relativg to the powers aud
dution of conanlar officers,” Theso roports gnd
recommaotidations seemed to the mombers of
the commission to shiow groat thoroughness in
thelr treatment of detalls, and a eapacity to
grosp the necesaltied of an efelont, prodent,
and economienl clvil sorvice. Mr, Enton fur-
ther said that the sppointee for secretary of
the commision—W. W, White, of Atlnnta,
Ga.o—wns  personally  well aod  favor-
ably  known to Commissioner Crog-
ory, hiving been a  pupll at  the
University of Tllinals, of !\'Ilil’!}l Judgoe Greg.
ory wis principal. He wis about 30 yoars of
nge, and wis now president of the Young
Men's Chirvistion associntion ab Atlanta, 1In
business ho was connected with u lifo endow-
mont association, and Mr. Eaton said ho
thought ho wius well qualified by his previous
teaining to fill the position satisfactorily. Of
the rules propared by the commission Mr,
Lnton spoke in goneral terms. He said they
were much more comprehensive than tho
rules of the Inst commission, and if nccepted
by the President would involve s stronger
committal of the ndministmtion to the cause
of eivil worvice reform than did the latter,

He expressed himsoll as confident of this
npproval by the President, snd denjed that
an?- authority existod for the statement pub.
lished yesterdsy that the President would
not approve them in their entirety. He out-
Hned the poliey propesed in the rules with
respect to tﬂo question of the treatment of the
soxes in appointmonts to places in tho dopurt-
moents.  The coramission, ho snid, had noth-
Ing todo with thin question; the executive
and  hoeads of departmonts boing  best
qualified to detormine mnot only the
number Of persons necded In the varlous
bureaus, but whether the work for which
theso persons were needed was of u charncter
to demand thoe appointmont of men or women.
The commizsion, ho added, would be goided
by tho conclusions in this respect renched by
the heads of the departments, The question
woulll then settle itself, beeauss if women
saw thit few or no appointments of women
were boing mude they would not apply for
examinntion,
