ACCUSED OF PERIURY.

Exuitement in Camads Over the Charges

Agnainst Sir John A, Macdonnld.
OTTAWA, May 6.—The excltement in Cann-
dian politieal cireles; cunned by the charge of
perjury made agninst the premior, the Ry,
Hon, Bir, John A.*Macdonald, has not in the
lonat abated sincs the legal papbrs wore isatied
agninst him, and further developments are
eagerly awaited. The case had (s origin in
tho genem| electlon campaign of 1578 Sir
John, s fow montha pravions to that camipaign,
induoed Gen, Butt Howson to take tho editor-

ship of the Jrigh Canadian of Toronto, o strong
sonservative organ, baying much welght with
the Iriah inhabjtants. The premier, it lanver-
red made proposals of remuncration to the
general, and was not ultimntely as good as his
word, Gen, Howson, having made numerous

futile demunds upon the premior, finally sued |

Iim, basing the action upon the promises Sir
John had mnde

The plaintiff in his sworn chargoes alloged
that Bir Jokn promised to propure him an
offico and to pay him o salary of #5000 por
annum ; that llsinr}m:mim was made porson-
ully o {ho plsintiff; that he had lottersin his
possassion to prove that these doclirationsnre
true; that Sir John also asked the Hom, G.
W. Howlan to tako stops in the matler ; that
the plaintiif was promised $1,000 on sctount,
and that Sir John hnd soveral conversations
with a Mr. Donovan as to plaintilt's walary.
Blr John, in return, made affidavit on the
twonty-first of March, 1862, as follows:
