The public mind has for s Jong time beon

The second  biennal reports of the Illinoeis
Bureau of Labor Statistics, in many of its
fontures, is o valuable work, We compile
from It u fow fucts in relatlon to 1llinels in-
dustyies.

In 1880 the population of the siste was
whites, 5,031,161; colored (incloding Chiness,
Japanese, and Iodians), 46,720 ; total, 3,077,-
8§71 The bituminous coal fields of the state
are oxtensive and valuable. In 46 counties
conl is produced in more or less quantities, and
in wuny more prolific beds are found at great
depths, The latter as yet are uuprospected.
In 1860 the aggregate product of coal in the
stato was 0,115,077 tons; in 1582, it wae
0,115,063 tons. In 1880 the aggregate value
of the coal product at the mines was $8,770,
BU2; in 1882, it was $13,000,257; an (ncroase
in two years, in product and valus, of about
50 por ount, The number of mines oporated
in 1650, was 608, In 1882 the number was
704, with an annual capecity of 18,070,847
tons. The amount of capital invested in soal
mining in 1852 was $5,230,185, ‘The number
of hands employed was, in 1880, 18,801 ; in
1862 the number was 20,200; and the Aver-
ago value of tho coal por ton, ab the mines,
was $1.46,

The manufactures of the state are many,
valuable, aud in a prosperons condition. In
1850 the numbor of its manufacturing estal«
lishments was 13,347, with an invested capi-
tal of $117,973,685, and they employed 135,410
hands, The totul amouuf paid during the
yoar as wages was $53,000,401. The ecost of
the material vsed in these manufsctures was
$234,776.978, and the value of the masufact-
ured products was $340,454,903. Now whon
wo ndd to thess magnificont results the im.

ducts of all kinds used or consumed by the
vimployes thus enguged in manpfecturing,
ahd by the tens of thoussnds who sub.
Sist by trade In all its ramifications bused
or dependent wpon these products of the
manufscturer, 85 wall as thoss used in the
manufsetured article, we will have & grand
illnstration of the rapid sdvavce that Lilis
noln, lke other western statos, has made in
thoe devolopment of all her natured und in-
duatrial resouroes, anuually multiplying her
weans of profitabilelumployment to all her olt-
izenn angaged in labor pursnite—in sgricul-
ture and trado as In {mavufacturiog or the
mechanio arts—and thus lncreating greatly
tho sources of wealth snd happiness smong all
runks and clusses of her onterprising populs-
tion. Theso are some of the inestlmable re-

Vico President John €., Breokinrldge, in lis
younger days, lived there awhile; United
States Sanator James W, Grimes, Hon, Clisrlos,
Mason, commissloner of patents under Bu-
chianan, snd previously chief justive of Tows,
and Gen. Fits Henry Warren, second asaist-
ant poatmaster guneral under Presidents Tay-
lor and Fillmore, all now sloaping their Isat
sleap, worn ploncer pettlers of Burlington.
Gen. A. C. Dodge, who lastill living at Burling-
ton, was one of the first setators whon Jowa
was admitted juto the union, & contem-
porary of Gen, Jones, of Dubugue, who also is
still Iiying, Geo, Dodge was subsequently
ministar to Spain, Burlington has coutribated
other distinguished names te our national
history, who have been homared in the mili-
tary and civil service, and it is fitting that
tho ploneers and their descendants should
assambla in that city to colobrate the first set-
tlement of & state that, merging from her tor-
ritorial eondition in 184§, came Into the
nnfen with a population of only 07,088, rank-
ing twenty-soventh in the roll of states, and
ut the expiration of thirty-four years stood,
by the consus of 1880, tenth in the list with
1,624,620 inhabitants, and by this time, fifty
years after ita firt sottlomant, has probably
not less than & full two milllona of inhabi-

That s wvot the ‘specnlation’ that
tho statute intended to prohibit.”
