hos8 on tho night of tho fifth of May wo
know thoro was no voico on earth of suffi ¬

cient authority to stay tho slaughter of tho
morrow Notwithstanding tho appalling
butchery of tho day just gono nolthor ouo of
tho cominandora dared risk his futuro by a
rotrogrado movomont Futo was remorse
lossly pushing them on So far as tho two
armies wcro concorncd tho blood already

In this disposition of tho forces tho bulk
ol each army was on its southernmost Hank
Tho goucral direction of tho lines of each or ¬

ganization was from northwest to southeast
with a peculiar fish hook shaped curvo Just
south of tho contor Ilohlnd tho centor of
tho union front was a tract of open country
known as tho Laoy clearing Lacys houso
standing near its wostorn border In this
opon spaco tho bulk of tho union artillery
was placed with tho grim muzzles pointed nt
tho woods threatening destruction to tho
confodorato forco should it push back tho

n I camo tho long
drawn ordor from tho colonol and ovory

Our time had come Moving by tho right
flank far enough to placo the brigade opposite
n gap iu tho liuo of battlo wo camo into lino
by tho loft flank and plunged into tho jungle
Tho firing was growing warmor but us wo
scrambled and toro through tho undergrowth
its sound was somewhat doadened by tho
local nolso wo woro creating in our struggle
with tho chapparcl In a brlof halt which
wo made to rectify tho alignment as far as
possible thoro camo a pause in tho- - firing

Tho choorful audacity of tho small man
drew a laugh from everybody within hear-

iu tho battles of that desperate campaign put

Wo woro on tho vorgo of tho fight but not

yot in although a few wandering bullets
were toaring tho bark from tho limbs abovo
our heads Our cntreo was delayed a fow
minutes by an uufortunato Incident which
rendered somo oi tho now men it trltlo shaky
iu tholr ncrvos An ambulaiico train coming
out of the woods by a narrow road which lay
diioctly 011 our lino of march caused tho
brigade to halt in order to let these wagons
full of mutilation ami death clear our liont
In tho heat of un engagement tho appearance
of mangled bodies has but llttlo eHocttm tho
soldier but taken cold as it wero tho human
being must havo stouter nerves than I who
can look upon thom without a sudden sink ¬

ing of tho stomach
I can yot sco onn of tho uufortuuates who

lay across ono or these loads or lacoratod hu ¬

manity with his head hanging far down ovor
tho Bids A musket ball had passed through
ills face from cheek tofcheck in its passage
almost Bovorlng tho tongue and that orgau
black and swoltou to four or fivo times its
natural slzo protruded from tho distended
Otolith of tho victim furnishing ona of tho
most horrible portraits now hanging in the
picture gallery of my memory Kresh crim ¬

son blood dripped Irom tho vehicles as thoy
moved slowly along and tho red trnll could
bo followed by tho oyo until it curved out of
sight with tho sweep of tho road You may
