About One Hundred Buildings Blown Down People

Uurled Through the Air and Horribly Mangled

A Track of Desolation lluuilreil Miles
Long In Central Illinois

Chicago May 20 Illinois and southern
and central Wliconsln were swopt by throo
torrlflo cyclones on Friday evening lajt caus-

ing

great destruction of property and lots of
human life At tho present writing It is al-

most
¬

Impossible to estimate tho damage dono
or glvo anything llko a complote list of the
casualties as tho dispatches constantly com-

ing

In contlnuo to bring information of life
lost and proporty destroyed It Is now prob
ablo that oho hundred pcoplo were killed or
so badly injured that they cannot recover
while tho damago to property already roaches
hundrods of thousands of dollars

The most dostructlvo of theso three storms

teems to liavo originated in Booty which Is

tho mlddlo of tho northern tier of counties in
this state Near Belvldcrc tho county seat
It did consldorablo damago though nothing
llko that subsequently wrought in its flcrco
sweep toward Lako Michigan Its course was
generally northeast by east passing diag-
onally

¬

across tho northern part of McIIcnry
eountv then across the state line near Sha
ron on the Wisconsin division of
tho Northwestern railway thenco on
through Walworth Kenosha and Ba
cine counties in Wisconsin whero its
most terrlblo work was dono At
tho llttlo villago of Chemung 111 several
houses were blown down and the roof of tho
Btono mill ono of tho stoutest buildings in
tho place was torn off At Lawrence two
ratios cast tho depot was destroyed ten barns
woro torn down and othor property severely
damaged Throe persons woro killed nnd sev-
eral

others sovcroly injured Beports from
tho rest of tho region travorscd between hero
and Itaccine aro very meager as tho track of
tho storm lay through a farming country
with which thoro is no direct communication
by telegraph

Tho storm or rathor tho two storms struck
Haclno about half past 0 oclock in tho even ¬

ing Tho two Intensoly black clouds wero
seen approaching each other the ono from
tho southwest and tho othor apparently tho
ono which had travorsod Jefferson and other
lutorior counties In tho state from tho west
northwest At this timo thcro was scarcely
a breath of air stirring and tho atmosphcro
was so sultry as to bo almost stifling Tho
two storm clouds caino together with a flcrco
crash nnd Immediately became- - ouo immenso
and intensely black whirling mass A hiss
In rumblinc uulso was heard ns tho storm
advanced which dcepenod into a roar as tho
toiriblo work of desolation began lnearuest
The 11 rat buildings struck wore in mo souin
western nnrtluu of tho cltv and from hero to
tho lake a distance of about Si miles tho work
of destruction is completo and torrlblo bo
yond description Tho cntlro distance was
more or less thickly covered with cottages
and small houses tho homes of tho laboring
men and pooror classes Most of tho build-
ings

¬

wore of wood though souio wero
of brick and more substantial material
Tho placo they occupied is now a deso
lato waste scarcely ouo stouo being left
upon another All brick and frame alike
collapsed and their sites aro marked only by
heaps of formless dobrls Many occupants of
the houses escaped by seeking tho collars and
othor places of comparative safety but tho
cyclono camo with such lightning quickness
that niuuy wero killed bolero reaching tho
collars In only a few cases wero houses
moved from their foundations Those in tho
center of tho storm simply oxplodcd and fell
in the ruins whero they had stood Some
nearer tho olrcumforcuco wero turned around
and it is reported somo light nrticles such us
wagous wero swept into tbo lako

Tho cyclono as it moved from tho city out
upon tho waters or Lako Michigan presented
a graud spectacle such as Is seen but once in
u lifetime Tho whirling columns of air
seemed monster Wreaths of sinoko as thoy
whirled over tho watory oxpanso boaring
with them spiral columns of water No ship
tlmtoucountorcdthis monitor of tho air could
by any possibility cscapo destruction

All ttm TilivttlrfAns of tho cltv roanouded
nobly to tho call for assistance and did what
thcycould to allovlato tho sullorlugs ot tbo
wounded who woro at 011CO convovod to Ht-- - T

Lukus uud St Marys hospitis wnora tnoy
will reccivo tho best of caro Tho load wero
taken somo to tbo houses of friends and somo
to the court houso

Tho llttlo daughtor of Barney Willing was
blown fully fifty rods from where tho houso
stood against n wall and instantly killed

In tbo ruins of a houso owned by a family
named Kerstank two brothers wero found
doad ond near by was tholr mother so badly
bruised and mangled that sho cannot rccovor

A storo bolouging to Mr letcrs was blown
down Tho building was a largo two story
brick and occupied as a grocery and saloon
When the tornado struck it there wero four ¬

teen porsous malo ami foninlo in tho store
Tho building was nlniost completely Ioveled
tbo walls all blowing in Apparently there
was not a hole among tho ruins largo enough
for a man to got his foot in Yet whon tho
dreadful wind had passed slowly thoro
emerged from the ruins here and there an in-

dividual
¬

pulling digging and scraping dirt
begrimed and almost frightened to death
Thoy koptcemlugandcomtng until tho whole
iourtcen appearod comparatively unscathed

Within 100 yards of this placo was tho cigar
factory and summer garden of William Lutz
There wero probably a duzon persons in hero
whon tho storm struck it It was a largo two
Btory frame building and was blown about
twenty tlva fcot and almost leveled Just as
the storm struck it a little girl entered
When it camo to rqleaslng tho Inmates all but
tbo llttlo girl wero liberated moro or less un-
injured

¬

but sho was so completely penned in
that it required tho united efforts of as many
men as could work a telegraph polo to pry up
the timbers aud release her and she was taken
out without serious Injuries

A man worklug at Lime Kiln about two
miles from the city laid hold of nu applo tree
for safety Tho tree w as twisted almost com-

pletely

off and the mans arm broken
The houso occupied by a family named

Long was picked up and moved nboutsoventy
llvo feet but not demolished There woro four
jioruons in at the time and tho elder Long
had a leg broken Baumanns brickyard Is

situated directly in tbo track of tho tornado
aud pn tho lako batik everything was demol-
ished

¬

nnd tho horses used thoro aro missing
undoubtedly being blown Into tho lako

Tho brick smokestack of llarlicks factory
was carried a distance of three quarters of a
mllo boforo landing A largo cistern was
ltndod in Aid Colberts dooryurd The path
of the storm is alittloover half n mllo long
aud perhaps a quarter of a mllo wide

A story and a half brick cottage occupied
by Mr Gustontx and family was twisted
around ou its foundation wrocked and two
boys agod fifteen aud sixteen woro killed
outright Frank Hollapus bouse auother
story aud a half brick was similarly treated
and two girls aged teu aud six have bceu
iols5ingelues

One two story frame houie on the southern
extremity of the track Is tipped over hi that
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It balances on ono sldo of tho gablo roof
while tho sills aro In tho air

The rcstiioncn of lustnv Kisncr was demol
ished and a child was blown somo 200 yards
and mangled boyond tuo sembianco oi any ¬

thing human
A barn belonging to John Hughes was

blown into kindling wood Tom Long whllo
going from his barn to his houso was struck
by flying brick nnd had his leg broken His
barn was wrecked as ho left it and the
houso sharod tho same fato boforo ho could
reach It

In ono caso a houso with a family of flvo
pcoplo was takon up bodily and it is sup ¬

posed wos carried out into tho lake and tho
whole family drowned as no vestlgo of tho
house or family ran be found

Tim bourns of MattLavcn and wife an AKCd

couple residing on the lako shoro was picked
up and hurled into tho lako leaving them un
Inlured sitting at table on the floor In tho room

A barn was takon up and throo cows wore
left standing uninjured on tho floor Tho
barn now stands on lis gauio Doing upsmu
down but not brokon or started In nnyjulnt

Whon tho storm struck tho lako tho wator
was thrown in tho air to height of seventy
five feet

Too Kupcl living in n houso on tho lake
shoro saw the cyclono coming aud started
for tho houso of Mr Illlkor to got Into a
cellar his wlfo and child belug with him
Whon about half way across the lots tbo
storm caught them Mrs Kupcl fell and lost
her hold of tbo child which was carried rap
idly toward the lako A largo Newfoundland
dog run and caught tho child and hold it
nntil tho danger was ovor thus saving it
from bolug carried into tho lako Mr Kupel
grasped his wlfo and saved her

At North 1olnt a man and a whole rig
wero lifted up in tho cyclono and dropped
again fifteen feet When tho storm struck
tho lake tho wator was thrown Into the air
to a holght of sovonty uvo feet all along tho
shoro

The financial loss by tho storm will not ex¬

ceed 50000 The buildings demolished nro
principally frame structures and tho indi-
