can named Ollfoy Tho voyage was undor
takon as ono of plcasuro but tho adventures
ho passed through wore not nil of nn ngroo
ablo nature Ollfoy and bis llttlo craft woro
fullon in with on tho twouty ulnth of Jnnu
aiy by tho schooner Albort Vlttory He was
then KiO nillos off Capo Sandy nnd when
taken from tho boat was In n stato
of ottrcnlo exhaustion Ho kept a
log of tho voyage in which tho wholo
of his cxpor enco wns recorded It seems
that ho loft Han Francisco on tho twenty
ninth of August last year with tho intention
of crossing tho Pacific and reaching Austra-
lia

¬

Ho anticipated that tho voyago would
occupy some flvo mouths fnr which period
ho had provisioned his boat taking with him
also MO gallons of wator For tho first week
matters went on very satisfactorily but after
this calms nnd headwinds woro encountered
which continued for nt least a fortnight On
tho twenty sixth of September ho crossed the
lino having then fair winds Subsequently
howovor calms set in nnd very llttlo piogrcss
was made so llttlo Indeed that Ollfoy
found It necessary lo shorten his allowance
of foodj but beforo this ho was unablo
to cat much on account of having no
exercise It was Gllfoys habit to Blcop
three or four hours beforo daylight but
In this ho was very ofton disturbed by tho
knocking of fish against his boat Yory
ofton sharks catno near to tho boat nnd af-

appear Ollfoy howovor was very much
afraid of tho sharks and raado a harpoon

brlganttno Troplo was spoken and Ollfoy was
enabled to rectify his compass having pre-

ing nlong rapidly when his boatwas suddenly
struck by a wavo and capsized and Ollfoy
was thrown Into tlio water Ho managed to
get on tho bottom of tho host and by great
oxcrtlons he succeeded in lighting It though
