Our mine tho Spoudullx of Colorado was
tho highest on tho raugo It was 2G70 foot
abovo Silver Brick station and 0 miles dis¬

tant from tho vlllago From tho works up
to tho mines thoro was a broad hard smooth
road used for carting ore down from tho
mines nnd hauling supplies up Tho avorago
grado down tho mountain was 300 foot to tho
inilo lu somo places It was steeper and at
Intervals almost level

ly constant practice I managed at last to
rldo my University load
stor up tho wholo slopo to tho of
courso rcstiug nt lovels but my chief delight
was tho coasting down again It requires
skill a good deal of norvo and a Arm grasp
of tho brake

Ono ovonlng an accident occurred tp one
of tho mon engaged at tho mlno I Instantly
got out my blcyclo explaining that I could
go swifter than a horso down tho slopo In rl
fow minutes I had on my riding suit and
was off 1

Tho night air was clear and crisp tho full
moon oxoopt In a fow curves shone directly
into tho gulch lighting up tho road Jioan
ing well baok with my logs over tho handles
and a firm flngor on tuobrako I allowed tho
wheel to glldo down tho first long slopo at it
spood which I had novcr dared to von turd
boforo Finding tho motion safe I allowed thi
machine to run fastorand still faster 0 ver thA
first lovel I shot llko an arrow Down tho uoxt
slopo I seemed to glldo on tho rushing wind
Then I turned a curvo nnd ran intoi thq
shadow of tho mountain upon tho next Uvol
Knowing every inch of tho road howoVor I
did not slackon speed oxcept very slightly

As I flow over tho top of tho next slope a
stoop plungo of nearly half n mile nnothor
curvo completely shut out tho moon making
tho road almost as dark as a pocket Hero 1
put down tho brake hard aud checked my
speed materially Still 1 know tho road bo
well that I had no fear But Just as I was
upon tho stocpest plungo of tho slope

When tho accident happened to tho brako J
was Just ontering a dark curvo in tho Bhadow
of tho mountain Tho wall on my right ap ¬

peared a dark almost invisible brown whllo
tho chasm on my loft was of an inky black-
ness

As I rounded tho hollow of tho curvo I
could soo tho moonlight shirting far ahead on
tho point of the elbow which I must turn
whero tho road was channolcd into tho wall
As I it I had tho senso and norvo
to run on tho outer side of tho road closo to
tho edgo of tbo canyon thus giving myself as
broads tnrn asposslblo I found by tho track
of tho whocl afterward that at tho sharpest
tnrn I had actually riddou within thrco lnehcs
of tho oxtrcmo edgo for sevorul rods whoro if
1 had been going at a loss leariui speca tno
whocl would corlalnly havo slipped over tho
edgo and carried me down a fall of ono thou ¬

sand feet
Safely past this tho worst point the re-

maining

finally checked my spocd so that I ventured
to drop my feet cautiously and tako tho pod
als after touching them as thoy came up for
